I have been Deputy Chief of the UN Secretary-General’s Investigative Team in the Democratic Republic of Congo (SGIT), Director of the Human Rights Division of the UN Observer Mission in El Salvador (ONUSAL), advisor to the government of Haiti for the prosecution of serious crimes, Advocacy Director and Spokesperson for Human Rights Watch, Executive Director of the International Human Rights Law Group, Executive Secretary and UN representative of the International Commission of Jurists and Assistant Attorney General of New York State. 

I am completely fluent in three UN languages. In each, I regularly appear on TV and radio, have lived and worked, written legal documents, dealt with high officials and given press conferences. 

Most recently, I have focused on accountability to wit:

- coordinating HRW's intervention in the case of Augusto Pinochet, 

- working closely with victims, the African Union, Belgium, Chad and Senegal. I spearheaded the 17-year campaign which resulted in the May 2016 conviction of the former dictator of Chad, Hissène Habré ,in Senegal. 
- now working on the case of ex-dictator Yahya Jammeh (Gambia)

- currently in two expert groups - convened by Oxford and the ICJ - examining a standing UN mechanism to investigate atrocity crimes

At the ICJ, I was also the principal architect of the UN Declaration on the Protection of all Persons from Enforced Disappearances and the UN Basic Principles on the Role of Lawyers. Main NGO contributor on OAS "disappearances" Convention.  I helped create the mandates on mercenaries and the independence of the judiciary.
At the Law Group, we carried out the first gender analysis of UN human rights reporting. ("Token Gestures: Women's Human Rights and UN reporting") 
I have written scores of scholarly and popular articles on human rights law. From 1988-92, I wrote articles on each Commission and Sub-commission for Human Rights Quarterly
I taught international human rights law for years at Columbia Law School and the American University Washinton College of Law.  I was a visiting scholar at the University of Pennsylvania Law School.  Guest lectures include CEU (Budapest), Université libre de Bruxelles, University Carlos III of Madrid, Cornell, Columbia, Georgetown, Harvard, Leuven, NYU, Wisconsin, and Yale law schools and Sciences-Po. 
I gave the Stanford Law School Handa Center Annual Public Lecture on Human Rights (2017).

As Deputy Chief of the Secretary-General's Investigative Team, I oversaw investigations into allegations of massacres in eastern DRC. (1997-98)

I was a member of the Preliminary Mission which established a human rights verification mission in Guatemala (MINUGUA) (1994). 
Together with the former Chief Justice of India, I assisted the government of Mongolia on behalf of the UN in preparing its 1991 constitution 
I have been an official and unofficial human rights advisor to several governments . In 1995-96, I led a team of lawyers supported by a police unit convened by the President of Haiti to prosecute human rights crimes. I later went back in 2011 to help build the case against fomer president Jean-Claude Duvalier.  
At the ICJ and the Law Group I organized more than 40 training courses and workshops for judges, lawyers and activists in 4 languages and in every region of the world.

As spoksperson for HRW, I gave multiple interviews daily in four langauges (English, French, Spanish and Portuguese) on the most diverse topics. Presently, I give media inteviews almost every day.  I have a twice-monthy slot on Spanish public radio (RTVE).

III. Motivation Letter, INCLUDING YOUR VISION OF THE MANDATE

Excellencies, 

As a UN official, NGO advocate, and government advisor, I have worked for 38 years on the cutting edge of human rights developments, playing a facilitating role in democratic transitions, uncovering and even halting atrocities, helping bring torturers to justice, creating UN mechanisms to fight abuse and building and helping others build strong NGOs.  

One of my proudest achievements is my role as ICJ representative in the 1991 creation of the WGAD. Working closely with HRC Chair Enrique Bernales Ballesteros of Peru and Louis Joinet and with China, Cuba, France, India, & the United States, we created - by consensus (!) - its mandate to investigate cases of arbitrary detention around the world - the first and only special procedure that issues opinions based on individual complaints.  Afterwards, I wrote the first scholarly article describing the negotiations and analyzing the key features of the new mechanism. The following year, I organized a closed worskhop with the first elected experts out of which the WGAD's first working methods were drafted. Later, I appeared before the WGAD on behalf of Haitian asylum-seekers held by the US at the Guantánamo Base in Cuba and advised on complaints regarding Muslim “war on terror” detainees also held at  Guantánamo. I have been counsel or co-counsel in several cases brought before the WGAD.

The core mandate of the group, I believe, is to consider individual cases. In doing so, the WGAD must maintain the highest legal standards so that its opinions have unimpeachable legitimacy. Its impact further depends on government cooperation and public advocacy, the two areas which have marked my long career. 

A few examples: I worked closely with the AU, Senegal, Chad and Belgium to create the special court which convicted Hissène Habré (the former prime minister of Senegal Aminata Touré  blurbed my upcoming book). I worked with the President and Minister of Justice of Haiti to build the cases against former dictator Jean-Claude Duvalier and hit squad members. The government of Nicaragua relied on my report on atrocities by US-backed  “Contras” in its historic victory against the US at the International Court of Justice. As ONUSAL human rights director, I worked closely with the El Salvador government to support the judiciary, the new civilian police and the new Ombudsman.

As Advocacy Director and later Spokesperson for HRW, I think I can say that few human rights professionals have my depth of communications and advocacy  experience. From the creation of the post of High Commissioner and the adoption of the ICC Rome Statute, to the arrest of Augusto Pinochet  and the Habré conviction, I have been intimately involved in many of the great human rights sucesses of our day. I am on TV and radio almost daily in three languages.  I'd use that  experience to help call new attention to the WGAD's work and decisions. Some ideas to consider - an "International Day Against Arbitrary Detention," (which I suggested at an informal meeting in 2016 and the WGAD took up)  and a meeting of former detainees freed after the group's decisions. 

I would also hope to return to the larger work of strengthing the UN human rights system, in which I participated in the early years with the creation of several news mandates.  I am currently active in two expert groups which seek to bridge the “Geneva-Hague divide,” to establish best practices for Commissions of Inquiry and, building on the experiences of the investigative mechanisms for Syria, ISIL-Daesh and Myanmar,  to create a standing investigative mechanism.

I would be honored to “return home” and to serve as Member of the WGAD.
