I am a Guatemalan jurist, and a former court of appeal judge. In addition, I am a distinguished professor at George Mason University, a legal specialist in judicial systems, and the Executive Director of the NGO Be Just. Internationally I am recognized as a human rights defender and a corruption fighter. Likewise, I promote gender equality and access to justice for vulnerable populations. 

As a practitioner and a scholar, I have different skills. One of them is organizing and multitasking. Furthermore, I have developed competence in critical thinking, writing, and oral communication skills. I can listen to people's problems and try to find solutions. One of my strengths is the capacity to construct partnerships and strategic alliances. That has allowed me to be affiliated as a board member with five organizations where I work voluntarily. At the same time, I participate actively in different professional networks.

I have a multicultural background since I grew up in Guatemala, lived in the United States in different moments of my life (1987-1991 and 2015 to date), and studied in Barcelona, Spain, for a master's and a doctorate. I am multilingual, fluent in Spanish and English, and I understand French.

I learned about Human Rights’ UN and Inter-American conventions and principles during my professional training. I had the opportunity to analyze jurisprudence from different international jurisdictions where Human Rights principles are acknowledged. When I was a judge, I put this into practice in rulings and resolutions. Later, as an international expert of the International Anticorruption Commission of Ecuador. I have always promoted Human Rights and Anti-corruption conventions. I work as a consultant for various organizations that promote and defend Human Rights. I have many publications related to those topics.

In addition, I have presented cases of human rights violations before the IACHR. I am one of the petitioners before the Inter-American Court in a matter of violation of judicial independence against the State of Guatemala. I have also submitted a request for hearings before the Inter-American Commission for issues related to HHRR and justice challenges.

I am a senior jurist with more than 20 years of experience. I became a lawyer in 1999. Later, in 1999 I obtained a Ph.D. in Law. As a scholar, I was privileged to be a fellow at the most prestigious universities like Harvard or Georgetown. Besides, I have been a professor at different universities.     

3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words limit)

I have a strong commitment to justice, human rights, and gender equality. This includes fighting corruption and defending the independence of judges -even at my own risk-. As a judge, I denounced the head of Congress and the Vice-president of Guatemala for influence peddling and bribery when they offered me a quid pro quo during the election of judges for higher courts. After that, I received death threats and was forced into exile. But I have continued promoting human rights and stronger judicial institutions, especially in Latin America. 

Internationally I am recognized for my work. I received the Democracy Award, an honor given annually by the National Endowment for Democracy to recognize the courageous and creative work of individuals who have advanced the cause of human rights and democracy worldwide. Likewise, I was acknowledged as a "Women who inspire changes" by the Harvard Law School Women's Law Association.

Distinguished Members of the Human Rights Council:

For more than ten years, I was a judge in Guatemala. At the judiciary, I defended vulnerable populations' rights. Also, I confronted corruption and denounced attacks on judicial independence, like powerful politicians that in 2014 interfered in the election of higher courts judges. Publicly, I rejected my post and pressed charges against high officials of the Legislative and the Executive branch. That created national awareness of the lack of independence in the judiciary and the way that powerful sectors influence judges.  

After I left the judiciary, I continued advocating for judges' independence, as you can see in different publications, interviews, and public statements. Likewise, I work in anticorruption programs and, initiatives defending human rights. Also, I promote gender equality. Internationally, I am recognized as a corruption fighter. In 2017 I was given the prestigious "Democracy Award." For Woman Day in 2019, Harvard Law School Women's Law Association acknowledges me as a "Women who inspire changes."

As a jurist, I am aware of the influence that the Special Rapporteur exercises in protecting judicial officials and defending human rights. The Rapporteur's job is key to maintaining the rule of law. The Rapporteur can promote preventive actions to defend judges from being attacked. Also, a Rapporteur can generate more awareness of the importance of independent judges and work with different sectors of society that can help watch over the judiciary's independence. In some countries, one way of influencing judicial institutions is by electing judges and prosecutors. As a Rapporteur, I would like to encourage measures to appoint judicial officials through opposition processes based on merit. Another important action would be to enhance the safety of all judicial officials. They should be able to do their job without the fear of being harmed. The essence of the judicial function is to defend the fundamental rights of all citizens. But at the same time, their security is essential to guarantee their independence and peace of mind. 

Growing up in a region marked by violence, inequality, and impunity awoke a strong commitment to defending human rights and the desire to contribute to strengthening the justice system. I was influenced by one of the first woman lawyers and judges in the country, my mother, who was a pillar of integrity. As a mother, I wanted my kids to grow up in a country where justice is impartial and independent, where citizens could have the opportunity to live with dignity and develop their full potential.

I am privileged to have a top academic background. I did an undergraduate program in the United States, later earned a law degree in Guatemala, and continued my education with a master's and doctorate in pluralistic law in Barcelona, Spain. I had the opportunity to be a Fellow at Harvard University at the Radcliffe Institute for Advanced Study. Also, I was selected as a Centennial Fellow by the School of Foreign Services at Georgetown University. Now, I am a distinguished professor at George Mason University.

With more than 20 years of professional experience as a lawyer, a judge, and a scholar, I do have the experience, knowledge, and skills to perform the task of the Special Rapporteur. All of the activities I have performed have been characterized by a strong sense of ethics and commitment to Justice. It would be an honor to put at the service of the Human Rights Council my experience and capacities for the functions of the Special Rapporteur.
