To whom it may concern at the Human Rights Council,

As part of this procedure, I am asked to express what motivates my postulation as Special Rapporteur on the right to Privacy including my vision of the mandate. 

For this purpose, I will make a brief review of my activities since I started working on privacy and data protection.

From 2003 onwards, I have participated of the activities of a group of professionals considered as an elite group on data protection in Iberoamerica. A group of specialists coming from Spain and Portugal gave the group training in data protection and privacy, advocating towards influencing Iberoamerican countries to follow the European model in the regulation of data protection as a fundamental human right.

Each professional in the group represented a country (in my case it was Uruguay), and in a multidisciplinary way we analized personal data and in the workplace, data and health, data and telecommunications, data and e-commerce, and data of minors among others. 
This was a way of introducing data protection in different social areas of our countries, it gave us the opportunity to explain how the European system on data protection, based in Directive 95/46 and Convention 108, operated successfully as a way of protecting human rights.

From then on, I changed my perspective and focused in studying how the European model on data protection coexists with other ways of facing privacy, and in some typical Iberoamerican problems (i.e. lack of due mechanisms of cooperation between the countries, the procedure of adequacy of Directive 95/46, privacy in internet, the possibility of a ratification of Convention 108 for Iberoamerican countries). The publications I made at this moment were about these issues and this was the moment when our group generated the first set of guidelines for the harmonization of the protection of personal data in Iberoamerica (2006, 2007).

Later on, other challenges appeared in my horizon. There was the challenge of getting an appropriate legislation according to European standards for our region and the challenge of enforcing it. Although the general data protection law for Uruguay was passed in 2008, this process is still ongoing in several Iberoamerican countries. At that moment my pronouncements took another course, global coordination and harmonization were the goals as can be seen in the following: “Data Protection Law in Latin America: between the E.U. and the U.S.” 2016 (Annual Conference of Privacy Law & Business, St. John´s College, Cambridge, UK), “Data protection: were are we going to?” 2018 (Open Academic activity, School of Law, Universidad de la República, Montevideo, Uruguay), “Global legal fragmentation and defragmentation in Latin America” 2019 (Conference on Privacy and Data Protection 2019, Brussels).
Telling you the story of my life (and privacy) is a way of telling you that the main tasks to be performed by the Special Rapporteur on the right to privacy (gathering information, studying trends, developments and challenges, raising awareness, identifying obstacles to the protection of personal data, promoting privacy, studying principles and best practices), have all been part of my routines during the last twenty years.

Participating in conferences to express that data protection must not only be taken into account, but also enforced, has also been an important part of my life during the last years.

My application appears at this time as a way of seeking for the realization of a world in which privacy and data protection march harmoniously towards a more structured global context of mutual respects, with consensual principles, more justice, less discrimination in a democratic environment, encouraging sustainable economic growth. As said (and done), sectoral analysis, cooperation and harmonization will be our three main guides to action. Privacy is now!
