I'm a Chinese. I was born and brought up in China. My education from primary school to Ph.D was in China. So there is no problem with my language commmunication in Chinese.
My first major at university is English. I had become a college English teacher for 15 years. I can listen, speak, read and write in English. As a visiting scholar, I had visited the University of Bucharest in Romania for one year and a half  and visited the University of Cologne in Germany for three months. The language I had used in these two countries was English.

I have gotten a master degree and a doctor  degree in law in 1999 and 2012. I am now a professor of criminal law at the Northwest University of Politics and Law . Since my major changed from English to criminal law in 1999, I have been teaching two courses named Chinese Criminal Law and International Criminal Law at the university.

One of the courses I have taught at the university is International Criminal Law, which is to look at the values  protected by international law's prohibitions. International crimes are considered to be those which are of concern to the international community as a whole , or acts which violate a fundamental interest protected by international law. The crime of genocide, crimes against humanity, war crimes and crime of aggression are the four crimes regulated in the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court. The Statute is the very important instrument  and established a permant international criminal court. It is can be said that the Statute is the combination of the knowledge of international human rights instruments, norms and principles. 

On behalf of the Chinese branch of AIDP (International Association of Penal Law), I organized the 17th preparatory colloquium of the AIDP  in Xi'an, China on 12-15 October 2007. There were 24 national scholars attended. The topic was universal jurisdiction. This is a good experience relevant to the application.  

I have been also a part-time lawyer since 2000, mainly dealing with criminal cases.  The part-time lawyer's work has brought me rich legal practice experience and made my  teaching more vivid and interesting.

 AIDP is a non-governmental academic group. Among the four most famous academic groups in the field of International criminal science, AIDP has the longest history and the most extensive influence, and enjoys consultative status with the United Nations. 

In April 1988, the Chinese Branch of AIDP was officially established. In the same year, AIDP officially accepted the Chinese branch as a member of the National Branch of the association. Since its establishment, the Chinese branch has played an active role in the academic exchanges in the field of international criminal law. 

The 17th Preparatory Colloquium of the AIDP in Xi'an, China on 12-15 October 2007 was very successful. I was proud of my effort and I was happy that I was choosen as the organizer. And I know that the reason why it is me organizing the colloquium just because my first major is English which lets my communication with scholars from other countries directly and the course I teach is International Criminal Law which lets me familar with the colloquium topic.

I am a university teacher. Usually I don't have many classes each term.  So my free time is  abundant. Over two months of summer and winter holidays are also very help for the mandate. In addition, there are nearly 30 criminal law teachers at our teaching and research office. if I need to be away on official business for a period of time, such as approximately three months, I can be replaced by my other colleagues because we teach the same subject. Therefore, there is no problem with the time required for the mandate. I can always follow the arrangement and be away on official business. such as participating in HRC sessions in Geneva and General Assions in New York,travelling on special procedures visits, drafting reports and engaging with a variety of stakeholders.

I would like to take part in the meaningful mandate if I can be chosen.  I believe that I can do it well. The Subject, International Criminal Law I have been teaching at the university covers a lot of contents required by the mandate. Being a part-time lawyer I have dealt with some cases also haveing some connection with the contents. So it can be said that I know what is arbitrary detention, when it might be occurred and how it does occur.

Chinese is my mother tongue. So there is no obstacle to its usage. English is my first major. Though the use of which is not as good as Chinese, but it is not bad. I had been an English teacher at the university for 15 years. I had been a visiting scholar in Romanian for one year and half. I have  spent three months at the University of Cologne in Germany, learning from the  famous professors Thomas Weigend on the topics related to the International Criminal Court.  The professor was kindly translated and published  one of my English articles into German ( Korruption in der Volksrepublik China – Begriffsbestimmung, Erscheinungsformen und Bekämpfung, Zeitschrift Fur Die Gesamte Kriminalistische Wissenschaft, ZStw 117,2005,Heft 3). Until now, the professor and I have still maintained a good relationship. On October 29-30 2018, the professor visited China. With the consent of my university, I invited the professor to give a wonderful academic lecture in the name of the University, and I happily accompanied the professor to visit the scenic spots in Xi'an.

As an interpreter, I had been with my university president and another leader visiting some European universities in 2007. They gave some lectures and had some activities on bilateral cooperation between our university and the  European universities. In addition to it, I had been an interpreter for some  foreign professors when their topics were on the field of cirminal law or international criminal law. Some of the lectures had been translated by me and published in China, such as  the German Professor Gerhard Willard's lecture named' The Realization of Global Criminal Justice?' (International Criminal Law Review, Issue 8, 2010), the Spanish Professor Jose Luise De La Custa's lecture named 'Globalization and Criminal Justice' (legal science,Issue 1, 2006).
Being a scholar, I have taken many academic conferences. And I know how to organize a conference and how to give a speech both in Chinese and English. I'm sure that this is also a big help for my application to the mandate.
Additionally, I will retire in two years and I will have a lot of free time to finish the mandate. It will be my pleasure to do things that mean something to the world. In a word, from objective conditions to subjective wishes, I am suitable for this position.

I'm a member of the Chinest Branch of AIDP. As a non-governmental academic group, AIDP  has consultative status with the United Nations. Usually it will not conflict with the mandate becasue they have the same purpose to promote human right. If there are some conflicts, I will give up my membership of the Chinest Branch of AIDP by giving priority to the mandate.
