Health is a fundamental human right indispensable for the exercise of other human rights.
The Covid-19 pandemic is far from over, and it is being prolonged by the lack of effective international solidarity despite many declarations and the supply of vaccines has unfortunately been dominated by commercial interests rather than by the common good. The most pressing priority to contain the global spread of the virus and its new variants is to get vaccines and other essential tools to the people that need them now in all corner of the world.
As the Omicron variant of concern has again demonstrated, a global pandemic requires a coordinated and rapid global response to protect the lives of individuals and reduce the chances of new and potentially more dangerous variants from emerging. 
The main challenges, such as vaccine hoarding, export controls and lack of transparency from manufacturers, continue to undermine the ability of states to ensure access to vaccines for all.
In addition to negative impacts of nationalism policies, the unilateral coercive measures also created compounding challenges to sanctioned countries to timely access to COVID-19-related healthcare services and medical supplies and causing discriminated, systematic and widespread violation of basic human rights of targeted populations including their right to health.
The new variant shows once again that no region, no country, no community and no individual is safe until we are all safe.
