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Mr. Chair,
Thailand thanks the OHCHR for organizing this intersessional meeting and the distinguished speakers and panelists for their presentations. 

Thailand sees “sustainable development” as closely linked and intertwined with human rights. We believe that sustainability can be possible when everyone and every sector are empowered and participate meaningfully in society and governance. Accordingly, Thailand takes a comprehensive perspective of human rights and prioritizes concrete measures to assist those most vulnerable.

We view today’s topic as crucial and timely. As women and girls constitute half of the world’s population and are among the hardest hit during the pandemic, gender-responsive services for all are important to manage the pandemic effectively while maintaining progress towards the 2030 Agenda.
For Thailand, we have stepped up our efforts to disseminate information and raise awareness on the impacts of the pandemic on women and girls. An integrated gender-responsive approach is also taken in our Government’s recovery policies. 

Thailand supports a call for a “renewed social contract anchored in human rights” to garner support from local and global partnerships.  Such efforts can be enhanced through technical cooperation and capacity-building, which are based on consultation with and with the consent of the States concerned. As such, Thailand, as a penholder together with the core group, proposed the resolution under agenda item 10 on the empowerment of all women and girls, adopted by consensus at HRC-48.
In all, to “leave no one behind,” we shall strengthen human rights, including gender perspectives, in the SDGs implementation, and vice versa, along with the partnership enhancement.
