                   ECOSOC decision 1993/283 of 28 July 1993 

At its 44th plenary meeting, on 28 July 1993, the Economic and Social Council, taking note of

Commission on Human Rights resolution 1993/87 of 10 March 1993, approved the Commission's

requests to the Secretary-General:

(a) To provide as a matter of urgency more human and financial resources for the enlargement of

advisory services in the field of human rights, within the existing overall United Nations resources

and particularly from the section of the regular budget concerning technical cooperation;

(b) To appoint a board of trustees for the Voluntary Fund for Technical Cooperation in the Field of

Human Rights, composed of five persons with wide experience in the field of human rights and in

technical cooperation to advise the Secretary-General on the administration and operation of the

Fund.
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
