Comment of Government of Georgia on DRAFT General recommendation on Trafficking in Women and Girls in the Context of Global Migration

Para. 29 (h)

“Adopt and implement comprehensive gender-sensitive anti-trafficking legislation[footnoteRef:1] ensuring that it:  [1:  para. 30(a), CEDAW/C/ITA/CO/7; para. 29(a), CEDAW/C/PSE/CO/1.] 


h) Sets a clear time frame for establishing specialized tribunals to effectively prosecute and adequately punish traffickers[footnoteRef:2], with an emphasis on proactive and victimless investigations and prosecutions of human trafficking crimes;” [2:  para. 21(a), CEDAW/C/BGD/CO/8.] 


Since the role of the tribunal, a special court is to examine (legal) problems of a particular type and its establishment is generally related to the prevalence of the problem (in this case, human trafficking), we recommend to reformulate the mentioned recommendation as it follows:

h) By taking into consideration of the prevalence of human trafficking, where necessary, sets a clear time frame for establishing specialized tribunals to effectively prosecute and adequately punish traffickers, with an emphasis on proactive and victimless investigations and prosecutions of human trafficking crimes.
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
