Access to CICG
All participants in the CRC 20th anniversary are required to have registered in advance. The registration must have been confirmed by the CRC 20th anniversary secretariat. The deadline for registration was 4 September 2009. 
Upon arrival, participants not holding a valid UN photo security pass are required to proceed to the CICG (rue de Varembé 17, Geneva) to complete formalities and receive a photographic security pass. Participants are required to have a valid identification document with them (passport or national identity card) in order to facilitate the issuing of the pass. 
The accreditation service in CICG will open on Wednesday 7 October 2009, from 16:00 to 18:00 and on Thursday 8 October, from 08:00 onwards. In view of the expected high attendance, those needing a photographic security pass are encouraged to register as early as possible, if possible on Wednesday afternoon or early on Thursday morning, in order to avoid long queues.  

Participants already holding a valid UN photo security pass will be allowed direct access to the CICG. For security reasons, this pass must be visible all time. 
In the light of the security measures, participants are encouraged to arrive early to facilitate passage though the security control when entering the CICG.
