Institution, and also the National Committee for Combating Money
Laundering and Terrorism Financing, and the National Committee

for Combating Human Trafficking.

There is also the Technical Committee for the Examination of the
Conventions against Regional and International Crime, and the
Sultanate of Oman has participated actively in the elaboration and
the drafting of the Arab Anti-Corruption Convention and the

International Convention against Corruption.
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Moreover, the Sultanate has participated, represented by the Technical
Committee for the Examination of the Conventions against Regional and

International Crime, in the following meetings:

- Meeting of the Working Group on the cooperation between

governments in preventing corruption.

- Meeting of the Working Group on the restitution of property in cases of

corruption.

- The Sixth Annual Conference of the International Association of the Anti-

Corruption Authorities.
