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In addition to general constitutional provisions on prohibition of discrimination, the legal system of the Republic of Serbia has explicitly recognised in the Anti-Discrimination Law a case of discrimination regarding health status. Discrimination of persons based on two or more personal characteristics (multiple or intersecting discrimination) has been defined by the Law on Prohibition of Discrimination as a serious form of discrimination. In addition to the provisions prohibiting discrimination, other rights and liabilities of patients in the Republic of Serbia have not been systematically defined but are present in numerous legal acts.  
Pursuant to the Law on Protection of the Population from Infectious Diseases and in line with the Rulebook on notification of infectious diseases and other cases defined by the Law on the Protection of the Population from Infectious Diseases – leprosy is not subject to the mandatory notification of infectious diseases in the Republic of Serbia.   
Republic of Serbia has adopted numerous strategic documents and action plans for their implementation. Strategy of Prevention and Protection from Discrimination, adopted by the Government in June 2013, is the first strategic document for the fight against discrimination, comprehensively addresses this issue and contains activities for reduction of the general level of discrimination in society. This document is devoted to the improvement of the position of 9 vulnerable groups: members of national minorities, religious communities and groups, women, LGBT population, people with disabilities, elderly people, children, refugees, internally displaced persons, and members of other vulnerable migrant groups, such as persons which health status can be a basis for discrimination. Implementation of the Action Plan for the implementation of the Strategy of Prevention and Protection from Discrimination for the period 2014-2018 (adopted in October 2014) and the implementation of planned measures will contribute to the improvements in the field of respect and promotion of human rights, as well as to encouraging tolerance in society, acceptance of diversity, respect of the equality principle, and also prevention of conflict, with the aim to reduce the general discrimination level in the Republic of Serbia. Council of the Government of the Republic of Serbia for monitoring of the realisation of the Action Plan for the implementation of the Strategy of Prevention and Protection from Discrimination for the period 2014-2018, was established in August 2015. 
Republic of Serbia is a member of key conventions on protection of human rights and has undergone both cycles of Universal periodical reviews of the UN Human Rights Council. Based on the decision of the Government in December 2014, the Council for monitoring the implementation of the recommendations by the UN mechanisms for human rights was established. This mechanism was created with the task to: discuss and monitor the implementation of recommendations received by the Republic of Serbia in the process of the Universal periodical review of the UN Human Rights Council and recommendations of the UN contracting  bodies; propose measures for the implementation of received recommendations; provide opinion on the improvement of human rights in the reporting period and provide expert elaborations on the status of human rights and results achieved by the implementation of the recommendations. The operation of the Council, is expected to contribute, inter alia, to a reduction of discrimination in all respects and at all levels of society. 
As according to the available data registered cases of leprosy have not been registered for years, the principles and guidelines for the elimination of discrimination of persons suffering from leprosy and their family members are not subject to activities and actions in the Republic of Serbia. 
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
