STATEMENT 1 

Madame Chair-Rapporteur, 

Delegates of the Council, 

I am From Palestine, were 1500 Palestinian Political prisoners are on their 29th day of hunger strike. I am Member of UAWC a Member of La Via Campasina.
We congratulate you for the process of the Working Group of Draft Declaration. This process is very fundamental to address the discrimination against and towards peasants and other people working in rural area, and towards the world free from hunger and displacement. 
We take this opportunity to restate our determination for this Declaration to be adopted by the International Community. The declaration clearly set the protection on land and seed. Those are very fundamental in making the life of peasants and rural population contributing more to the world. We still remember how food crisis 2007-2008 exposed the problem the absence of contribution of peasants agriculture and rural population. The world lived in plenty, even during the crisis, but the domination of market marginalised those contributions. 
Land and seed is fundamental. Land and seed now is subject to competition for speculation. The obligation of the state is absence on this that the domination of the market replaces this obligation. The UN Draft Declaration set out the obligation of the state on land, as well as recognition of the contribution of peasants’ agriculture and other rural livelihoods towards global food system.

We would work as hard as we can to urge delegates of the regionals in the UN to work just that. We do not want to delay the process as we still face the challenges of marginalisation, hunger, and poverty.
