It should be fully completed and saved in Word format and then submitted as an attachment by email. Information provided in this form includes a motivation letter of maximum 600 words. The application form should be completed in English only. It will be used as received to prepare the public list of candidates who applied for each vacancy and will also be posted as received on the OHCHR public website. 

Once fully completed (including Section VII), the application form in Word should be submitted to hrcspecialprocedures@ohchr.org (by email). A maximum of up to three reference letters (optional) can be attached in Word or pdf format to the email prior to the expiration of the deadline. No additional documents, such as CVs, resumes, or supplementary reference letters beyond the first three received will be accepted.

Mycareer has led me to deal with all areas of the law, including criminal law, civil law, commercial law, employment law and family law. Regarding the criminal law, in addition to acting as a judge in the first and second degree, I chaired the 'Chambre Correctionnelles' at the first instance and on appeal, as well as the important 'Sessions de Cour d'Assises'. I also chaired the Working Group responsible for determining the modalities and procedures in order to prosecute the former President of Chad.

I am also an Arbitrator at the Centre for Arbitration, Mediation and Conciliation of the Chamber of Commerce, Industry and Agriculture of Dakar.

Furthermore, for over twenty years I have ben active in the field of human rights , which has allowed me to, among other things, be the coordinator of the Senegalese NHRI for fifteen years, President of the Francophone Association of NHRIs for five years, Consultant for the United Nations in the establishment and functioning of NHRIs, Member of the Committee against Torture in Africa (CPTA) since 2004, Member of the United Nations Working Group on Arbitrary Detention, that I also chaired from 2008 to November 2013, and President of the National Task Force against Trafficking in Persons , especially women and children, since 2011.

I have also been given the opportunity to participate in the submission of periodic reports of Senegal to the competent bodies of the United Nations.

I also participated decisively in elections both nationally and sub-regionally.

I am a francophone who also works in English. 

I was awarded the French National Order of Merit in 1998.

For the abovementioned reasons, I believe I can bring my experience and expertise to consolidate and develop the mandate just as I have done in the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention for the last six years.
