A maximum of up to three reference letters (optional) can be attached in Word or pdf format to the email prior to the expiration of the deadline. No additional documents, such as CVs, resumes, or supplementary reference letters beyond the first three received will be accepted.

I am full professor of criminal procedure, human rights and European and international criminal law at the University of Zagreb, Croatia where I has been teaching since 1995. I obtained LLM in Criminal Law and PhD from the University of Zagreb and hold an MPhil Degree in Criminology from the University of Cambridge. I passed the judicial state exam in 1994. My whole career has been in the field of criminal justice and human rights. I have held over 80 public lectures at international and national conferences and written over 50 publications. My professional experience in the field of human rights include extensive scientific activities, teaching in the field of human rights law of students, judicial officials, lawyers, NGOs and other professionals and the practice of various human rights bodies. My communication skills have been developed by teaching, giving lectures and presentations, regularly writing/giving public statements to journalists on relevant social and legal issues in the filed of criminal justice system in Croatia and region, and presiding over international meetings, workshops and conferences. I am constantly using English in my professional activities, such as writing articles, lecturing and speaking on an everyday basis. Beside German, my third foreign language is French.

I have extensive legal expertise in and experience of specific issues relevant to the work of the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention including international standards on the right to liberty, the right to life, prohibition of torture, detainees’ procedural guarantees and rights to compensation, defence rights, fair trial rights and treatment of prisoners. I have had occasion to serve many times in a consultancy capacity to governmental, judicial, public and non-governmental organizations in fields ranging from human rights to compliance with international and European criminal law, including the Constitutional and Supreme courts of the Republic of Croatia, European Court of Human Rights, International Centre for Settlement of Investment Disputes and UNCITRAL Tribunal. In recognition of my specialization in international criminal law, the President of Croatia has appointed me as his personal envoy to work on the Statute of the Regional Commission for Establishing the Facts about War Crimes and Other Gross Violations of Human Rights Committed on the Territory of the Former Yugoslavia (RECOM). In 2014 I was nominated by the Republic of Croatia as a candidate for the judge of the International Criminal Court.

My competence and reputation has been recognized in professional and public life in the Republic of Croatia, regionally and internationaly. In Croatia I am recognized as a leading scholar and a top national expert on human rights and criminal justice, as my academic and professional career clearly demonstrates. I was a President of the Drafting Committee for a new Croatian Criminal Procedural Code and the Act on International Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters. I am a prominent member of several international and national scientific and legal associations such as: a member of the Executive Committee of the International Organization of Penal Law (AIDP) which is the world's oldest association of specialists in penal law (www.penal.org); the president of the Croatian Association of European Criminal Law; the vice-president of the Croatian Association of Criminal Sciences and Practice; the Contact point for Croatia in European Criminal law Academic Network (ECLAN, www.eclan.eu). I am the recipient of several international awards, among which the Chevening Scholarship, the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD), the Austrian Exchange Service (OAD), the Fulbright Visiting Scholarship and currently the European Union Marie Curie FP7-PEOPLE-2011-COFUND. In 2010 I was a Visiting Professor at UC Berkeley, School of Law where I taught "Criminal Law Aspects of the European Convention on Human Rights".

In 2009 I have prepared manuals for workshops on detention - legal basis and procedure (EU project - CARDS 2001); In 2008 I was a lecturer in human rights education for lawyers organised by the Centre for Peace Studies and Interights on Article 5 ECHR; Presentation “International cooperation with the ICC: status quo or improvements?”, Thirteenth United Nations Congress of Crime Prevention and Criminal Justice, Doha, Qatar; Lecture "Reform of the Croatian Criminal Procedural Act in 2013: Compliance with Constitutional and European Standards?", Conference "Structural Changes of criminal procedural law",  Slovenian Academy of Sciences and Art, Slovenia, Ljubljana; Lecture on "Judicial control, admissibility of evidence and procedural rights in the proceedings before the EPPO", International Conference " Protecting fundamental rights and procedural from the Investigations of OLAF to the future EPPO", Foundations Basso and OLAF, Rome. My home institution, Faculty of Law in Zagreb, would be honored to have professor who is an UN expert of the Human Rights Council. My obligations to teach and research are flexible and would not collide with the duties of an UN expert.  
III. Motivation Letter (600 word limit)

I believe that I possess all the personal and professional qualities necessary for a member of the Working Group on Arbitrary Detention. Through my career I have been specialising and working in the field of human rights, international and European criminal law and criminal procedure. In these areas, I have reached the final step of professional advancement by becoming a full university professor in 2011. Believing that my legal knowledge should contribute not only to legal science, but also to the rule of law in practice, I have been professionally very active in Croatia, at regional and international levels. My competence has been recognised through my engagement as an expert numerous times by international and local NGOs, government institutions and the judiciary. I have held over 80 public lectures at international and national conferences and written over 50 publications in the field of human rights, criminal procedural law and criminal law, including international and European criminal law. Through these activities, I have dealt with the implementation and application of international standards in the criminal justice system, and have sought to raise the level of human rights protection in law and in practice. My commitment to strengthening international legal standards in the criminal justice field has been recognised by the media and the general public as I have had the opportunity to regularly participate in the public life of Croatia, giving my opinion on relevant issues. Through my public statements and professional activities in the last twenty years, I have proven myself to be independent of any influence other than that of legal arguments.
Beside criminal procedural law, my other two foci of interests are international human rights law and international criminal law and cooperation. Concerning international human rights law, I have conducted research on many issues related to the criminal justice system, particularly defence rights, victims’ procedural rights and the right to effective investigation, fair trial rights such as judicial independence and the right to a trial within a reasonable time, the prohibition of torture, the right to effective remedy and the right to liberty. At the University of Zagreb I have introduced the course “Human rights and criminal justice” and a regional moot court competition in human rights. 
In the 20 years of my professional legal experience, I have been able to write complex legal opinions on human rights issues in criminal proceedings and on the constitutionality of the Croatian Criminal Procedural Act. I have run nine international and ten domestic scientific projects and have studied and worked for a total of almost six years abroad (Sion, Cambridge, Berlin, Augsburg, Graz, Freiburg, Berkeley, Yale).
I have been a member of several public / human rights bodies of the Republic of Croatia conducting specific types of proceedings for the establishment of individual responsibility or recognising certain rights. For four years (2008-2012) I was a member of the Commission for Asylum that was a second-instance body deciding upon the appeals of asylum seekers. I was also a member of the State Attorneys’ Council (2010-2011) which is an independent body with judicial powers to determine disciplinary responsibility and which decides on the appointment of prosecutors. For four years (2005-2008) I was a member of the State Commission for conflict of Interest, an independent body with judicial powers to determine the responsibility of public officials for conflict of interests. In all three Commissions, I was elected as an independent and impartial expert. 
I firmly believe that my in-depth and broad legal knowledge in the relevant fields,  professional experience in the field of human rights, inclination to work in an international environment, working energy, professional perseverance and independence, qualify me as a person that would contribute to the work of the Working group and to the development of international human rights standards regarding arbitrary detention.
