Since 1984 I am full Professor of International Law, International Organization, Law of the European Communities and, of course, of Human Rights Law in Naples. Since November 2014 I am retired.

In my teaching activities I ha a lot of opportunities in deepening my knowledge in Human Rights: both in Human Rights as such and in human rights as deriving from my studies on the theme of self-determination of peoples, a topic on which I wrote a book (1984) and many articles. But the topics of self-determination and of human rights were the object of my last book (2017) on the complex question of Syria, as they were some times ago (1994) on the theme of the Question of Palestine, on which question I publishd another book at the end 1994. In 1984 I wrote a book on the topic of self-determination of peoples in International Law.

I studied in Italy non only in Italian Universities, to obtain my degrees. In 1971 I obtained my "Libera Docenza" an official Italian title, meaning the right of "free" teaching in each Italian University, discussing, inter alia, my first book on the revision of international treaties. From 1967 to 1969 I had stipendiums from the Italian Instraction Ministry to be spent in foreign countries, as it was in Germany.

Since November 2014 I am retired as “active” Professor, and therefore I have, as for the time be-ing, no, reasonable, time limitation for your Institution.



III. Motivation Letter (600 word limit, must be included below and not in a separate e-mail or as an attachment)
The very object of my studies appears particularly suitable for the work for which I am propos-ing myself. Actually, I had the opportunity of studying (besides some other topics less relevant for the purpose) two topics: self-determination of peoples and human rights, especially from the point of view both of “internal” individual rights (right to life, to political participation, etc.) and “international” rights such as the right of migration. Although not the same thing, on theoretical grounds, the described topics are strictly interconnected, in particular if you consider “human rights” as meaning, although not “only”, the right of single individuals, as “persons” to hold rights (and duties): where holding rights means also that somebody else holds duties. Said in one word: each human right has both an internal and an international content, strictly and indissolubly interconnected, between themselves and in relation with the corresponding duties. 

The consequent interesting perspective of this way of seeing the questions of human rights is that each individual right (for instance, the right to political participation) is both, an individual “internal” right (to be assured, for instance, by Constitutional law) and an “international” one (where the person is the “cause” of the said right). That right, therefore, can and must be warranted through internal and in-ternational law instruments, of course radically excluding the use of force.

On the other side, self-determination appears as the basic right to be assured to States but also and in particular to individuals (possibly in their expression as “liberation movements”) to warrant the possibility of realizing satisfactory human rights: in this sense, therefore, self-determination must be as-sured, as an international obligation of States, of Governments and of the International Community as a whole.

How much all that involves the questions of the so-called “Responsibility to Protect” or of the “Humanitarian intervention” is more than obvious! And in this sense, fundamental can appear the “man-agement” of the prohibition of the use of force even to oblige a State to assure human rights. 

I want only add that from my point of view there is no distinction possible - nor can be any dis-tinction - between “human rights” and “fundamental human rights”. Each right is in some way funda-mental. The only available difference between those rights is a “timing” and logical difference: you can-not assure a given right if you have not already assured/obtained another. The classification between human rights, in other words, can only be conceived as “instrumental”: to obtain right “b” you must have obtained right “a”. But in no case a right can be “more fundamental” than another: each right, in this way, is absolute in principle. You cannot, for instance, lawfully assure the well-being of a lot of people by killing a lot of other people! This is, in no way, an “ethical” question, it is a juridical one.

It can be very useful emphasizing here that, from my point of view and as a consequence of my researches, self-determination (in particular the international self-determination, that means, if neces-sary, independence) is the necessary premise of human rights: in the absence of self-determination, of full self-determination, human rights are themselves unconceivable.

Under this perspective “promoting an equitable…”, means exactly guaranteeing international and national respect for self-determination, and full internal and international respect of human rights. Where the trait d’union between the two concepts is precisely the complex, difficult concept of “democ-racy”. International democracy i.e respect of sovereignty, independence of States, non-aggression and non-use of force, economic co-operation in the meaning of A/RES/2625(XV), etc. National, internal, de-mocracy i.e. political economic rights, right of free movement, right to freely concur in the government of the country, right to food, to work and so on.
