[bookmark: Text9]I have a doctoral degree in Public International Law, with focus on human rights. In my doctoral thesis, I investigated the history of gross human rights violations in Eritrea, committed since 1991. A major conclusion I made in my doctoral thesis, regarding the issue of crimes against humanity, was later confirmed by the UN commission of inquiry on human rights violations in Eritrea (in 2015 and 2016). I have a cumulative work experience of twenty years as a former judge, researcher and educator, but most importantly as a human rights defender. As a result of my work on human rights, I have endured tremendous challenges, including a major personal attack committed against me on 21 June 2016 (in broad daylight) in the vicinity of Palais des Nations in Geneva. My plight is sufficiently covered by Amnesty International’s report of July 2019 (pp. 15-17), and media coverage of Al-Jazeera: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=eRa_DftrFUQ&t=83s. I have written numerous expert legal opinions (advices) to major law firms in the U.K., U.S.A., Switzerland, Canada and other jurisdictions in matters related to international human rights law, international refugee law and corporate social responsibility. I have a proven track record in human rights monitoring and documentation.

[bookmark: Text10]In addition to my formal academic qualifications, I have researched and taught courses in several institutions of higher education in Europe. Most recently, my expert opinion was extensively cited (38 times) by a major report published in September 2019 by the European Asylum Support Office (EASO): https://easo.europa.eu/news-events/easo-publishes-country-origin-information-coi-report-eritrea. In my capacity as the Director of the Eritrean Law Society, and in previous other assignments, I have lead-authored numerous civil society reports submitted to various treaty monitoring bodies in Geneva (such as the CEDAW Committee, the CRC Committee, and the UPR Review), as well as to treaty monitoring bodies of the African Union. As a result, I have acquired a sound knowledge base about international and regional human rights instruments, norms, principles and mechanisms. I am also familiar with institutional mandates of regional and international human rights bodies as a result of my active participation in such bodies (for example, in the context of several oral statements I made at the UN Human Rights Council) in various occasions.  All in all, I have a cumulative professional experience of twenty years in human rights advocacy, adjudication, research, publishing and teaching.

[bookmark: Text11]Formerly, I severed as a judge in Eritrea, including as Judge of the Central Provincial Court. My work experience included dealing with cases related to due process of law, such as fair treatment during pre-trial detention and regular visits to prison sites. I am the co-author of an internationally acclaimed book, “The African Garrison State: Human Rights and Political Development in Eritrea” (James Currey, UK: 2014), which made it to the prestigious annual list of “Outstanding Academic Titles” of 2015, bestowed by CHOICE magazine of the American Library Association (ALA), the oldest and the largest library association in the world. Over and above my active participation in the works of regional (AU) and international (UN) treaty monitoring bodies, in October 2018 I lead-authored a major complaint/communication, securing an urgent Decision on Provisional Measures adopted by the African Commission on Human and Peoples’ Rights in the matter of Berhane A. Kidane v. The State of Eritrea (Communication 704/18).

If more than three publications, kindly summarize (200 words): All in all, I have a long list of authored/co-authored, edited/co-edited academic publications, translations, and research outputs disaggregated in the form of (mostly dealing with human rights): 7 books/monographs; 54 peer-reviewed and commissioned publications (journal articles and chapters in edited volumes); 49 consultancies and pieces of expert legal advice; and 96 conference papers and speeches delivered in academic and non-academic forums, including in major international events, such as the annual Geneva Summit on Human Rights and Democracy and the regular sessions of the UN Human Rights Council in Geneva. My works have been published by established academic journals such as the Journal of International Humanitarian Legal Studies, the Journal of African Law, the Australian Indigenous Law Review, as well world-class publishing houses, such as Oxford University Press, Cambridge University Press, Routledge, Brill, Springer, Asser, Boydell & Brewer, Intersentia, and Ashgate. I was one of the main speakers in the 2016 edition of the Geneva Summit on Human Rights and Democracy, an annual event that features human rights defenders from different parts of the world.

III. MOTIVATION LETTER

I come with a cumulative professional experience of 20 years in human rights teaching, research, advocacy and adjudication, including a proven track record of academic publishing. As noted above, I have a long list of publications, focusing on international human rights law in general and on atrocity crimes, in particular, crimes against humanity. Over and above my accomplishments listed above, the following are some key examples about my dependable academic and professional excellence. I am the first doctoral degree holder in legal studies in post-independence Eritrea (since 1991). I am also the first Eritrean recipient of Germany’s most prestigious post-doctoral fellowship of the Alexander von Humboldt Foundation. I have demonstrated commendable academic and professional excellence, compared only with very few instances, by securing several post-doctoral fellowships in a number of European institutions of higher education located in: Belgium, Germany, Holland, Ireland, UK, and Switzerland. I have taught graduate and undergraduate courses that include: Introduction to Human Rights Law, International Security Law, Introduction to Transitional Justice, International Refugee Law, and the African and the UN Systems of Human Rights. I have also a proven track record in human rights activism and advocacy. 

Since 2012, I have actively contributed in the documentation of voluminous amount of information submitted to the UN special rapporteur on the situation of human rights in Eritrea and the UN commission of inquiry (COI) on human rights in Eritrea. Both processes have finally led to a ground-breaking conclusion on the persistence of crimes against humanity in Eritrea. In addition to this, I have direct work experience in matters related to Geneva-based treaty monitoring bodies, such as the UPR mechanism of the Human Rights Council and other treaty monitoring bodies. This is in addition to my similar work experience related to treaty monitoring bodies of the AU.

Since 2001, I lived, studied, researched and lectured in nine different countries: South Africa, Belgium, Hungary, Holland, Ireland, Germany, UK, Norway, and Switzerland. This is in in addition to my previous and on-going work experience in Ethiopia and Eritrea, including counries of the Horn of Africa. When confronted with new challenges, I have the traits of a motivated self-starter and learner, and this comes as of one my major assets for fast “on boarding” in any new working environment. Most of all, my commitment to a world free from human rights abuses is deeply cemented in my person, both as a passion and a mission in life. 

I understand that educational and professional qualifications are essential for the advertised post, which requires commitment of a higher level. In my case, it is a rare instance of combining, all at once: the requisite educational, professional and personal background with proven commitment and passion on the promotion of human rights.
