Worked on informal settlements first requalification processes in the 70s.

Had a significant role on the construction and consolidation of portuguese democracy, before and after the carnation revolution in 1974.

As Member of Parliament contributed to the articles on right to housing, environment, quality of life and residents’ unions rights, of the portuguese democratic Constitution of 1976.

Lisbon City Councilor on Housing in 1976/78 and Mayor of Cascais 1982/85 working on informal settlements.

Taught at the Lusófona University 1995/97.

President of "Ordem dos Arquitectos" (portuguese architects organization) 2002/07.

Founder of “Plataforma Art.65” uniting neighborhoods and activists on right to housing.

Lisbon City Councilor with Housing and Local Development portfolios 2007/13, developing the strategical Lisbon Housing Program (Programa Local de Habitação) and the BIP/ZIP program for deprived neighborhoods.

Elected again to Parliament in 2015, coordinated the Working Group on Housing until 2018 with a central role on changing the rental, deprived neighborhoods protection and housing for young people legislation. In 2019 led to the approval of the Housing Basic Law, which was its first author and main promoter.

Of the UN official languages, is fluent in English, French and Spanish.

I’ve learned the value of liberty and human rights on the school of life. In the opposition to the dictatorship got arrested by the political police in 1973. As leader of youth catholic movements supported the self-determination of the portuguese colonies during the colonial war.

Became member of the Conference of Local and Regional Authorities of Europe 1976/79 and of the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe 1981/82, deepening my knowledge of this international institution for human rights several dimensions.

Founded a feminine intervention association and promoted a national campaign for the abortion decriminalization in 1998, having collaborated with leaders like Simone Veil.

Integrated the coordination committee of the movement for the self-determination and independency of East-Timor in 1999, in collaboration with the portuguese government, then presided by António Guterres.

Invited by OECD as urban expert in the 80’, argued that urban sustainability depends not only on environmental, social and economical dimensions, but also on a democratic and citizenship one.

As Member of Parliament had the opportunity to introduce legislation to insure the right to housing and to habitat, as well as to water, energy and basic facilities, specially on informal settlements and territories in decline.

President of the Portuguese Parliament Commission for the European integration, that prepared the entry of Portugal in the European Union 1981/82.

President of the "Ordem dos Arquitectos" (portuguese architects organization) 2002/07, awarded with the honorary membership after “a professional life dedicated to politics and public service” following the approval of the Housing Basic Law (2019).

Awarded in 2013 by the International Observatory on Participatory Democracy on the BIP/ZIP program for the deprived neighborhoods in Lisbon.

Awarded in 2015 by the President of the Portuguese Republic with “Grã-Cruz da Ordem da Liberdade”, Portuguese high commendation for relevant service on protecting the values of civilization, human dignity and freedom.

Awarded in 2016 with the honorary membership of the Portuguese Parliament for my participation as Member of Parliament in the preparation of the Portuguese Constitution.

Often invited to academic and civil society public events on matters related to the right to housing, use mainly graphic presentations for better communication.  

Created several institutional websites to make my work in housing, local development and social rights in Lisbon available.
In 2017 decided to create a personal website, to register and make available my political positions, to ensure transparence and accountability in my Parliament work and to open legislative process, traditionally opaque, to participation. This website allows me to interact with citizens who confront me with questions, suggestions or request help. After more than 40 years of professional and political activity, I will finish, on 30th October and at my request, the unpaid position of President of the Lisbon Municipal Assembly. 

I decided to devote my time to work for the right to housing with neighbourhoods, communities and movements, in a volunteer basis and without professional or partisan commitments. With rent liberalization, tourism competition, “financialization” of housing and scarce public housing available, housing prices have risen exponentially to values that most cannot afford. Inequalities are growing, threatening social cohesion and sustainable life frame. 

This application comes when I have time available, personal and financial independence and strong motivation to get involved in what I like to do, whatever the scale.

I have the support of family and friends with whom I share my causes. With the help of UN staff, I can fulfill the mandate under the conditions proposed.

III. Motivation Letter

To whom it may concern

In 1967, catastrophic floods in the Lisbon region left 500 dead in one night, all in the poor suburbs. The dictactor’s censorship forbid news of the deaths, but the students mobilized to help populations. I was a nineteen-year-old architecture student. Tragically, I realized that Portuguese dictatorship had to be overthrown so that everyone could be entitled to safe housing. 

In 1974, the democratic revolution triggered large popular mobilizations from slums. Suddenly people became aware of their rights and demanded a response. My conviction of the need to empower neighbourhoods and involve qualified professionals with communities to guarantee their right to housing was then reinforced.

I followed the key United Nations initiatives on the right to housing. I remember the 1976 Vancouver Declaration on Habitat I, which recognized access to adequate housing and services as a basic human right and advocated need for public control over land use and ownership. That same year, as a Member of Parliament, I contributed to enshrine the right to housing in the new Portuguese Constitution. I also remember the Rio Conference in 1992 and the Agenda 21, which I transposed for local use by Portuguese municipalities. Finally, I recall the New Urban Agenda, approved in Quito under Habitat III, in 2016, whose principles, goals and targets inspired my bill for a Housing Basic Law, which entered into force this month and was considered “a milestone for the implementation of the right to housing in the country” by Leilani Farha. The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development Goal 11, “Making cities and human settlements inclusive, safe, resilient and sustainable,” is a life motto for me, keeping in mind that sustainable development goals and targets are interconnected and indivisible.

I know that today's world faces new challenges on a scale never seen before. What can a Special Rapporteur (SR) do? No one does anything alone. Archimedes said: with a lever and a fulcrum I will lift the world. UN provides and builds this leverage, enabling its special rapporteurs to be the “fulcrum points” needed. With Member States, regional and local authorities and civil society and the support of Human Rights Council, SR can contribute to the progress of human rights in the world, without leaving anyone behind, as was so strongly advocated in Quito.

I draw on the deep commitment and work done by Raquel Rolnik and Leilani Fahra as Special Rapporteurs. I would like to use my mandate to bridge the gap between the most excluded and the authorities, gathering alerts from local or national networks, promoting visits, receiving suggestions and learning from examples. I would also like to give visibility not only to the problems but also to the good practices that are emerging in so many places, boosting the social energy and creativity of the poorest populations. Drawing governments' attention, recommending measures, reporting progress and making proposals to the Human Rights Council will be ways of promoting, within the SR mandate, the public policies indispensable for the realization of human rights.

I am 71 years old and have the experience, knowledge and skills for this mission. I have time and independence, publicly recognized. The problems are global, but each individual should take on her share of citizenship. That's what I have done all my life and that's the deepest motivation of my application. It will be an opportunity to participate, learn and renew my commitment to freedom, human rights and development. I still want to fight for a fairer world.
