Relevant educational qualifications or equivalent professional experience in the field of human rights; good communication skills (i.e. orally and in writing) in one of the six official languages of the United Nations (i.e. Arabic, Chinese, English, French, Russian, Spanish.)

I qualified as a barrister of England and Wales in 1991 and was appointed Queen's Counsel in 2011. This recognises excellence in law including in written and oral advocacy, leadership and management of teams. I am head of the International Human Rights Law team at Doughty Street Chambers, London. I was elected Chairman of the Bar Human Rights Committee of England and Wales in 2012 and completed my term in December 2018. I was the first female Chair. I served as Vice- Chair for 4 years. I am a member of the Attorney General of England and Wales’s pro bono human rights panel and member of the Foreign and Commonwealth Office’s pro bono legal panel. I am a Bencher of Gray’s Inn. I have high-level Spanish.I am intermediate in French. English is my native tongue and I am an advocate in courts and Tribunals and an accredited mediator.I am a regular legal commentator on international human rights in the World’s media and previously held a position as legal spokesperson for the Bar Council of England and Wales. I speak at the major law conferences on human rights law around the world, invited by  Bar Associations including the Nigerian Bar Association and American Bar Association. I am a regular speaker and moderator at the UNHRC. In 2018 I was awarded the Bar Council's pro bono International Barrister of the year and Inspirational Women in Law Barrister of the year awards

For 27 years I have practised in the courts and tribunals in human rights law and research developments in the law on a daily basis. In addition, I have 16 years' experience on the Bar Human Rights Committee of England and Wales with 6 years experience as Chair. I write materials on, advise and train on UN monitoring bodies and special procedures. In 2017, I drafted the Amicus intervening before the Inter-American Court of Human Rights in López Lone v Honduras.I subsequently spoke in Spanish in Honduras on the case before Judges from Central America. Currently, I am advising an NGO on the IACHR and representing a Judge in Colombia. I lead other barristers before the highest courts. In 2016, I led in R v Docherty 2016 UKSC 62 before the Supreme Court of England and Wales; this relied upon international law instruments. I have represented two Chief Justices (Trinidad and Tobago and Gibraltar),the former President of the Maldives and mediated between San José de Apartadó Comunidad de Paz and the Colombian State.All cases require detailed knowledge of the International treaties. In addition, the CRC is domesticated in Wales. In 2016, I used the CRC successfully representing a child in Wales.I have been consultant in Child Rights to Unicef Nigeria since 2009.This entails training Judges, Magistrates, Social Workers, police, NGOs in international law instruments.Current cases include rights to protest.         
3. ESTABLISHED COMPETENCE (200 words)

I was appointed to Queen’s Counsel in 2011. This is a national recognition of my excellence in law. I have succeeded in many cases before the courts. In 2018 I received two awards in recognition of my work and expertise in international human rights. I still do not know who nominated me for the Inspirational Woman in Law award. I have been selected twice as The Times "Lawyer of the Week" for success in human rights cases. I submit to Parliamentary Select Committees/advise politicians upon international human rights; for example I led the team proposing FGM Protection Orders and assisted politicians with the drafting of the Bill, which became law. In 2009, I was appointed by the President of Antigua and Barbuda as Counsel to a Commission of Inquiry. In 2012, I was appointed legal adviser to the Constitution Commission of Fiji concerning new Fijian constitution and Public Order Act. The former Colombian President  took my advice upon San José de Apartadó Comunidad de Paz with the aim of reconciliation and peace.The former Vice Minister of Defence of Colombia and Head of the President's Human Rights Unit arranged my inspection of human rights training carried out by the XVII brigade in Colombia. In the U.K. in 2018 I was appointed part of a the National Working Group for Child Abuse linked to faith or belief. In 2018 I was appointed Visting Professor in Human Rights at Goldmiths University.

I have written reports on child rights rights breaches and provided expert reports for cases in the U.K. involving extradition to Turkey. I am self-employed. This means that I have control over my work load and time. In addition, this application has the support of Doughty Street Chambers and it is understood that my diary would be managed to enable me to travel at short notice and be flexible in allowing time to draft reports. This has worked well in the past with my work as Chair of the Bar Human Rights Committee and will work smoothly with a UN position. Currently, I spend many hours a week working pro bono and travel frequently with international human rights work, including to the U.N. where I continue to speak on international human rights at side events. My period as Chair of the Committee came to end at the close of 2018. I am seeking new challenges and a way to build on the work I have developed in international human rights field. 
III. Motivation Letter

Post World War 1 there was no notion that international institutions might inform states how to treat their citizens. Treaties between states were completely inaccessible to individuals. The Holocaust led to the first international tribunal at Nuremberg and that was the start, in a modern historical context, of recognition of crimes against humanity instead of war crimes.

This crime then received its definition in Article 6(c) of the Nuremberg Charter. Clear criminal responsibility was laid on the state agents who authorized torture or genocide against their own people. Individuals had minimum fundamental human rights in relation to treatment by their own states. 

Another legacy of Nuremberg was of course the Universal Declaration of Human Rights on 10 December 1948 – now celebrated as International Human Rights day. This was a marking of the world throwing up its hands in shame and horror post the atrocities of World War 11. 

However, it did not pretend to be a treaty or statement of legal obligation-the “international Magna Carta of mankind”.

 Regional instruments came out of the Universal Declaration. A reason for this was to convey the message that human rights should not simply be a matter for the UN  but are also the responsibility of individual States.

And so the European Convention on Human Rights, ratified by the UK in 1951, the African Charter on Human and Peoples Rights (1981), the Arab Charter on Human Rights and the American Convention on Human Rights were established. 

I have spent over two decades representing claimants and defendants and also prosecuting cases before the highest courts of England and Wales and before other Tribunals. A key focus always has been my international human rights work practice and pro bono work.I appreciate that litigation is not always the answer in seeking accountability and development.
In particular, my skills as a mediator have become honed whilst having meetings around trial observations. Defensiveness and difficulties changing track can be resolved through dialogue to the benefit of the individual. I have found that this has occurred even when positions have been entrenched. One successful example is a trial observation in Bahrain in 2009. I have worked facilitating dialogue in Colombia since 2012 after a rupture between State and civil society after a massacre in 2005. Pragmatic steps were taken and solutions found, with the rule of law underpinning the process.  Consistently, I work with States and understand the importance of dialogue within human rights law in order to achieve solutions for those requiring protection.
