Women, children, the elderly, and persons with disabilities 
especially persons with albinism, are particularly vulnerable. 

Despite the seriousness of these human rights abuses, there 
is often no robust state led response. This ground-breaking 
workshop will bring together UN and Government Officials, 
academics, activists, policy makers and faith leaders to 
outline the scale of the problem and identify solutions to 
prevent further human rights violations from taking place.
