This is to inform Your Excellency with the following information concerning the activities of  the Ministry of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs  being carried out at the old city of Jerusalem as well as the problems and obstacles sustained by our cadres working in Jerusalem as follows:
First: the projects that are being executed by the Ministry at the Blessed Aqsa Mosque:

1- Continuing the restoration works for the plastering and mosaic decorations inside the Dome of the Rock in which field the Ministry has called upon the Jordanian expert who is specialized in the field of the mosaic decorations who is living in Italy, Dr. Mohammad Abu Aisheh and contracted with him in order to visit the location periodically and to duly train the workers.
2- Restoring the plaster, stone and marble decorations at Mehrab Zakariyya ( Niche  Zakaria ) in Al-Aqsa Mosque .  
3- Continuing the restoration works for the interior marble decorations and the wooden portraits on the facades of  Maqam AL-Arbaeen ( Place of the Forty ) inside Al-Aqsa Mosque.
4- The restoration of the walls of Al-Khanthania School located at the southern part of the walls of the Al-Aqsa Blessed Mosque has been accomplished. 
5- Continuing the restoration works for the plaster windows at Al-Aqsa Blessed Mosque.
6- Continuing the restoration works for the interior wooden ceiling of the eastern colonnade at Al-Aqsa Blessed Mosque.
7- Finishing the lead sheet laying over the roof of the eastern colonnade at Al-Aqsa Blessed Mosque.
8- Holding two training courses in the field of restoring the plastering decorations inside the Dome of the Rock supervised by Italian experts.
9- Finishing restoring part of the tiles of the courtyards of AL-Aqsa Blessed Mosque while the work has been ceased by the occupying Israeli authorities.
10- Continuing restoring the interior marble cladding of the walls of the Dome of the Rock.
11- Finishing restoring the mortar lining of the masonry walls and ceilings of the fifth colonnade of Al-Marwani mosque while the occupying authorities has banned the technicians of the ( Restoration Committee of AL-Aqsa Mosque & the Dome of the Rock ) from proceeding with sixth colonnade for which working is ceased .
12- A study is being conducted for restoring the stony columns of Al-Marwani mosque in addition to having finished the necessary designs for the fire fighting system of Al-Haram Al-Sharif while it shall be executed shortly.
13- Restoration of the mortar lining of the roof of the Islamic Museum Building and the library of Al-Aqsa Mosque has been finished. 
Second: the Islamic Museum at Al-Aqsa Blessed Mosque:

UNESCO did, with appreciation, dispatch technical missions for visiting the Islamic Museum in order to launch its rehabilitation project while it has been committed to appoint employees for the Museum by the Ministry of Awqaf and Islamic Affairs ( Ministry of Endowment ) but the project has not been commenced yet for which we wish to proceed with it as soon as possible.
Third: 
The Israeli occupying authorities has uprooted a large antique stone from the Waqf Land ( Endowment Land ) located along the southern wall of the Blessed Aqsa Mosque which was moved and placed opposite to the Israeli Kennaiset ( Parliament ). Further, they are executing excavations at the site , which matter is against the International and Humanitarian Laws as well as a breaching for the World Heritage Convention, the other International conventions and agreements. 
Fourth:

1- The Israeli occupying authorities are hindering the cadres of the ( Restoration Committee of AL-Aqsa Mosque & the Dome of the Rock ) by banning it from entering the materials necessary for restoring , on a regular basis .
2- The Israeli authorities are executing excavations at several locations in the old city of Jerusalem and surrounding the Blessed Aqsa Mosque and Boraq Yard and in several directions , this is against the resolution of the World Heritage Committee Decision No. ( 32Com 7 A. 18 /I )/Article (8)/for which the Ministry is kindly requesting UNESCO to dispatch a mission for facts finding and press on Israeli authorities to stop the excavations.
3- The Ministry of Awqaf is deeply concerned regarding the Israeli plans set for changing the architectural and cultural features of the old city of Jerusalem against the resolution of the World Heritage Committee No. (32Com 7 A. 18 /I ) /Article (9) /as the Ministry has looked through the aforementioned plans which constitute a breach for the features of the old city of Jerusalem which was inscribed in the list of the World Heritage in danger.
4- The Israeli occupying authorities executed excavations at Al-Wad road at the old city of Jerusalem in addition to applying reinforced concrete to construct walls, pillars and constructions upon which a synagogue has been erected as well as having infringed the Waqf lands surrounding Hamam AL-Ein and Hamam Al-Shifa (previously restored by UNESCO). 
Fifth: 
The Israeli occupying authorities are executing excavations in Silwan and carrying out tunnels towards the Blessed Aqsa Mosque causing a collapse for the floor of the UNORWA Girls School close to the southern wall of the Blessed Aqsa Mosque as well as the collapses at Silwann street. Further, they are executing a railway close to the walls of the old city of Jerusalem which matter shall be of an impact on this heritage out of the vibrations that shall incur out of the train's driving on the said railway close to Al-Amoud Gate and Al-Khalil Gate which area's features are sought to be changed by the Israeli occupying authorities.
Sixth: 
The Israeli occupying authorities have confiscated the Waqf building of the heritage Tankaziah  Mamloki School ( The Court Building ) and use it for the police and soldiers while the Ministry of Awqaf  is being banned to restore the said building till the date hereof. 
Seventh:
The Israeli occupying authorities are executing excavations to the west of  Boraq yard in addition to the excavations carried out beneath the Awqaf Department and the adjacent buildings. In fact, the inhabitants of the houses that are close to the Awqaf  Department were surprised to have the excavation tools appeared in their rooms causing their children to be panicked. Further, the Israeli occupying authorities are executing excavations branching out from the western tunnel that are affecting the heritage buildings such as the Manjakia, Omari and Jawharia schools as well as others.
Eighth: 

The Israeli occupying authorities are changing the geographic and heritage names as well as the names of the historical sites against the International Laws and Customs.

Ninth: 

The Israeli occupying authorities infringed the Khanqah Al-Salahiah and the western wall of the Church of Resurrection as well as confiscating the antique metal protection fence located there which matter is against the International Laws and Customs.

Tenth: 

The Israeli occupying authorities are banning the Islamic Waqf Department from executing the necessary lighting for Al-Haram Al-Sharif yards and are banning the Arab Christians from entering the Blessed Aqsa Mosque to visit and look through its historical and cultural features. Further, they seek to spread armed looks within Al-Haram Al-Sharif.
