Activity report on the field of Cultural Heritage
Main achievements

Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sport as responsible ministry for the field of cultural heritage has adopted a Law on Cultural Heritage in 2006 and then later 
In 2008 the sub laws or regulations as follow:

1. Regulation for archeological researches and excavation 

2. Regulation for public approach to private properties of cultural heritage

3. Regulation for conservation-restoration activities for cultural heritage

4. Authorizations and competences for cultural heritage inspection

5. Regulation for documenting, evaluation and selection of protected cultural heritage  

6. Regulation for security measures for movable heritage 

7. Regulation for license procedures for movable heritage 

In this framework, in 2007 the Kosovo Council for Cultural Heritage is established 

and is functional.

Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sports its adopting also Policies and Programs each year, depends on the filed of priorities. Some programs are developed and implemented in close cooperation with international agencies such as Council of Europe, European Commission Liaison Office in Kosovo and other NGO-s.

In close cooperation with Council of Europe are held conferences. Seminars concerning the European Convention on the protection of the Archeological Heritage, Convention for the protection of the Architectural Heritage and the latest one for the Intangible Heritage. In this context are also guidelines drafted on this specific fields. All this is done under the joint program of European Union and Council of Europe – support to the promotion of Cultural Diversity in Kosovo.

In close cooperation with Council of Europe there is very positive results on the 

Reconstruction Implementation Commission according to the reconstruction of the religious orthodox sites.( The detailed report will be ready by the end of December

2010, as well as annual report of the Ministry of Culture, Youth and Sports,
In June 2010 MCYS has established Department for Cultural Heritage and by the beginning of 2011 we will implement institutional reform. It is also established the Data base for Cultural Heritage. In this framework we are in beginning of proceeding with the list of temporary and permanent protection , and this will be done by Council for Cultural Heritage as a designation body.
By implementing General Document of Marti Ahtisari, and in particular ANNEX V, we have adopted a law on Special Protected Zones and drafted two laws as follow: 

1. Draft Law on Historic Centre of Prizren

2. Draft Law on the village of Hoça e Madhe.
For the next year we have prepared a Strategic Plan which covers the programs as follow: 

1. Protection, Conservation and Restoration Program

2. Professional Development Program

3. Public Information and Public Awareness Program
4. Intangible Cultural Heritage Program 

5. Cultural Heritage for Social and Economic Development Program

6. Integrated Conservation Program.
