Within this letter, The Society of the Deaf of the Republic of Moldova would like to answer at your request, is related to Resolution 37/22 of the Council on Human Rights of the People with Disabilities and Compliance with the requirements of Article 8 of the Convention on the Rights of People with Disabilities.

The information provided is related to the following issues:

1 (а). Our country has laws and strategies at the highest national level: These are the Constitution of the Republic of Moldova, the Law No. 60 on social inclusion of people with disabilities, the Strategy on social inclusion of people with disabilities, numerous government decrees on the provision of social and legal services for people with disabilities.  


The Deaf Society of the Republic of Moldova pays special attention to people with disabilities and their rights, dignity, combating stereotypes, prejudices and harmful practices towards people with hearing impairments. Deaf people protect their rights by taking part in ongoing activities organized by the Deaf Society. Events, such as sports, social, cultural, health, are taken, removing stereotypes, prejudices and harmful practices towards people with disabilities, including stereotypes, prejudices and harmful practices based of gender and age difference in all spheres of their life. At the state level, the Deaf Society promotes the potential and contribution of people with disabilities to the public life of the state and the employment of persons with disabilities in the specialized enterprises of the Society of the Deaf, as well as in the private sector.

The Deaf Society of the Republic of Moldova contributes to the creation of individual entrepreneurial activity of deaf people by conducting a “DEAFSKILLS” competition at the national level with the involvement of the Ministry of Education of the Republic of Moldova, Ministry of Labor of the Republic of Moldova and the National Employment Agency of the Republic of Moldova. Through these activities, we assist in recognizing the skills, dignity and abilities of people with deaf disabilities in the labor market. A motivating social video was created on the above topics, which was shown in the public transport of the capital of the Republic of Moldova.

1 (б). The Deaf Society of the Republic of Moldova is a member of the State Council for the Protection of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities of the Republic of Moldova represented by the President of the Society. At the meetings, focused on the protection of the rights of people with hearing disabilities, Deaf Society constantly advocates and promotes the removing of stereotypes and myths about this category of citizens of the Republic of Moldova. In order to encourage positive ideas about people with disabilities, together with members of the Society for the Deaf, we hold various events in public places of the city, including public figures, government officials, folk artists, and television companies on flash mobs, cultural performances, concerts, clownies, dramas, songs in sign language, dancing, Exhibition "Hand-Made" with the participation of deaf people. This increases awareness of the contribution of people with disabilities to the culture, and national traditions development, and economy of the Republic of Moldova.

2 (а); 2 (b). In the Republic of Moldova, there is no hate crime against the people with hearing disabilities. In the Republic of Moldova, there are remedies for persons with disabilities, starting with the Consilium on discrimination against people with disabilities under the Government, the People's Advocate at the Parliament of the Republic of Moldova, legal institutions, courts, prosecutors and public organizations that are aimed at protecting the legal rights of people with disabilities. Legal provisions on the punishment of delinquents are provided for by the Criminal Code of the Republic of Moldova. To protect the rights of persons with hearing impairments, a licensed translator is sent to all legal instances by the Deaf Society.

3 (а). In order to set standards and promote excellence in depicting people with disabilities in the broadcast media, the Deaf Society was one of the first to advance these rights back in 2001, and has been upholding them so far, amending the Audiovisual law. The Society provides interpreters for TV companies and assists in organizing special television programs for, or with the participation of, people with hearing impairments. The Deaf Info Center was created in the Deaf Society, where online counseling was provided to deaf people and their employers.

4 (а). A web site (www.as.md ) was created in order to inform people with hearing impairment. Society has written methodological books for learning of sign language, as well as a portal was created for learning sign language at a distance using “e-learning” course.

4 (b). In order to attract people with hearing impairments, the Deaf Society created the Republican Culture Centre of the Deaf and Sports Federation of the Deaf of Moldova. In these two organizations there are various mini clubs on the interests of culture and sport. A big advantage in the activities of these clubs it’s the existence of its own material and technical base - a hall for celebrations, mini halls for rehearsals, a modern gym, in which various sports sections are open: futsal, volleyball, taekwondo, and badminton. Outside the city, the Company has a recreation center, where a pool for leisure, wellness and sports procedures was built.

5. All these events are held regularly involving people with disabilities from all over the Country, including children. Thereby we increase the role of people with disabilities in organizations that represent their interests.
