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The right to sexual and reproductive health rights of girls with disabilities

Institution of the Protector of Human Rights and Freedoms of Montenegro dealing with complaints filed by persons with disabilities, including girls with disabilities, but no complaint has been submitted for the violation of the right to reproductive health of girls with disabilities.

We don't have exact data on the number of parents with disabilities in Montenegro, but emphasize that parents with disabilities don't have support services for the purpose of empowerment, education and helping girls to protect sexual and reproductive health. The Law on Social and Child Protection prescribed target groups special protection, to the children, adults and elderly persons with disabilities. However, the legal act is not provided assistance in exercising their right to parenthood as a special right.

The Law on Health Care ("Official Gazette of Montenegro", no. 3/2016 and 39/2016) prescribes that all citizens, in implementation of entitlements to health care, shall be equal regardless to race, gender, gender identity, sexual orientation, age, disability, language, religion, education, social origin, property or other personal characteristic. The same Law prescribes that health care shall be implemented on principles of comprehensiveness, continuity, accessibility and integral approach in the primary health care, and specialized approach in the specialist-consulting and hospital health care. In addition, the Law predicts that state provides priority health care measures aimed at preserving and improving the health of all citizens that include, among others, health care for women in relation to the reproductive and sexual health, family planning, pregnancy, and maternity. Legislative measures of health care related to reproductive health applies to all women, but not treated particularly girls/women with disabilities.
The Law on Infertility Treatment Assisted Reproductive Technologies ("Official Gazette of Montenegro", no. 74/2009) stipulates that everyone has the right to treatment of infertility under equal conditions and  freely expressed will. However, applying the treatment assisted reproductive technologies is conditioned by the women's health (Article 12), due to which this provision may imply the health of women with disabilities and their discriminatory treatment. Because of that reasons, in order to prevent possible discrimination, it is necessary to clearly specify the criteria for assessment health eligibility of girls who want to treat infertility.
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
