1. Please provide detailed information, including disaggregated data, on the number of judges that have been subject to disciplinary proceedings in the last ten years. How many of them were found guilty of a disciplinary misconduct? How many of them were removed from office? In our country no statistical analysis on the number of judges that have been subject to disciplinary proceedings is managed. So, unfortunately we can’t provide information on the above-mentioned issue. 
2. Has any judge belonging to your association been subjected to any form of sanctions that were not previously established by law or that were imposed through a procedure that did not meet the procedural requirements established by the law? If yes, please provide information on the case(s). No, there haven’t been such cases.
3. Apart from disciplinary proceedings, are there any other measures that may be used to interfere with the capacity of a judge to adjudicate cases before him or her in full independence? Are you aware of any case in which a judge has been promoted, transferred to another court, forced to take a training course, a vacation or medical leave, or coerced or pressured in similar ways in order to abandon a case pending before him or her? If yes, please provide information on the case(s). No, the legislation of the Republic of Armenia doesn't provide for such measures. The answer to the second question is also no. 
4. What measures have been put in place in your country to enable judges to decide matters before them impartially and without any pressure or interference? As a result of the constitutional reforms, the protection of the judiciary in the form of its independence has been strengthened. The Article 173 of the Constitution of the Republic of Armenia established the Supreme Judicial Council as an independent state body with the function of guaranteeing the independence of the courts and judges. On February 7, 2018 Judicial Code of the Republic of Armenia (which is a Constitutional Law) was also adopted, and a number of provisions aimed at strengthening the independence of the judiciary were fixed there.
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
