Children and youth belonging to the ethnic, religious, migrants’ groups are often facing challenges in accessing to education and education in mother tongue worldwide. The members of minorities are often facing discrimination and restrictions in accessing education by law and in practice because of their ethnicity or faith.  These vulnerable groups especially girls and internally displaced youth often do not access secondary education due to lack of state protection, poverty and socio-economic development in their region. These disparities in access to education is also hampered by conflict, environmental disasters.

The right to education is a fundamental human right and it is essential for empowering and ensuring a sustainable future for children in particular girls and members of vulnerable groups. Promotion of the rights to education for members of minorities is not only combatting exclusions, it constitutes also important measures for stability and peace in the world.

This panel will bring together highly qualified experts to discuss challenges that minorities are facing in access to education.
