The water policy and legislation in the Syrian Arab Republic
are very advanced in this regard. They guarantee the right of
every citizen to obtain safe drinking water and sanitation without
any discrimination and at the appropriate cost for all. The State
bears great financial burdens in order not to raise the cost to
citizens.}

Thé citizen's right to safe drinking water and sanitation is
always taken into consideration in all projects that are approved.

During the years of the war against the Syrian Arab Republic,
the rights of citizens to access safe drinking water and sanitation
have been negatively affected by the terrorist acts that
systematically targeted pumping and treatment stations, water
transmission lines and sewerage lines with the aim of sabotage,
as well és the unilateral coercive economic measures imposed on

Syria and its people by western countries, foremost among them

the countries participating in the aggression against the Syrian
Arab Republic, to influence negatively the achievement of the
Syrian state's commitment to guarantee this right to its citizens.
With regard to the questionnaire attached to the Special
Rapporﬁeur's message, there is no possibility of answering this
level of details under the current circumstances the Syrian Arab
Republic is going through as a result of the war and the unilateral

coercive measures imposed on it.
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
