Information on femicide in Bulgaria

1. Information on the existence, or progress in the creation, of a national femicide watch and/or femicide observatory and/or observatory on violence against women with a femicide watch role; observatories at Ombudspersons’ office or Equality Bodies; academic institutions and/or NGOs, or any plans to create one

There is no national femicide watch and/or femicide observatory and/or observatory on violence against women with a femicide watch role. There is no official information from the Government on any plans on creating such kind of observatory.

Some NGO’s, like the APGBV tries to collect information on femicide, but our information is collected from medias and therefore it can not present the actual number of murders of women. This is so because not all crimes in the country are reported by the medias.
2. Information on other measures including research and studies undertaken to analyse femicide or gender related killings of women and girls, or homicides of women by intimate partners or family members and other femicides. If available, please share a copy of such studies

We are not aware of any research or studies conducted by officials. The APGBV has a small report on femicide (including information on murders from 2017-2018).
 Another NGO – the Bulgarian Helsinki Committee has a femicide web page with information on previous years.

4. Information on concrete measures taken to improve support to victims of violence and to prevent femicide, (risk assessment, efficiency of protection orders), in connection with the information gathered via femicide watches or observatories

There are no taken measures like the mentioned. The state did not adopt the proposed amendments in the Law on Protection against Domestic Violence and in the Criminal Code.
5. Information on good practices and challenges in implementing an evidence-based response to the prevention of femicide

It is hard to collect such information since the state is not collecting it.

6. Information on data, if available, on femicides or intimate-partner and family-related homicides of women and men in the past 3 years, including during the Covid-19 pandemic (indicating the time period e.g. since March 2020 to the end of December 2020) and its comparison with such data before the COVID-19 pandemic

According to the information in the media in 2020 in Bulgaria were murdered around 25 women, mostly in conditions of domestic violence. During the lockdown in march-may 2020 the number of calls on the Alliance hot-line from victims of DV increased with 100%.
