The Special Rapporteur wishes to recall that some types of sanctions are forbidden under international law when it comes to their application to persons who were children at the time of the offence. She concurs with the Special Rapporteur on torture, who pointed out that the sentencing to death of juveniles is not only forbidden under international law but has also been accepted so universally as a serious violation of human rights that it must be considered a norm of jus cogens.33 Life sentences without the possibility of release or parole are also expressly prohibited under international human rights law.34
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
