− First row: Group selection; Pocket money; Love, feelings, sexuality 

− Second row: Rules for household chores; Privacy; Unhealthy and forbidden 

− Third row: Media time rules; Bedtime and room time rules; Curfew rules 

− Fourth row: Food; Leisure equipment; Room design 

The areas of life are provided with original quotations of the young people. For example, they said: 

- “We need our world which is only for us” (Privacy) 

- “Don`t be picky. Just eat… - We don`t want to hear that!” (Food) 

- “We need to feel comfortable where we are!” (Room design)
