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The international community is at a crucial juncture in defining the future we want beyond 2030, including for persons with disabilities. The Summit of the Future will adopt important outcomes such as the Pact of the Future, the Declaration on Future Generations, and the Global Digital Compact. These outcome documents are in the final negotiating stages.
This overarching process will significantly impact the future of global cooperation and guide the agenda of the United Nations and its Member States. This agenda must promote and protect the rights of persons with disabilities, ensuring inclusion is at the core of the United Nations' vision for the future.
The Committee on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities has been engaging throughout this process with key partners to ensure that the outcome of the Summit of the Future is inclusive of persons with disabilities. To achieve this, the Committee has advocated for effective leadership from the United Nations and its member states, through improving meaningful engagement of persons with disabilities, including women with disabilities, girls with disabilities, and young people with disabilities, making strong references to disability rights in negotiations and outcome documents, and establishing robust, implementable accountability mechanisms.
The Pact for the Future and its Annexes
The Committee welcomes the efforts made by different co-facilitators to ensure the broadest possible consultation process, including the voices of civil society organizations. 
The Committee take note with appreciation that the Pact for the Future includes meaningful references to persons with disabilities and disability rights in the following sections: Achieving Agenda 2030 and the sustainable development goals, Invest in People to End Poverty, Protect Civilians in Armed Conflict,  Support for Humanitarian Emergencies,  Leverage Science, Technology, and Innovation for Human Rights, Invest in the Development of Children and Youth,  Promote Human Rights and Social Inclusion of Youth,  Strengthen Youth Participation in National Decision-Making, and  Strengthen the United Nations System
The Committee calls Members States to consider making improvements to the outcome document in areas such as inclusive health measures - including specific references to children with disabilities in investments for Universal Health Coverage (UHC), and regarding inclusive education. The Committee also calls Member States to increase investment in inclusive education with a specific focus on children with disabilities and the conception, collection, analysis, and use of disaggregated data to ensure policies are aligned with and implemented according to needs. 

The Committee welcomes that the Declaration on Future Generations includes a specific point on the equal participation of young people with disabilities in decision-making processes. It calls Members States to ensure that implementation of this commitment is done with their meaningful consultation and active involvement. 
The Committee notes with appreciation that the Global Digital Compact (GDC) also satisfactorily reflects accessibility provisions. It calls Member States to reinforce this commitment by reference further the digital inclusion and accessibility provisions of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (CRPD) and sustainable development goals, indicators, and targets related to persons with disabilities and older Persons. Given their demographic weight and specific digital accessibility requirements, it is important that persons with disabilities are identified throughout the GDC and not only implicitly referenced as “marginalised populations.” This is particularly relevant to the GDC, as digital accessibility innovations for persons with disabilities can positively impact social and economic inclusion if adequately promoted. 
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
