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Madam/Mr. Chair 
First and foremost, we express our gratitude to the Secretariat for organizing this intersessional meeting.

The fifteen-year journey towards achieving sustainable development goals has reached its midway point. Over the past decade, nations at the national, regional, and international levels have exerted both individual and collective efforts to address comprehensive societal goals. Currently, we find ourselves amidst this journey, uncertain about whether these goals have genuinely served global public interests and whether their realization aligns with the international community's focus.

While acknowledging the considerable efforts made, it is crucial not to overlook the fact that challenges have often surpassed these efforts. In some instances, despite governmental endeavors, challenges beyond their control have impeded the achievement of numerous sustainable development goals.

National priorities and genuine needs have frequently been nullified by pressures from the international financial system, which is incompatible with the characteristics of individual countries. Instead of yielding desirable long-term results for their people, these pressures have presented countries with new challenges. Escalating debts have forced them to focus more on finding ways to repay debts and meet commitments imposed by international financial structures, neglecting the well-being of their nations. This trend further entangles developing and less developed countries in a vicious cycle of debt, loans, and commitments, casting a shadow over the prospects of realizing sustainable development goals.
Madam/Mr. Chair, 
Unilateral coercive measures have significant negative impacts on countries and their ability to achieve sustainable development, including the goals of 2030 Agenda. Sanctions can hinder progress towards achieving the SDGs by impeding economic growth, poverty reduction, and environmental sustainability, resulting in adverse consequences. 
These illegal measures undermine the capacity of national, regional, and even international institutions to govern effectively and implement meaningful reforms necessary for common goals and interests in sustainable development.

These measures and policies that are generally imposed on other countries based on power politics, colonialism, and domination lack any foundation of human rights that they claim. In fact, these measures themselves become sources of human rights violations against the people of countries under sanctions.
Countries currently under sanctions bear the brunt of human rights and economic challenges. This is because they find themselves in a situation where all policymaking and economic targeting, at national levels, are geared towards protecting human rights of its citizens and mitigating the negative impacts of these measures.

It appears that reforming international financial structures and enhancing the effective role of developing countries, coupled with refraining from unilateral coercive measures by developed countries, and avoiding exerting pressure on third parties to comply with such unlawful measures, should be emphasized more than ever. As long as we witness such a situation and the susceptibility of international financial structures to such measures and approaches, the "no one left behind" principle will remain unrealized, existing as mere rhetoric.
