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Madam/Mr. Chair 
First, I would like to express my gratitude to the panelists for their insightful contributions in this session.

This trend further entangles developing and less developed countries in a vicious cycle of debt and commitments, casting a shadow over the prospects of realizing sustainable development goals.

International collaboration, innovative financing, and a commitment to not exclude others from global financial decision-making structures are vital components of this collective effort to build a more equitable and prosperous future.
