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Madam Chair,

I am pleased to deliver this statement on behalf of the Group of friends in Defense of the United Nations Charter.

First and foremost, we would like to express our gratitude to the Secretariat for organizing this intersessional meeting.

Is evident today that the multifaceted challenges, far from being effectively addressed since the 2030 Agenda was formulated, have endured and become more complex and profound.

Despite significant progress nationally and globally during the past decades, it must be regretfully acknowledged that this cyclical trend of conflicts, rising inequalities, crises and humanitarian disasters have ravaged mostly developing countries.
Madam Chair,

One of sad today's realities is that the multicrises and challenges, are being compounded by deliberate and new challenges. Among these challenges are coercive unilateral measures, which have intensified the negative impacts on the economies and sustainable development efforts of nations.

Our strive to prioritize a "human rights economy," is not feasible in the face of coercive unilateral measures. Nevertheless, countries under illegal sanctions are constantly striving to protect the human rights of their citizens and their economies against the adverse impacts of these measures.
Madam Chair,

Addressing the sustainable development goals in conflict areas requires a comprehensive and adaptive approach that prioritizes peace-building, security, and the specific needs of the affected communities.

“Leave no one behind” was chosen the central, transformative pledge for the 2030 Agenda. The realization of these promises in Palestine remains extremely difficult so long as the Palestinian people are not able to exercise their inalienable right to self-determination. Israeli occupation hinders the exercise of sovereignty and obstructs sustainable development.

Sustainable development is closely connected to ending occupation. The UNCTAD stated that the Israeli occupying power imposes a myriad of restrictions on the Palestinian economy that are impeding any prospects of sustainable economic growth.
