  I hold my PhD in international relations (specializing in international law) from the University of Geneva (Graduate Institute of International and Development Studies) in 1994. From then to my early retirement from the United Nations in March 2019, I worked as a Human Rights Officer with OHCHR. During my 25 year-carrier at OHCHR, I have worked and drafted reports in both English and French (the two working languages of the UN).

From 1994 to 2019 (year of my early retirement from the United Nations), I worked with OHCHR as a Human Rights Officer, having served most of the Divisions/Branches, including special procedures, providing support to both country and thematci mandates. In addition, asfar as this mandate is concerned, I have carried out field missions for the UN. to monitor the situation of human rights in the electoral contest, including in Gabon (2009), Guinea (2010) and the Republic of the Congo. During these missions, I was exposed to situations where freedom of assembly and meeting of the opposition was challenged by the ruling party. This challenge was addressed by dialogue with the concerned governments. My experience i this field will be useful for the implementation of this mandate.

Since 1985,I have been involved in the human rights professional and academci spheres. This rich experience of about 40 years was acquired as :1/ a trainee at the International Hma Rights Institute (1985); 2/ a national human rights officer with the Government of the DRC (1987-1988); 3 /a human rights officerwith OHCHR (1994-2019); 4/ a human rights trainer and/or lecturer in several human rights academies and institutes (including the Institute of Human Rights of Lyonsince 1997 and the International Institute of Human Rigths at Strasbourg (I am a visiting Professor at the Institute since 2000). Based on my professional and academice,I have also extensively published on human rights in both English and French. This has provided me a national, regional and international recognition, as illsutrated by  regular invitations by recognized universities and human rights mechanisms, such as the African Commission on Human and Peoples' Rights.For example, the latter invited me to attend, as an expert,  their joint retreat with the African Court on Human and Peoples' Rights in Addis Ababa,in October 2022. At this retreat, I made a presentation on the cooperation between OHCHR and the African Human Rights Commission and Court on Human and Peoples' Rights.
