I have dedicated my professional and militant efforts to the defense of the rights of peasants, indigenous peoples, rural workers, women, and rural diversities. Along this path in which I have been able to visit more than 40 countries and learn about realities, food systems and agricultural policies, I have been able to verify enormous inequalities and violations of human rights, but also excellent public policy initiatives that contribute to a dignified life in the countryside. .

I consider that the adoption of UNDROP by the UN was a transcendental step, not only in the recognition and visibility of the rights of peasants and other people, but also in the enumeration of concrete initiatives that suggest the path for states to guarantee the effective enjoyment of those rights. I was part of this long work of advocacy and dialogue, from participating in the documentation of cases of violation of rights of peasant communities between 2004 and 2007, through the approval of the charter of peasant rights in Maputo in 2008, the creation of the intergovernmental working group in the Human Rights Council in 2012 and all the work on the drafts, the debate and the levels of agreement to finally obtain the Adoption.

The creation of the expert mechanism is a great opportunity to advance in the dissemination of UNDROP and in the construction of national and regional consultation spaces that allow the proposals to be translated into concrete public policy tools that improve the quality of life of the people. of the field. Although an important task will be to monitor and document situations of violence, inequalities and human rights violations in the field, I think that the main mission is to rescue all the public policies of governments and experiences of grassroots organizations that have achieved positive results and make them available to the different actors who make decisions

Faced with the great dilemmas of humanity today, such as wars, the food crisis, the climate crisis, mass migrations and the pandemic, UNDROP offers an opportunity with a hopeful horizon. There is a possible path, with respect for human rights in the field, that provides concrete alternatives and there are already many experiences that show responses and advances that point to development in harmony with the environment and human rights.

The expert mechanism will be an opportunity for collective work, for agreements with the rest of its members on a joint work agenda, for dialogue and search for consensus.

An opportunity that will find me, not as one of the parties to a conflict, but as a mediator to find the best possible solution in the given context and in full respect of human rights. For this I will put to the test all the experience developed in these years, the knowledge of the bodies and the United Nations as well as other possible institutions and of course my commitment to permanent study and the desire to learn the code of conduct of space procedures as well as new regulations. and guidelines according to the function and the scenarios that are developed.

I am convinced that I can make an important contribution in promoting UNDROP, highlighting the experiences of its implementation, making recommendations to States and actively listening to civil society organizations.
