For more than 10 years, I have been involved in a wide variety of human rights projects focused on legal avenues for justice for ethnic and ethno-religious minorities in Iraq, Myanmar, Pakistan, China, India, Ethiopia, Sudan and many more. I have produced legal analyses on the situations of ethnic and ethno-religious minorities in several countries. In 2021, I co-authored a report on the situation of Christian and Hindu minority girls in Pakistan, focusing on the issue of abductions, forcible conversions and forcible marriages. In 2022, I led a UK Parliamentary inquiry into the situation of the Hazara Shia minority in Afghanistan and Pakistan. In 2023, I led a UK Parliamentary inquiry into the situation of Darfurians in Sudan. In 2024, I led Parliamentary inquiries into Nicaragua, Afghanistan and Iran. 
In 2016 and 2023, I travelled to Iraq to meet with minority communities targeted by Daesh. Following my 2016 visit, I presented the findings to the UN Forum on Minority Issues. Following the 2023 visit, I produced a report commenting on legal avenues to achieve justice and accountability for the atrocities against the communities I visited and highlighting the legal reforms needed to ensure the comprehensive protection of ethnic and religious minorities.

In 2020, I obtained a PhD in international law, medical law and medical ethics from Kent Law School, UK.

I have an excellent knowledge of international human rights instruments, norms and principles, acquired both in theory and practice. My knowledge was obtained through a combination of my education and my professional engagements. 

My core knowledge was acquired through my above-mentioned studies at the University of Kent and City Law School. Through my formal education, I have become a leading academic in the area of atrocity crimes, and minority issues, publishing three academic books which deal with aspects of the topic. 

Through my work with the International Bar Association’s Human Rights Institute (IBAHRI) and the Coalition for Genocide Response, I have had meaningful interactions with the Human Rights Council, treaty bodies and Special Procedures, such as HRC, CEDAW, Forum on Minority Issues, Special Rapporteurs on Minority Issues, Freedom of Religion or Belief, Afghanistan and others. 

Through my work, I have been involved in country visits in the field of minority issues, participated in reform processes, prepared submissions, and delivered briefings and presentations. I have significant experience working with a broad range of domestic and international bodies engaging with international law. In recent years, I have been conducting research on various aspects of human rights, especially issues pertaining to the rights of minorities and the right to freedom of religion or belief.

Among others, in 2015, my research paper on the Daesh genocide was used during debates at the UK House of Commons which focused on whether the government should recognise these atrocities as genocide (April 2016). Following on from this, I produced similar briefings for the Dutch Parliament and Government and contributed to the Dutch recognition of the Daesh atrocities as genocide and comprehensive legal responses.

I conducted several Parliamentary inquiries (UK) into the situation of ethnic and ethno-religious minorities and produced reports on the situations.

I produced submissions and Article 15 communications to the Office of the Prosecutor to the ICC on the issue of minority community situations and the right to freedom of religion or belief.

I have been engaging several UN bodies. I have made written and oral submissions at the UN Human Rights Council, UPR and the UN Forum on Minority Issues.

To members of the Consultative Group:

It would be an honour for me to take the role of the UN Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights in the Islamic Republic of Iran. For this role, I would utilise my significant experience working with a broad range of domestic and international bodies engaging on human rights globally.

I have a passion for human rights, especially within the context of human rights violations meeting the legal definition of international crimes. My interest in this area began when I visited the UN Forum on Minority Issues in 2015. A Yazidi man spoke during the session and called for action to protect the Yazidis who were subjected to genocide by Daesh. The issue grabbed my attention and compelled me to engage with the topic. I researched the atrocities and produced a legal analysis against the definition of genocide in Article II of the UN Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide. In the years since I have been working on establishing legal avenues to bring about justice and accountability. This led to my interest in the plight of other persecuted religious minorities including the Rohingyas and other religious minorities in Myanmar, Uyghurs in China, Tigrayans in Ethiopia, the Hazara in Afghanistan, the Darfurians in Sudan, and many more. In the case of Iran, I have been researching the situation of minority communities such as Baha'is, but also the situation of women and girls more broadly, and human rights violations following the death of Mahsa Amini.

As I have been working on these topics, I have identified numerous issues that are common across many situations, and are relevant to the context of Iran.

Monitoring. We, as the international community, always act too little and too late to prevent human rights violations, including those meeting the threshold of international crimes. For example, despite the legal duty to prevent genocide established by Article I of the Genocide Convention, only a few countries have mechanisms that would effectively monitor and analyse risk factors to spot the early warning signs of genocide. The same can be said about human rights violations more broadly. The newly established UN Fact-Finding Mission on Iran engages with monitoring of human rights in Iran. As a Special Rapporteur, I would support this work and pick it up (if the mandate of the mission was not extended in the future) and so ensure the continuation of this important work. 

Justice and Accountability. Justice and accountability are often raised as issues that continue to be neglected in responses to human rights violations globally. This is also true in the case of Iran. To address this issue, I would review access to justice for people whose rights have been violated in Iran and identify how these failings could be addressed including with law reforms but also capacity building etc. 

Victim/Survivor-Centric Approach. Victims/survivors often raise the issue that they are not included in conversations about responses that affect them. I would like to work with victims/survivors, provide a platform for them and ensure that they are fully involved in decision-making about their fates. This would include an annual forum for victims/survivors where they could raise their concerns and discuss their recommendations and proposals.  

The above are only a few proposals of the work I would like to engage in to bring about change.

I would humbly welcome the opportunity to explain my proposals further.
