In Luxembourg, the use of force and firearms is ruled on one side by the principles of self-defence (art. 416 du code pénal), and on the other side by the law of 28th of July 1973 on the use of weapons and constraint by members of the public force. Both legal frameworks are governed by the principles of proportionality and absolute necessity.
 
In the framework of the 5th GRECO evaluation cycle, the police have developed a code of deontology. The code of deontology has been adopted in 2019 and includes the principles of proportionality and absolute necessity. 
Both legal frameworks are a main part of a law enforcement agents training. Furthermore, every aspiring police officer is familiarised during his training to human rights bill, as well as to the principles of the constitution, fundamental rights and public freedom. The police code of deontology as well as the fight against extremism and fanaticism, are other main topics of their training. In order to guarantee objectivity, those “human rights” related courses, are all held by members of the General Police Inspectorate (IGP), and are subject of an examination. Finally, it is important to say, that the police is a multi-controlled organisation. Police officers are controlled by their own hierarchy, as well as by an independent control body, known as the General Police Inspectorate. On one hand, the IGP controls the police in case of misbehaviour of one of their members, and on the other hand, it audits the functioning of the police in itself. In 2023, the results of an audit on the use of force, have been presented by the IGP, and several recommendations have been made in order to improve even more the existing training.
