My undergraduate major was English Literature. I had studied the Chinese minority economy at the Minzu University of China during my postgraduate study. Since working at the Institute of China Tibetology Research Center, I have not only translated international academic materials, but also attended international Tibetology seminars held in the United Kingdom, Norway and Germany, and published English papers. Therefore, I have good communication skills in Chinese and English, the two official languages of the United Nations. I am now a researcher of the Institute for Social and Economic Research of the Chinese Tibetan Studies Research Center. For more than 20 years, I have been engaged in the research on the social and economic development of ethnic minority areas in China, especially Tibetan areas. Tibetan people in China are distributed in Tibet Autonomous Region(TAR) and other four provinces such as Sichuan, Qinghai, Gansu and Yunnan, covering an area of more than 2 million square kilometers, which is the main area for my long-term research. My research focuses on anti-poverty, labor transfer and employment, equalization of medical care and other public services in Tibetan inhabited areas. I have made an in-depth study on these areas, which are not only the development weakness of China's ethnic regions, but also the common difficulties of most developing countries and regions in the world.

These meetings also gave me a certain understanding of the working mechanism of the United Nations. At the end of 2019, I attended the "South-South Human Rights Forum" held in Beijing and made a group speech. More than 300 people from more than 80 countries, regions and international organizations attended the conference entitled "Diversity of Civilizations and the Development of the Cause of World Human Rights". During the conference, I had the opportunity to fully communicate with people from different countries.

As a woman from a developing country, I not only personally experienced the tremendous social changes of a developing country in Asia, but also deeply felt the impact of changes in the international environment on a country and a region. I hope to participate in this challenging work and make my own contribution to the exploration and research of the development path of the Asia Pacific region and more developing countries in the world.

Secondly, I am willing to fully communicate with other experts to jointly discuss whether people in the Asia Pacific region and even around the world enjoy the full right to development. Paying close attention to the changes in the international situation and the evolution of the regional situation, I will  observe the new issues of the development right in the Asia Pacific region through participation in United Nations meetings and other forms. After finding and analyzing the problems, I will participate in the survey of countries or regions that have a great impact on the development right in the region, and participate in the drafting of the survey report.
