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Introduction
The National Human Rights Commission of Nigeria (NHRC) actively participates in upholding human rights on both a national and international stage. We are pleased to contribute to the OHCHR's call for inputs regarding the implementation of General Assembly resolution 68/268, "Strengthening and enhancing the effective functioning of the human rights treaty body system."
Specific Comments on Resolution 68/268 and Other Considerations
The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) welcomes the ongoing efforts to strengthen the human rights treaty body system. We have witnessed firsthand the positive impact of a well-functioning system on promoting and protecting human rights in Nigeria because it provides the Federal Government of Nigeria the opportunity to re-assess its Constitutional obligation to, on a regular basis, guarantee the welfare and security of the citizenry. This will task the government to address the root causes of inequalities, conflict/ violence and genuine agitations in the country. 
In the same vein, it has provided the basis to identify  human rights priorities and accelerate the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. 
However, we recognize the challenges that can hinder the system's effectiveness. The backlog of state reports awaiting review is a concern, particularly in the context of Nigeria's ever-evolving human rights landscape. Addressing this backlog will ensure a more timely and accurate assessment of the government's progress on key human rights issues.
The NHRC strongly supports continued efforts to build the capacity of states to effectively engage with the treaty body system. In Nigeria, for instance, we have observed a need for training and technical assistance on reporting requirements, particularly for government officials at the state and local levels. This would enable a more comprehensive and coordinated approach to reporting on human rights compliance across the country.
Furthermore, the NHRC emphasises the importance of accessibility for all stakeholders in the treaty body system. This includes ensuring documents are available in accessible formats for persons with disabilities in Nigeria. Additionally, facilitating participation in dialogues through remote participation options would allow for broader engagement from Nigerian civil society organizations working on the ground.
We believe that National Human Rights Institutions (NHRIs) can play a vital role in strengthening the treaty body system. The NHRC, for instance, provides independent reports on the human rights situation in Nigeria, complementing the information provided by the government. We can also play a crucial role in promoting the implementation of treaty body recommendations at the national level by engaging with relevant stakeholders, including policymakers and civil society organizations.
Finally, the NHRC recognizes that adequate resources are essential for the effective functioning of the treaty body system. We urge continued exploration of innovative solutions to ensure sufficient funding for treaty bodies to carry out their mandates. This will allow them to continue providing valuable support and guidance to states like to promote and protect rights.
Conclusion
The NHRC remains committed to supporting the effective functioning of the human rights treaty body system. We believe a strengthened system will contribute significantly to the advancement of human rights worldwide. We look forward to continued collaboration with OHCHR on this important issue.
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
