[bookmark: _GoBack]With regard to UN Resolution A/RES/68/268, Republic of Armenia: (See attached)

· welcomes and supports GA resolution 68/268 and views its implementation as an effective tool for further improvement of functioning of the independent human rights treaty body system;

· supports the offer to State parties for simplified reporting procedure, which will facilitate the preparation of the national reports and interactive dialogue on the implementation of treaty obligations; 

· emphasize the importance of more focused and concise concluding observations (recommendations). Concluding observations and recommendations of the treaty bodies often do not ensue from the dialogue with the State delegation and are often prepared in advance, based on the provisions of the alternative reports without taking into account the views of the state;

· stresses (with regards to the alternative reports) that in many instances NGOs from countries with particularly restrictive environment do not report to the treaty bodies out of fear of reprisals and intimidation. It is therefore important that when dealing with alternative reports, the treaty bodies exercise certain level of discretion, relying on diverse sources of information and reputable international sources.  

With regard to Working paper on Options and guiding questions for the development of an implementation plan for the conclusions of the treaty body Chairs at their 34th meeting in June 2022 (A/77/228, paras. 55-56), the Republic of Armenia: (See attached)
· welcomes the shortening of the currently prevailing long duration between the submission of a State party report and its review by the Committee;

· welcomes 8-year year predictable schedule of reviews and its benefits for the treaty bodies that have periodic reviews, but stands against the follow-up reviews in-between;

· welcomes shortening of the currently long duration between the submission of a State party report and its review, which allows to avoid the need for updates and allows for timely recommendations; 

· informs that coordination mechanism is currently under development in Armenia under the aegis of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. We also look forward for the common webpage and database on the simplified procedure, as well as common and user-friendly submission and document management platforms; Welcomes establishment of close communication between countries’ national mechanisms (NMIRFs) and the Treaty Bodies on regular basis, including through the common webpage and shared database;

· welcomes greater connection between the content of the discussions during the Constructive Dialogues and the Concluding Observations; 

· welcomes constructive dialogues via videoconference, welcomes reviews of State party reports via videoconference, available for all reviews, as per request of States parties, considers the in-person reviews and the constructive dialogues more efficient;

· welcomes efforts aimed at avoiding repetitive questions and recommendations;

· welcomes simplifying the submission and management of and the access to reports and information submitted to the treaty bodies;

· suggests UN translation service administration to consider translation of the State Parties’ National Reports, as well as List of issues prior to the reporting (if any) and Concluding Observations by the Committees from national languages to the one of the UN official languages prior to the submission of the mentioned documents by State party;

· looks forward for GA Resolution, scheduled for December 2024 and welcomes the proposed regular engagement with the Chairs and OHCHR and commencing elements for Resolution, that should allow for introducing the predictable schedule of reviews in 2025.
