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ONE. INTRODUCTION

The Third cycle of the Universal Periodic Review (UPR) of Mongolia was reviewed virtually by the UPR Working Group during its 36th session in November 2020. Following the review Mongolia received total of 190 recommendations from Member States during the 50th session of the Human Rights Council and committed to implement 170 recommendations. 

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Mongolia drafted the “General Action Plan for the Implementation of the Recommendations of the United Nations Human Rights Council in 2023-2025” in cooperation with the Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs and other relevant authorities, and the general action plan was adopted by the Government of Mongolia on 26 September 2023 by resolution №357.

TWO. METHODOLOGY

In order to monitor the execution of the action plan, the Ad hoc council chaired by the State Secretary of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs was established by the order №A/79 of the Foreign Minister of Mongolia on 20 November 2023. The Ad hoc council comprised of 11 State Secretaries of the relevant Ministries, representatives of the 5 Government Agencies, Judicial Council, General Prosecutor’s Office, Independent authority against corruption, National Human Rights Commission, National Committee for Human Rights, 6 civil society organizations. The Head of the Human rights division of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs appointed as the as the secretary of the council.

The main responsibility of the council is to ensure the implementation of the general plan, and to review the progress results at the beginning of each year during periodic meeting, and to present the implementation plan with the proposal for required further actions to the government meeting.

The consultation meeting of the council was held on 10 January 2024, and the mid-term progress report on the implementation of the general action plan was discussed and finalized.

	IMPLEMENTED

On 23 January 2020, the Law of the National Human Rights Commission of Mongolia was revised by the State Great Khural (Parliament) and came into effect from 3rd March 2020. This newly enacted law established a National Preventive Mechanism (NPM) under the National Human Rights Commission of Mongolia. On 02 June 2022 by the State Great Khural (the Parliament) resolution №29 the Commissioner on Prevention of Torture was appointed. 

The NPM consists of the Commissioner on prevention of torture and 6 employees with main function of effective, practical and accessible prevention of torture in the territory of Mongolia. In this context, the NPM conducts the following activities:

- to monitor and analyze a total of 843 facilities where human rights and freedoms are restricted in any manner, or where individuals are unable to leave voluntarily;
- to ensure that employees of these organizations are sensitive to human rights in their activities and develop ethics, relationships, and attitudes that respect human rights;
-to reach 144,942 citizens who are detained suspects, accused, and defendants, as well as those unable to leave voluntarily, to prevent violations of their rights to be free from torture, inhumane treatment, and discrimination, to rectify violations, and to train them in advocating for their rights;
-to conduct research on the prevention of torture and develop books, training programs, promotional materials, and manuals;
- to carry out regular media campaigns focused on the prevention of torture.

On 30 March 2023, the NPM submitted its activity report to the Standing Committee on Justice of the Parliament, accompanied by the relevant proposal from the Commissioner on Prevention of Torture. Following that, Parliamentary Resolution № 35, dated 4 May 2023 on the measures to be taken concerning “22nd report on the state of human rights and freedoms in Mongolia” and the “Report of the Commissioner on Prevention of torture”. 

The above-mentioned resolution directed the government to execute appropriate measures outlined in the proposal submitted by the Commissioner on Prevention of Torture and a Working Group headed by the Minister of Justice and Home Affairs has been established to monitor its implementation.

Furthermore, starting from 1 September 2020, the Investigation Department of the Independent authority against corruption has set up a unit dedicated to investigating and addressing complaints related to crimes involving torture and other forms of cruel and inhumane treatment.

The Prosecutor General’s Office (PGO) of Mongolia reviewed "applications and complaints concerning the operation of prisons, detention facilities, employee conduct and ethics, and the status of their resolution" as of the third quarter of 2023, and took relevant measures.

An analysis was conducted on the “Factors and circumstances contributing to crimes and infractions committed by inmates and detainees during their sentences or while in custody, as well as by officers of the Court decision enforcement organizations in the course of their duties” as of 2022 and the third quarter of 2023. Based on the study's findings, the PGO issued an “Prosecutor’s statement” №1 and submitted it to the General Agency for Court Decision Enforcement 13 December 2023.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE

The PGO gathered data on registered, investigated, monitored, and adjudicated torture cases as of 2022 and the second quarter of 2023, and held a press conference to to share this information with over 150 media outlets, newspapers, and websites.

The PGO created “Prevention of Torture” section on its prokuror.mn website, where it posted information about the Convention against Torture and Other Forms of Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment, as well as details about the National Human Rights Commission of Mongolia.

The PGO organized the following trainings and activities to ensure that officials performing special state functions have have a common understanding of human rights, particularly the right to be free from torture, inhumane treatment, and discrimination, and to prevent torture and raise awareness of its dangers:

- training on 'Right to Freedom from Torture' for detectives, authorized officials, and decision-making body officials;
- an investigation was carried out to prevent and detect acts or omissions of torture, ensuring the protection of human rights in in collaboration with the National Human Rights Commission;
- a discussion on 'Ensuring human rights and freedoms in proceedings and sentencing' was held by the National Human Rights Commission in collaboration with the Police Department and Court decision enforcement organizations in Dornogovi Province;
- training on "Prevention of human rights violations and crimes of torture" for detectives of the Police Department in Songinohairkhan District;
-training on "Freedom from Torture" for Hovd Province Court Decision Enforcement Department, Open and Closed Prison No. 457, and Police officers. Posters and manuals detailing the causes, contributing factors, and prevention methods of torture crimes have been strategically placed in confessional and detention rooms, as well as on bulletin boards;
- an event to safeguard the rights of prisoners in open prison №441, ensuring their protection from torture and preventing them from reoffending in collaboration with the Department of Corrections of the General Agency for Court Decision Enforcement.

Training and Research Institute under the PGO in collaboration with the Commissioner on Prevention of Torture organized "Training of Human Rights Trainers to Prevent Torture, Inhumane Treatment, and Discrimination" on October 31-November 1, 2023. Representatives of Independent Authority against Corruption, General Intelligence Agency, General Agency for Court Decision Enforcement, Police Department, University of Internal Affairs attended the training.

	[bookmark: _Hlk152747842]AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE

The Minister of Labour and Social Protection along with the Minister of Justice and Home Affairs of Mongolia jointly adopted “Programme for Preparing Prisoners for Release" by order №167 and № 233 on 30 August 2022. On 24 May 2023 the joint action plan for implementing the program was adopted by both Ministers and distributed to relevant Court Decision Enforcement departments, units, prisons, and institutions in both the province and the capital. Its implementation is currently being monitored.
The Agency for Family, Children and Youth along with the General Agency for Court Decision Enforcement organized 8 types of events, involving a total of 1,869 correctional officers from 10 prisons. Such as professional training for social workers and psychologists, setting up electronic library for detention centers, training designed to develop life skills that enhance personal growth, training focused on family planning and sexual and reproductive health knowledge and behaviors. The Ministry of Labour and Social Protection (MLSP) and the General Agency for Court Decision Enforcement organized two classroom trainings for 85 prison social workers.
To assist prisoners in preparing for release, open and closed prisons № 413, 419, 425, 429, 435, 439, and 441 have been equipped and designated as "Preparation for Release Buildings." Similarly, open and closed prisons No. 415 and 423 have established "Preparation for Release Rooms." These facilities not only introduce legal knowledge but also familiarize prisoners with societal technologies such as ATMs, kiosks, smartphones, bus cards, and the "One Window Service," providing manuals and brochures for reference.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE

The budget allocation for the the construction and facilities of the educational complex has been approved by the proposal of the General Agency for Court Decision Enforcement with an amount of 6.1 billion MNT to be included in the 2024 state budget.

The construction work is scheduled to be completed between 2024 and 2025. As of 2023-2024, the completion status of the office and detention center with one-stop service of the Court Decision Enforcement departments is 82% in the Tuv province and 88% in the Khentii province.

An amount of 1 billion MNT has been allocated in the 2024 local budget for the construction of a new detention center for the Court Decision Enforcement department in Umnugovi province. In 2024, the budget required for constructing a new detention center in Bayan-Ulgii province will be determined.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE

In the field of protection of children’s rights and interest:

The revised “Law on Child protection” was adopted by the Parliament of Mongolia on 17 January 2024 and will enter into force on 1 September 2024. The Ministry of Labour and Social Protection (MLSP) conducted over 20 discussions on the draft law, incorporating feedback from government officials, academics, civil society and international organizations, social workers from both primary and secondary sectors, and more than 800 children and citizens. The revised law regulates the following:

- organization of preventive child protection activities involving children;
- ensuring children's involvement in voluntary, training, and advocacy activities;
- providing opportunities and conditions for children to express their opinions, speak, assert their rights, and file complaints when giving statements and explanations

Article 8.1.2 of the law was revised as follows “A child has the right to make decisions on any issue that concerns them, participate in evaluations and conclusions, express opinions and suggestions, and submit petitions and complaints either personally or through others, and have these resolved."”  

In the field of protection of elderly’s rights and interest:

The "New Revival - Elderly Participation" national conference was held on October 1, 2023, to determine the government's reform policies and measures for elderly development with their participation and to evaluate the law on the elderly. Following the conference, a proposal to establish a "Elderly' Lobby Group" to ensure the coordination of policies on the elderly was submitted to the Standing Committee on State Development of the Parliament, and a Working group to evaluate the implementation of the "Law on the Elderly" is being established at the MLSP.

Over 250 elders and representatives from non-governmental organizations took part in discussions regarding the introduction of amendments to the Law on supporting employment, the Social Insurance Package Law, the Social Welfare Law, the Law on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and the initial draft of the Accessibility Law.

The MLSP along with the Mongolian Elders' Association and the Orkhon Province Elders' Committee, conducted a "Self-Care" workshop for 75 seniors affiliated with Elders' Committees and Councils of enterprises. Additionally, training sessions were held for 22 citizens and the head of the council of elders from 6 districts of the capital city on topics concerning domestic violence and the mental health of the elderly.


In the field of protection of rights and interest of the persons with disabilities:

The MLSP is currently working on the revision of the Law on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, making amendments to over 20 related laws, and drafting the initial version of the "Law on Accessibility and Access".

The draft of the revised Law on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, incorporates new elements such as a fund for the advancement of individuals with disabilities, training of human resources, stipulations for non-governmental organizations, and social security provisions for public servants engaged in disability-related work.

The preliminary version of the "Law on Accessibility and Access" underwent 10 rounds of discussions involving both governmental and non-governmental organizations. Final cost estimates for implementing the law and conducting a needs assessment survey were completed. Additionally, a draft containing amendments to over 20 accompanying laws is being prepared.

Per order A/251 issued by the Minister of Education and Science dated 09 June 2023, a Working group has been established to conduct a monitoring study on the needs and requirements for the "Mongolian Sign Language Law" and to develop and finalize the draft concept.

Under the Asian Development Bank's "Project to Enhance Services and Inclusion for Persons with Disabilities," training programs and standards have been established for the education of new "Mongolian Sign Interpreter" professionals. A new two-year professional training course for Sign Interpreters commenced in the 2021-2022 academic year, resulting in 22 graduates in the second quarter. Currently, as of the end of 2023, 23 individuals are undergoing training as sign language interpreters for a duration of nine months.

Since 2021, the General Agency for Development of Persons with Disabilities has allocated annual funding within its budget to cover the expenses of sign interpreters. These contracted interpreters facilitate the interpretation of Cabinet meetings, daily news broadcasts on public television, as well as meetings, conferences, and other public events.

The Association of Sign Language Interpreters and Translators, operating within the remote counseling center under the MLSP, funded the costs for four NGO interpreters through the Labor and Employment Support Fund until December 2023.

In the near future, MLSP plans to expand the number of sign interpreters and fund associated expenses are outlined in the updated draft of the Law on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. These initiatives aim to be addressed through the framework of the Employment Support Program for Persons with Disabilities.

	IMPLEMENTED

The revised “Law on Child protection” was adopted by the Parliament of Mongolia on 17 January 2024 and will enter into force on 1 September 2024. The revised law regulates the following:

1.The law shall apply to any child residing temporarily or permanently in Mongolia, irrespective of their citizenship status;
2.The child protection system has been enhanced in accordance with the Law on Children's Rights;
3. Starting from 1 January 2025, a social worker for children and families will be stationed in Soums and Khoroos;
4. “Child protection unified database” and “Child protection electronic dossier” will be established and used;
5. Child protection measures have been defined in educational and training institutions, as well as other educational facilities, boarding houses, mosques, and affiliated boarding facilities. The process of delivering child protection services has been enhanced, including efforts to monitor children's rights violations and address peer bullying within the educational environment;
6. The provision of child protection services has been reevaluated, encompassing six stages in the management of each child protection case and emphasizing professional management. These enhancements ensure comprehensive protection and rehabilitation services are available to every child;
7. The funding for child protection services has been specified, with legal provisions now ensuring that each type of child protection service is included in both state and local budgets. Additionally, the budget for child protection services in the subsequent year will be determined based on the resolution of each child protection case in the previous year.
8. New provisions have been established to incorporate the expenses related to child protection service procedures and plans into the state budget, aligning with the approved cost methodologies and standards of child protection services set by each government branch.

The Parliament adopted the amendments to the 14 laws submitted along with the revision of the Law on Child protection on 17 January 2024. For instance, there is a newly introduced regulation for "sum and district governors to appoint public inspectors," who will carry out the following functions:

- identify and report children facing risky situations, provide guidance and support for them to exercise their rights;
- formulating and executing proposals and initiatives to promote children's welfare;
- to prevent breaches of children's rights and take actions to rectify any violations;
- notify the authorized person about the violation of children's rights and resolve them;
- the public inspectors will collaborate with the combined team and the social worker;
- to develop a quarterly work plan and submit it to the relevant governor for approval;
-relevant organization responsible for child and family development shall organize a capacity building training for inspectors.

Furthermore, the revised law provides clarity on the legal standing of the State Inspector of Children's Rights, and the government has instituted regulations concerning the approval process for appointing the State Inspector and defining the inspector's operational guidelines

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

Per the National Employment Council's decision, the MLSP is executing the 'Women's Employment Promotion Programme' to enhance and bolster opportunities for women in the workforce. The programme seeks to raise the earnings of women who are not currently in the workforce by equipping them with necessary skills. It also targets mothers of young children who spend extended periods caring for their children.

In 2023, as part of efforts to bolster women's employment, 12 individuals benefited from rental support at childcare centers, receiving 9,482,667 MNT. Additionally, 660 participants engaged in short-term skills training for women, with funding amounting to 128,666,000 MNT from the Employment Support Fund.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

The Gender Equality Center NGO and the Development Law Center NGO conducted an evaluation of the impacts of implementing the Law on Combating Human Trafficking. The findings of this assessment were reviewed during the Sub-Council for Combating and Preventing Human Trafficking meetin on27 September, 2023.
As part of the project 'Combating domestic violence against children and women,' jointly undertaken by the Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs (MOJHA) and the Asian Development Bank, 50 micro-projects supporting the livelihoods of families led by women survivors of domestic violence were selected. These projects were organized in Uvs, Sukhbaatar province, Songinohairkhan, and Nalaih districts. Each of the 50 selected women received financing of up to 2,500 USD for their micro-business projects and received support in implementing them.
The MLSP of Mongolia in collaborartion with the Ministry of Gender equality and Family of the Republic of Korea successfully implemented the 'Project for preventing violence against women and aiding victims of sexual exploitation' from 2018 to 2023. This project was executed with the overarching objective of influencing pertinent policies and programs, and enhancing multi-stakeholder involvement in implementation by strengthening partnerships between the state and civil society in combating human trafficking and crimes related to sexual exploitation.
As part of the revision process of the Law on Child Protection, amendments have been made to the Law on Combating Human Trafficking, incorporating the following regulations:
-the Minister of Labour and Social Protection and the Minister of Justice and Home Affairs will jointly adopt the regulation on procedure for providing services to child victims of human trafficking;
-to form an interdisciplinary joint team to deliver services to children who are victims of human trafficking;
- the standards for temporary shelters ensuring the safety of human trafficking victims shall be adopted by the state administrative body responsible for standardization and technical regulation;
- the state administrative organization responsible for child and family development shall engage in activities to identify, protect, and prevent children at risk of human trafficking. This includes conducting training, research, monitoring, and evaluation, as well as collaborating with accredited legal entities to perform these functions.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

The MLSP is in the process of developing and approving a draft for family-oriented social work service standards.

Standard MNS:5852:2017 sets forth the common requirements for alternative care of children services throughout Mongolia. In line with this standard, the 'Regulation for the Provision of Alternative care of children was adopted by Order №A/209 of 2021 by the Minister of Labor and Social Protection. This regulation coordinate the care and support for individuals of all ages, caregivers, families, and children. Conditions for implementing child care services have been established, and a system of family-based child protection has been created to care for children in foster families. Child care service providers have participated in two training sessions focused on caring for young children.

The 'General Law on Education' and the 'Law on Preschool and General Education' outline the role and involvement of parents and guardians in: (i) organizing education quality and performance evaluations, (ii) creating textbooks, (iii) budget and financial planning, execution, and reporting, and (iv) ensuring the development, protection, maturity, and safety of students by considering the opinions of parents, guardians, and supporters, and cooperating with them.

In the assessment and evaluation of school activities and teacher performance, regulations mandate the involvement of parents, guardians, and supporters. During the 2023-2024 school year, 715,421 parents and guardians participated in this evaluation process.

The “Guidelines for Assessing General Education School Activities by Parents, Guardians, and Caregivers” was adopted by the Minister of Education and Science Order №463 of 2022. Over 600 state-owned schools now implement school management practices involving parents and guardians based on these guidelines. They assess children's safety and environmental risks collaboratively.

Parents, guardians, teachers, and staff were educated about child rights and protection, and comprehensive programs were implemented to promote non-violent child education. Such as:

1. 193,400 parents and guardians took part in training sessions focused on 'Education and the Role and Participation of Parents, Guardians, and Caregivers,' while 156,900 parents and guardians attended an online conference on 'Parent and Guardian Participation in Evaluation”;
2. The national training was conducted in three stages to support teachers, staff, parents, and guardians of general education schools in adopting the 'Positive method of child rearing' approach during lessons and interactions with children. 29,506 teachers, 86% of management and other staff, and 236,007 parents and guardians from 671 general education schools participated in and benefited from the training.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

To address the long-term practical and strategic needs of women effectively and enhance their labor participation to a suitable level, a proposed law supporting women entrepreneurs has been drafted and submitted to Parliament. With this proposed law, there is a necessity and obligation to study best practices from other countries. To achieve this, a study tour was organized for members of Parliament and the legal working group in the Republic of Korean from 29 October to 01 November 2023.

To promote women's employment and financial independence, the National Committee on Gender Equality (NCGE) has created legal opinions and recommendations aimed at implementing gender-sensitive measures for selecting concessional loans from the Small and Medium Enterprises Development Fund. These measures cover lending, repayment, and monitoring procedures. Representatives of more than 40 organizations such as the Central Bank, Ministry of Agriculture and Light industry, Ministry of Finance, MOJHA, Small and Medium Enterprises, Expert Group of NCGE, Council of Women Entrepreneurs under the Chamber of Commerce, Mongolian Employer’s Federation, Economic Policy and Competitiveness Research Center and Statebank was involved in the process. Based on the opinions and proposals of these organizations the NCGE submitted the legal opinions and recommendations to the SME and the representative office of the Asian Foundation in Mongolia.

Measures aimed at enhancing the women’s economic potential such as introducing an evaluation methodology for unpaid domestic work, promoting best practices to support women's employment, and creating a refresher training system to improve the skills of employees on maternity leave, is included in the “Cross-sectoral strategic plan for gender equality 2022-2031” and being efficiently implemented.

The NCGE has trained 60% of government officials using the gender e-module for civil service executives. This module aims to provide a fundamental understanding of gender equality policy, the legal framework, and gender-sensitive policy formulation. Additionally, over 50% of all civil servants have received training in gender-sensitive policies, planning, and budgeting.

To promote workplace equality between men and women, introduce the concept of decent work, and support women's employment, training sessions on gender-sensitive workplace policies were organized for human resources staff of enterprises in the provinces of Darkhan-Uul, Bayankhongor, Dornod, Uvs, and Dundgovi. This training included 174 administrative and human resource personnel (38 men and 136 women) from 147 enterprises

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

The NCGE in collaboration with a team of national gender experts and a research and consulting service organization, conducted an evaluation of the implementation of the "Law on Gender Equality." The resulting recommendations were presented at the national level.

As part of implementing the Law on Gender Equality the “Cross-sectoral strategic plan for gender equality 2022-2031”, which supports Mongolia's long-term development policy "Vision 2050," was developed and approved during the 2022 meeting of the NCGE. By decree №205 of the Prime Minister of Mongolia of 2023, the composition of the Working Group responsible for managing and organizing the implementation of the plan was adopted.

To incorporate the concept of gender equality into sector and local development policies and to support cross sectoral policy planning at both national and local levels, gender policies for 15 sectors and gender sub-programs for 21 provinces, the capital, and its 9 districts have been approved. An external organization conducted monitoring, analysis, and evaluation of the progress in implementing gender policies in four sectors: population, labor and social security, food, agriculture and light industry, education and science, geology, mining, oil, and heavy industry. Of the 22 expired policies from the local gender sub-program, 10 have undergone external and internal audits and monitoring.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 
The 9th Asian Women's Leadership Program, initiated by the Asian Development Bank, was organized in Mongolia for the first time by the NCGE. The program included over 200 women leaders in decision-making positions from 26 countries. A total of 75 participants were trained in three sessions held on May 29-31, June 5-7, and September 20-21, 2023. The training included representatives from social organizations, enterprises, research, and educational institutions. Additionally, six master trainers have been prepared through collaboration involving the Office of the NCGE, the National Academy of Governance, the National expert Group on Gender, and non-governmental organizations.
The program is scheduled to run for 3 years, aiming to include a total of 150 female leaders as participants, structured as follows: (i) In the first year (2023), 50 women leaders will receive training from International Facilitators; (ii) Between 2023 and 2025, an additional 100 leaders will undergo training facilitated by 5 AWLP-certified master trainers.
The Office of the NCGE collaborates with the Korea Women's Development Institute (KWDI) and Korean Institute for Gender Equality Promotion and Education (KGEPE) to exchange information on gender development, promote gender equality, and enhance national capacities in gender expertise, training, and research. They signed a memorandum of cooperation focused on training and empowering national experts, and invite each other to participate in international and national symposiums and seminars.
The NCGE is effectively carrying out the project "Supporting Women's Economic Empowerment," facilitated by the Asia Foundation with support from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Canada, as well as the project "Promoting Gender Equality and Enhancing Women's Participation in Decision-Making," supported by the United Nations Development Program.

The MLSP is in the process of drafting a revised version of the "Law on Supporting Employment." The draft law encompasses services tailored for specific demographic groups including youth, seniors, women, and persons with disabilities. It also includes provisions to support entrepreneurship, startup enterprises, and employers. These measures aim to update social and economic relations in line with Mongolia's international agreements, conventions, and global standards and practices.

Additionally, the revised draft of the law provides detailed definitions of activities aimed at supporting the employment of individuals with disabilities. It also categorizes common employment services and measures to support employment are included as a separate chapter in the draft law. 

Employment services and support measures are being structured as a cohesive set of services to be implemented sequentially, tailored to the needs and circumstances of job seekers within specific target populations such as persons with disabilities, the elderly, women, youth, employers and individuals facing challenges in finding employmentThis aims to establish a stable implementation framework.

Under the "Project to Support the Employment of People with Disabilities and Strengthen the System," implemented with the support of the International Cooperation Organization of Japan, the National Employment Council approved the "Guidelines for Regulating Workplace Internship Activities" through a resolution dated 03 February 2023. Over 40 employers participated in the "Introductory training for workplace interns." Additionally, over 67 individuals have completed training as workplace interns. Furthermore, in April 2023, six training sessions were conducted on "Preparing Human Resources for Organizing Influential Work in Enterprises and Organizations," involving personnel from over 500 organizations. Training materials, programs for enterprises and organizations, and manuals for workplace interns were developed and published as part of these sessions

By Government Resolution №402 of 2023, the composition of the National Council for Ensuring the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (Council) was amended and new working procedures for the Council were subsequently adopted. The Minister of Mongolia and Chief Cabinet Secretary chairs the Council, the Minister of Labour and Social Protection and the Representatives of the NGO for the Protection of Rights of Persons with Disabilites works as a vice chairs as a Council. The members of the Council consist of Mayor of the Capital City, head of the National Statistics Committee, head of Civil Service Council, head of the National Human rights Commission, relevant officials of the Cabinet Secretariat, State Secretaries of all ministries, representatives of non-governmental organizations working in the field of ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities. Council meetings are held every six months to ensure the implementation of the plan.

The MLSP conducted "Training on Disability and Equality" in rural areas, government organizations, the private sector, and international organizations. In 2023, over 60 training sessions engaged approximately 4,000 participants.

The training on labor safety, labor relations, and suitable workplace equipment was conducted in collaboration with the Ad Hoc Council on the Protection of Rights of Persons with Disabilities of the capital's Bayangol, Sukhbaatar, Chingeltei, Khan-Uul, and Songinokhairkhan districts. A total of 293 individuals took part in the training, comprising 56 government employees, 43 representatives from enterprises and organizations, and 194 representatives of persons with disabilities.

Since 2021, the second phase of the project to enhance comprehensive education, health, and social security services for children in kindergartens and general education schools catering to special needs has been in progress. As part of the project, five training sessions were arranged for members of the health, education, and social welfare sectors focused on children with disabilities, and eight video lessons were created for council members.

Additionally, as part of the project, work began on establishing a unified database of children with disabilities.
Through the unified database of children with disabilities, the Central Commission for Health, Education, and Social Protection of Children with Disabilities will facilitate information sharing with branch commissions, offer guidance, report updates, and exchange data. The database will digitize information for disabled children discussed in branch commission meetings, enabling case reviews and council sessions to enhance educational support. Additionally, branch commissions can monitor organizational statuses, exchange best practices, and ensure timely oversight and management of their activities. As part of the project, the database is being developed and uploaded onto the server of the National Data Center. Efforts are also underway to integrate it with the state information system "Khur" and the E-Mongolia system.

The 2023 plan of the START-2 project, implemented in collaboration with JICA of Japan and the Ministry of Education and Culture, was successfully carried out in the target educational institutions.

On the initiative of the Ministry of Education and Culture, comprehensive services, support, and solutions for children with disabilities is organized quarterly in cooperation with the Ministry of Health and the MLSP. On November 30, 2023, an "Inclusive Education Conference" was held, with 500 participants including representatives from relevant government organizations, non-governmental organizations, schools and kindergartens providing educational and support services, as well as teachers and staff. Recommendations were made in 12 areas.

On 30 December 2021, the Minister of Labour and Social Protection, the Minister of Education and Culture and the Minister of Health issued a joint order on the "Methodology and Forms for Comprehensive Developmental Support for Children with Disabilities." According to this methodology, children with disabilities are provided with developmental support.

Monitoring, analysis, and evaluation of the activities of the branch council for the health, education, and social protection of childrens with disabilites are being organized. In this context, monitoring and evaluation of the activities of all 8 branch commissions, including those in Songinokhairkhan, Bayangol, Khan-Uul, Chingeltei, Sukhbaatar, and Bayanzurkh districts of the capital, as well as in Selenge and Dundgovi provinces, were conducted. As part of the monitoring, analysis, and evaluation efforts, the following activities are being organized to enhance the functioning of the commissions:
· to provide workplaces for the health, education, and social protection branch commission of children’s with disabilities, enhance the environment, and ensure it is accessible and welcoming to children’s with disabilities and their parents; 
· to revise the commission's rules. The rules shall include specific provisions for the regularization, storage, and archiving of dossier of children with disabilities;
· to designate a secretary of the branch commission as a full-time employee and include the necessary salary and related expenses in the budget;
· to adopt the guidelines for the early support and education program "Portage" to facilitate the creation of a child development plan tailored to the interests and needs of both the child and the family.

By Decree No. 77 of the Prime Minister of Mongolia dated March 25, 2021, the "Policy Council" was established under the National Gender Committee with the functions of increasing the participation of women at the decision-making level, ensuring gender equality, and providing strategic support and advisory functions for defining and implementing development policy activities.

To increase the gender quota in the Law on Parliamentary Election of Mongolia, and to include gender concepts in the draft law on Political parties and party financing, the State Great Khural lobby group to support gender equality at the decision-making level was established on June 8, 2023. In this context, the working group established by the National Gender Committee is working together with the group of women members of Parliament, the lobby group, and other members of the Parliament, carrying out influence work and implementation.  

As a result, female gender quotas of 30% in 2024 and 40% in 2028 elections were approved in amendments to the Law on Parliamentary Elections, and gender-sensitive concepts were included in the revision of the Law on Political Parties.

In the "Interdisciplinary Strategic Plan for Ensuring Gender Equality" approved by the National Gender Committee's Resolution No. 2 of 2022, the goal of "Increasing women's participation and leadership at the decision-making level" is enshrined, including a balanced representation of men and women in the management level of public institutions. In this context, 3 female ministers, 5 state secretaries, and the first female provincial governor have been appointed to the government.

The website www.tentsuu.mn is running with the purpose of increasing the participation of women at the decision-making level, ensuring the right of women to vote and be elected, establish a quota for female candidates, eliminate traditional views that hinder the support of women at the decision-making level, provide online support to women, share experience and knowledge to increase the education of voters..

Within the framework of the project "Increasing gender equality and women's participation at the decision-making level" implemented by the National Gender Committee, Women for Change NGO and MONFEMNET National Network NGO Consortium successfully implemented the "Complex Program of Women's Political Leadership". As a result, a total of 150 women have participated and successfully graduated from the 60-hour program over the last 4 years, which aims to create a pool of trained women who are willing to run for political office.. 

Meetings to promote cooperation and leadership and policy discussions among women leaders working at the decision-making level of the government, such as ministers, deputy ministers, state secretaries, heads of agencies, chairpersons of capital and district councils, governors, and deputy governors have been successfully organized by the National Gender Committee. The participants of the meeting raised policy issues about how female executives working at the decision-making level of the government should work together to produce results on specific issues, how to prepare and train women working for the state as civil servants to work at the managerial level, and regularly shared good practices.

At the request of the Crime Prevention Coordinating Council Office (CPCCO), and with the support of the United Nations Population Fund, the Researcher NGO carried out an impact assessment on the implementation of the Law on Combating Domestic Violence and related regulations. The results of this research were presented at the meeting of the sub-council for the prevention of domestic violence and crimes against children, held on November 2, 2023, and the National Conference on Multilateral Cooperation in Combating Domestic Violence, held on December 11, 2023.

General Overview Research to integrate and evaluate previous researches made between 2017-2022 regarding Combating and preventing domestic violence was conducted by the Development Legal Center NGO, With the support of the United Nations Population Fund at the request of the CPCCO. The results were presented at the meeting of the sub-council for the prevention of domestic violence and crimes against children on November 2, 2023..

As part of the Asian Development Bank's "Preventing Domestic Violence against Girls and Women" project, criminological and victimological research is being conducted to determine the causes and conditions of domestic violence.

CPCCO, in cooperation with the Ministry of Health, is conducting an assessment to ensure the readiness of the health sector to respond to domestic and gender-based violence. A draft "Plan to Prevent Domestic and Gender-Based Violence" is being developed based on the results of the assessment.

CPCCO has organized the following activities to support and empower the activities of the Joint Team to Combat Domestic Violence as stipulated in Article 20 of the Law on Combating Domestic Violence. It includes:

· Capacity-building workshops for the members of the Joint Team to Combat Domestic Violence have been carried out with the support of the Asian Development Bank in 12 provinces, and 5 districts, and with the support of the United Nations Population Fund in 9 provinces and 4 districts are being organized the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, CPCCO, and the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection since May 2023. More than 4,680 members of 780 joint teams from 21 provinces and 9 districts have participated in this training so far.
· With the support of the Save the Children Foundation, a capacity training workshop for police psychologists on "Compulsory behavioral training and overcoming violence" was organized on May 24-26, 2023, where 14 provincial police officers and 3 metropolitan police officers participated.
· - Methodology and capacity training workshop to provide legal assistance to indigent victims of domestic violence "Victim-Centered Proceedings" was carried out with the support of UNFPA's "Gender-Based Violence Project" and Save the Children's "Protecting Girls from Violence and Exploitation" project on May 2, 3, and December 4, 2023. The workshop was attended by 45 lawyers who provide legal assistance to insolvent persons. The workshop was organized in 21 provinces on May 12-25, 2023, and 89 lawyers from 19 provinces participated..
A total of 9 credits of subjects has been introduced to the curriculum of the  "Police Studies" bachelor's program of the Police School of the University of Internal Affairs for the academic year 2023-2024. The subjects include "Child Protection and Combating Domestic Violence", "Civil and Family Law", "Child Protection and Police Work", and "Professional Psychology"..

The National Police Agency introduced and covered workshops on February 15, 2023, on the use of newly developed software and information communication equipment for receiving calls and information related to domestic violence, giving advice, recording, transmitting, and reporting to the officers of the Temporary Shelter under the Metropolitan Police Directorate.

In cooperation with the Ministry of Health and the United Nations Population Fund, a workshop on "Providing health care and services to victims of gender-based and sexual violence" was organized on December 20-22, 2023, where 70 obstetricians were involved.

The Ministry of Health regularly conducts training on the following topics for doctors and medical professionals in health institutions in order to improve the effectiveness of law enforcement activities and to increase knowledge and understanding of domestic violence. These include:
- "Understanding and identifying domestic violence"
- "Providing temporary protection to abused children"
- "Evaluation of the degree of danger"
- "Communicating with victims of domestic violence"
- "Psychology of victims of domestic violence"
- "Providing health care and services to victims of domestic violence"
- "Techniques for providing psychological care to victims of violence and perpetrators of violence"
- "Some issues to consider in combating gender-based violence".

On May 1, 2023, CPCCO signed a "Cooperation Agreement" with the Chairmen of the Local Councils of 21 provinces in order to finance, support, and empower the activities of the Joint Team to Combat Domestic Violence as stipulated in the Law on Combating Domestic Violence, with a total amount of MNT 170,400,000. Also, a draft project for supporting and financing the activities of the Joint Team, which will be funded by the Asian Development Bank, was prepared and presented to the online meeting of the respective CPCCOs of 21 Provinces and 9 Districts on June 12, 2023. There, a funding agreement of 2 million MNT was signed and the funds were transferred.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

CPCCO has carried out the following educational activities in the field of combating and preventing violence against women, especially domestic and sexual violence. It includes:

1. Within the framework of the Asian Development Bank-funded "Combating Domestic Violence Against Children and Women" project, a workshop on "Compulsory training methods to influence the behavior of violent offenders" was organized on September 14 and 15, 2023. A total of 100 officers, including court decision enforcement officers, social workers, psychologists, custodial and non-custodial sentence enforcement officers, and training officers participated in the training. The contents of the training were to provide understanding and methodology on how to effectively organize training suitable for adults with certain psychological characteristics who commit violence.

2. The "One Color" information campaign was launched on September 18, 2023, within the framework of the "Combating domestic violence against children and women" project funded by the Asian Development Bank. The "One Color" campaign aims to prevent domestic violence, raise awareness of its harmful effects, change social stereotypes which are the main factors for gender-based violence, disseminate information aimed at ensuring gender equality, and thus positively influence the behavior and attitudes of citizens. In addition, to promote the activities of the Joint Team and to increase the awareness of citizens about their work, the short series "TOLERANCE" was made available to the public.

As of 2023, 30 family counseling centers are operating in 21 provinces, the capital's 9 districts, having their service schedules, and procedures approved, with 64 social workers and psychologists working at them. Through these centers, a total of 53,519 citizens, 38,085 adults, 15,434 children, and 21,878 families were provided with development and protection services. Out of them, 9,565 citizens were counseled individually, in groups, or in pairs. A total number of 73,459 training or counseling instances were carried out, providing 8,481 people with appropriate and necessary services, including physical and mental health services, rehabilitation, social welfare, legal aid, and child protection services.

The etuslamj.mn platform for protection services for victims of domestic violence was introduced. The platform consists of 2 main parts: an integrated registration program for social work and services provided to children and women victims of domestic violence, and information and counseling for the prevention of domestic violence for the public. The platform is intended to educate the public, prevent domestic violence, obtain information about legal and victim services easily, and receive online counseling from professional psychologists and lawyers to deal with family relationship problems and violence via Chatbot. This provides an opportunity to quickly access protection services in case of abuse or possible abuse. 

The Temporary Shelter and One-Stop Service Center, which functions as a temporary shelter for victims of domestic violence, complies with the MNS 6040 standard "General requirements for temporary shelter services" in its operations. The following methodological manual has been developed for the capacity training of officers working with victims of domestic violence. It includes:  
· - Manual for providing social and psychological counseling to victims of violence,
· - A manual for socio-psychological counseling for child victims of sexual violence and their families,
· - Gender-based violence prevention manual and training module for people with disabilities
· - Teacher's manual "Khurekhui Program" for protection and prevention of sexual violence against children
· - Case settlement guide for Social Workers,
· - Methodological manual for providing socio-psychological support to men.

In the revision of the Law on Child Protection approved by the Parliament on January 17, 2024, the prevention of violence against children in all social environments and the protection services for children in risky situations has been improved. For example, Chapter 2 of the law embodies child protection services, providing for 3 types of emergency assistance, protection, rehabilitation, and prevention, and the 6 stages of child protection case management. Chapter 3 of the law expands child protection in the family and social environments and includes the following issues:
· Child protection in family environment,
· Child protection in the educational environment,
· Child protection in health care,
· Child protection in the media, online environment, and broadcasting services,
· Child protection in cultural and sports activities,
· Child protection during public events and services,
· Child protection during disasters and emergencies,
· Child protection during investigation and court proceedings.

New temporary shelters have been established and started operating in 5 target areas. With the opening of the new temporary shelters, the capacity of the Temporary Shelters in Mongolia has increased by 61 beds. (Nalaikh 14; Uvs 13, Selenge 7; Sukhbaatar 8; Songinohairkhan 19 beds respectively). The temporary shelters in Uvs province and Songinohairkhan district were established with drawings and technical solutions that meet the special needs of people with disabilities. 

Trainers and training manuals for supporting people with disabilities have been developed. The recruitment of 30 trainers was announced openly in 5 target communities of the project and organized in January-February 2023. Out of 157 people registered, a total of 30 people were selected as support group trainers. It included 15 people with disabilities and 15 caregivers of people with disabilities.

The Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of Mongolia, together with the General Department of Development of People with Disabilities, organized a workshop on "Providing friendly services to victims of domestic violence with disabilities" for 70 psychologists, social workers, and coordinators of the One-Stop Service Center and Temporary Shelters with participating. By organizing the workshop, the victims of domestic violence who served at the One Point Service Center and the Temporary Shelter learned the methodology of providing services to disabled citizens.

The construction of a temporary shelter to provide safety and assistance to victims of domestic violence began on April 10, 2023. This temporary shelter has the capacity to receive victims of domestic violence regardless of age, gender, disability, and the elderly, and provides psychological and health services, group and individual counseling, life skills practice, training rooms, libraries, recreation room, and a children's playroom, as well as a room for the elderly and people with disabilities. The shelter was built in accordance with the Mongolian standard MNS60:40:2019, and other relevant international standards, has a total area of 2621.3 m2, and can accommodate 60-80 people at a time.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

The Ministry of Education and Science developed an online platform MEDLE.MN for the purposes of providing an independent learning platform regardless of breaks, mandatory online learning situations, emergency situations or force majeure events, with online classes prepared by Mongolia's best teachers from all around the country.

Starting from the 2022-2023 school year, 16 high school elective classes were transferred to an online form. A total of 9,028 10th-grade students and 6,511 11th-grade students from 475 schools (120 from the capital, 125 from province centers, 222 from soums, 7 from bags, and 1 from the Republic of Korea) have participated in such online classes. 282 teachers from 152 schools (54 from the capital, 98 from provinces) have taught 571 10th-grade classes, and 453 11th-grade classes. 

By the order "Approving Procedures" dated 2022. and order No. A/384 "Renewing methodology" of the Minister of Education and Science dated 2022,  the procedure for selecting contents of secondary school content was approved. With this, an open selection is being carried out between teachers who are participating. As of the end of the year, the "Medle" content database contained 9,027 regular courses, 147 textbooks, 4,024 tv courses, 230 interactive content, 3,500 interactive exercise worksheets, 805 virtual laboratories, and 413 e-skills courses. In cooperation with the Polish educational technology company "Learnetic", the Ministry of Education and Science has completely converted all the exercises and tasks of 33 elementary school textbooks to an interactive format. Regarding the conversion of textbooks to electronic format, the content, methodology, control of assignments, and the task of converting assignment instructions into electronic format were carried out by a team of academic and research staff of the Educational Research Institute, Educational Evaluation Center, Educational information technology center, and teachers of universities, colleges, and secondary schools.

In 2023, the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection, in cooperation with Unitel Group, and the United Nations Population Fund, established Unitel Hub study rooms in 11 provinces where you can watch movies (IPTV), read, and listen to books using desktop computers, smart tablets, and high-speed Internet. Organized training and workshops for experts and trainers who will be in charge of the study rooms have been carried out. Now Unitel hub study rooms have started operating in 12 provinces, and such services have been provided to more than 500 youths. Through the hub, we are organizing Robokid and Electrokid courses to provide young people with a basic understanding and knowledge of new technologies. In 2022, the study room hub was established in Darkhan-Uul Province, started its operation, and was successfully implemented. The activity report of the Unitel hub in Darkhan-Uul Province was presented to the experts of 21 provinces and 9 districts as good practices.

The "Plan to be Taken in 2023-2025 to Support the Development and Provide Preschool Education to Young Children of Border Guards" program has been approved by the 2023 joint order of the Minister of Justice and Internal Affairs, the Minister of Education and Science, and the Minister of Labor and Social Protecion, and is being implemented. A total of 1,651 children from remote provinces who do not have access to pre-school education were enrolled in such programs.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

In 2022-2023, the Ministry of Education and Science conducted an analysis of 65 sets of curriculums and 33 types of 174 preschool, elementary, middle school, and high school textbooks. Based on the results of these studies, preparations are underway to update the curriculum.

The General Law on Education adopted by the Parliament in July 2023 and other relevant laws stipulate that the curriculums of preschool and secondary education should have a concept. The concept is to be discussed and approved at a Government level by the National Council. This has become an important legislation to ensure the quality and sustainability of the curriculum. In this regard, the draft of the curriculum concept was presented and discussed with more than 1,200 people, including representatives of government and professional organizations, researchers, parents, and the public in 2023. The curriculum concept draft includes principles and content of the curriculum specifically for students with special needs, and ways to implement them in either classroom, non-classroom situations, or a mixed situation. 

After the approval of the curriculum concept for pre-school and secondary education, the phased reform of the curriculum will begin. During the curriculum reform, it is planned to develop a special curriculum for students with special needs.
 
The standard training programs "Spatial and Movement Orientation" and "Domestic Orientation" for visually impaired students of grades I-V and the standard training program "Sign Language" for grades I-V for hearing impaired students are being implemented. 15 types of textbooks and teacher's manuals specially made in accordance with the learning characteristics of children with disabilities have been published in general education schools and 647 textbooks in Braille for visually impaired students have been published and are being used in training. All types of textbooks have been made in both physical copies and online copies and have been uploaded to the Medlee.mn site. In addition, the "Virtual Sign Language Interpreter" application is being developed. The standard curriculum and learning guidelines for mobile teachers in Mongolian language, social studies, mathematics, and visual arts are being developed and implemented by order of the Minister of Education and Science.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

The Ministry of Labour and Social Protection, in collaboration with the Children's Council of Mongolia, organized the "Be a Friend" national campaign to prevent peer pressure and bullying in 9 districts and 21 provinces. A total of 86,129 children were involved in 5 meetings and online trainings on how peers influence each other and how to cooperate.

Development centers for people with disabilities have been established in Arkhangai, Dundgobi, Khuvsgul, Hovd, Dornod, Darkhan-Uul provinces, and the buildings have been transferred to the state commission. According to Government Resolution No. 164 of 2021, it was decided to operate the Center for the Development of Persons with Disabilities in the above-mentioned 6 provinces as local branches of the "Rehabilitation and Training Center". The structure, staff, and rules of the center were approved by the order No. A/159 of 2022 of the Minister of Labor and Social Protecion. The center will operate in the following areas: 
· Early detection of children's disabilities, developing a development plan suitable for each child, providing movement therapy, occupational therapy, and speech therapy services,
· Developing plans and providing services aimed at restoring the limited mobility of adults with disabilities to the maximum possible level, implementing rehabilitation programs after stroke and accidents, providing support and counseling to families and caregivers of persons with disabilities,
· Including disabled people in employment, vocational training, independent living, and other development services
· Providing advice for children and citizens with disabilities on appropriate assistive products and supporting them in purchasing such products. Organizing workshops on their utility and repairing assistive devices such as wheelchairs, crutches, belts,
· To provide professional and methodological support in the field of rehabilitation assistance and services to other organizations engaged in similar activities,
· Implement projects and programs in cooperation with other countries and international organizations..

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

According to the order of the Minister of Education and Science dated 2022, the guidelines for inclusive education have been approved and are being implemented. 790 items of 21 types of equipment were supplied to 6 special needs schools and 2 kindergartens with an investment of 400 million MNT from the state budget in order to provide appropriate materials and equipment necessary for the education of children with disabilities and to increase accessibility. Within the framework of projects and programs of international organizations cooperating in the field of supporting inclusive education, 39 schools were supplied with 175 types of 3,302 equipments, and children with disabilities were provided with appropriate equipment and materials for their education. 

A total of 3.2 billion MNT was spent on providing special and additional appropriate materials to support the education and development of children with disabilities, furnishing 80 classrooms to support child development, and supplying necessary furniture, computers, electrical appliances, equipment, books, and teaching materials.

Enrollment of children with disabilities increased from 8,370 during the 2022-2023 school year to 10,560 in the 2023-2024 school year. 5,383 people were provided with Training and influence activities to raise awareness of the importance of inclusive education, 982 teachers and administrators were trained to develop the culture and policy of inclusive education, 14 video lessons on methods of working with children with 6 types of disabilities were provided to the public with open access.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

Based on the results of the "Integrating curriculum and language learning" methodological experiment conducted by the National Institute of Educational Research in some schools of Bayan-Olgii Province, the project "Guidelines for Bilingual Education" was developed in cooperation with relevant professional organizations.

Under the General Law on Education adopted by the Parliament in July 2023 and other relevant laws stipulated, the curriculum concepts of preschool and general education were adopted. As per the concepts, the "Bilingual Program" is being developed and is planned to be approved by the Minister of Education and Science. 

The Tuva language learning manual for elementary school students in grades 1-5 was published in 2013-2018. In 2023, the contents and methodological improvements were made for the first time regarding the manuals. A total of 1500 textbooks, 300 copies per language level (Tuva language 1, 2, 3, 4, 5) were introduced and are being used for classes. For the children living in Tsagaan Nuur Soum, Khuvsgul Province, who do not learn their mother tongue, a basic manual of the Tuva language has been improved and 300 copies have been delivered.

	IMPLEMENTED

In the revision of the Law on Child Protection approved by the Parliament on January 17, 2024, the law reflected the types of child protection services, stages of case management, management of child protection, administrative supervision of child protection services, and regulated every government organization's role in supporting child protection. The revised legislation also requires every member of the government to include the expenses required for child protection services in their budget package every year.

As of 2023, the General Authority of Child and Family Development Protection provided 63,703 children with immediate protection, protection, and rehabilitation services. These include:

· Children at risk – 15,905 in 2023,
· Sexually abused children - 452 in 2023,
· Children who visited the legal center – 1,840 in 2023
· Working children - 618 in 2023,
· Racer children - 11,207 in 2023,
· Unsupervised children - 117 in 2023,
· Children who visited temporary shelters and one-stop service centers – 3,381. 
The 108 telephone service center for child protection receives information about violations of children's rights, and provides necessary advice and information to children through phone, chat, and text messages. Outreach to 108 telephone services by children, adults, and the public has tripled in the last 3 years. 111776 calls in 2022 and 111223 calls were received in 2023. These include: 

- In 2022, there were 9,294 calls to open child protection cases, and 81% of cases were resolved.
- In 2023, 9,763 cases were opened and 78.3% of the cases were resolved.. 

A total of 77 inspectors of Children's Rights are working to investigate and solve violations of children's rights. In 2023, the following types and number of violations stipulated in Article 6.20 of the Law on Violations were held responsible:

- a parent or a guardian intentionally depriving a child of clothes, food, or shelter - 6 violations;
- violations in which the non-fulfillment of legal guardianship and parenting duties do not amount to criminal liability with a penalty of fine for individuals in the amount of two hundred units, and a legal entity in the amount of two thousand units - 30 instances;
- instances of violations where the child's right to education, development, and living in a healthy and safe environment is restricted or deprived where an individual penalty is a fine amounting to one hundred units, and a legal entity in the amount of one thousand units - 64 instances;
- using a child's name or using a child illegally to participate in activities that pose danger to the child's health and safety, or participate in games, festivals, or other events that are harmful to his life, health, or reputation, for profit. The penalty for such a violation is a fine of five hundred units for an individual and five thousand units for a legal entity - 17 instances;
- Violation of children's rights due to the failure of schools, boarding schools, daycare centers, child protection centers, and other organizations that protect children's rights to create a safe and friendly environment for children will result in an individual responsibility of fine equal to 100 units, legal entity's responsibility of fine equal to one thousand units - 16 instances;
- Physical abuse or neglect of a child, or being intoxicated, drugged, or violent acts in the presence of a child where the acts do not amount to criminal responsibility is punishable by a fine of three hundred units per individual - 26 instances.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

Based on the principles of equal access and non-discrimination, 39 provisions with respect to quality education regardless of special needs, or needs arising from differences in education, special talents, language, culture, gender, society, economy, and location have been introduced to the Package Law on Education approved by the Parliament in 2023, creating a more inclusive legal environment, allowing for better education for all. 

Chapter 3, Article 6 of the Law on Preschool and General Education which concerns Equal Access to Education has been included. The article regulates providing quality education to students regardless of their different needs, providing them with appropriate materials for their education, providing comprehensive development services for children with disabilities, strengthening public-private partnerships, developing services that support education, employing teaching assistants depending on the different needs of students, developing individual training plans for children with special needs with the help of their parents' or guardians'. Such regulation creates a legal framework for equal inclusion of children with special needs in education, and a positive social attitude will be created to accept, respect, and support them.

During the 2022-2023 school year, 1,736 children with different needs diagnosed by the branch commission were provided educational services with the support of parents through individual study plans.

62 children with disabilities who could not receive education due to health reasons are receiving educational and comprehensive support services at General Education School No. 70, "Eeltei Yertunts" NGO's "Enerel" Children's Center, and "Enerliin tuuchee" NGO's "Khusliin Ordon" Kindergarten.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

The action plan "Maternal, Childrens’, and Reproductive Health" (2021-2024) was adopted by the order of the Minister of Health dated February 9, 2021, and is being implemented. The action plan includes 72 actions within 5 objectives. In this context, the following measures were taken:

- Within the framework of the first objective of improving the legal environment of maternal, children’s, and reproductive health and expanding public-private partnership and inter-sectoral cooperation, the National Health Insurance Council adopted a resolution No. 08/2023 in the area of ​​updating the cost of care services for newborns and diseases prevalent during pregnancy, childbirth, and after birth. As part of the work of updating the costs, a new package of pregnancy care and services was developed which includes care and services of prenatal care packages, and normal and high-risk pregnancy care packages, for which the insurance fund provides funding of 60,000 MNT for each visit. The Standing Committee on Social Policy of the Parliament held an online discussion on "Nutrition during pregnancy and breastfeeding" on October 9, 2023, including 21 provinces, soums, 9 districts, and family health centers, with the participation of doctors, midwives, and pregnant and lactating mothers.

- As part of the second goal of strengthening resources for maternal, children's, and reproductive care and services, the Ministry of Health's Order No. A/313 dated June 10, 2022 adopted the guideline "Methodology for managing complications of pregnancy and childbirth". In this context, 64 doctors and midwives were trained in the maternity wards of 21 provincial general hospitals and 5 maternity hospitals from Ulaanbaatar. As part of the project "Achieving Sustainable Development Goals and Reducing Maternal, Infant, and Child Mortality by Improving Medical Care and Services," 25 types of equipment worth 677.5 million MNT were provided to the general hospitals of Bulgan, Bayan-Olgii, Khuvsgul provinces, general hospital of Zamiin-Uud soum of Dornogovi province, and the Regional Diagnostic and Treatment Center of Dornod province on September 13, 2023.

- Within the framework of the third goal of research and analysis in the priority areas of maternal, children, and reproduction, the 34th academic conference "Mother and Children's Health-Scientific Studies" was held under the theme "Researching preventable diseases and mortality factors" on September 14 and 15, 2023. Representatives of the Ministry of Health, UNFPA, more than 10 scientists from the Republic of Korea and Taiwan, and more than 100 doctors and medical specialists took part in the conference.

Regarding the analysis of childhood cancer and the problems to be solved:

- "Cancer care, services and supporting factors for children" interdisciplinary consultation meeting was held in December 2022. Discussions regarding societal problems posed by children with cancer and possible solutions took place with the supporting comments and opinions of parents of children with cancer. It was decided to conduct a policy analysis to determine the current situation of children with cancer, and based on the research, to work on reforming the legal environment to improve social welfare services for them.

In this context, the interdisciplinary discussion "Analysis of the legal environment of social protection and education services for children with cancer" was jointly organized by the Ministry of Health and the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection on July 6, 2023. Discussions regarding improving accessibility, social, psychological, and educational support services for children with cancer and their families, the legal environment of social security assistance, and support for children with cancer took place.
 
Also, the results of the policy analysis of the problems that children with cancer, their families, and society face, the relevant legal environment, health, and educational problems were presented, and recommendations were developed in each sector.

In order to increase the quality and availability of medical care and services for children with cancer, and to improve the legal environment, a training course involving more than 120 medical specialists from the eastern and central regions to introduce "Early diagnosis of childhood cancer and clinical guidelines for 6 prevalent tumors" was held in cooperation with the National Center for Maternal and Child Health on September 13-17, and October 18-22, 2023. 

Regarding the 6 global initiatives to increase accessibility, medical services, and supply of medicines included in clinical guidelines for cancer care:

The World Health Organization, the United Nations Children's Fund, and the U.S-based "St. Jude" Children's Cancer Research Hospital are jointly implementing the "Global Platform for Access to Childhood Cancer Medicines" project /2023-2027/. 1 country was selected from each of the 6 WHO regions, and Mongolia was selected from the Western Pacific region. Within this context, Mongolia signed a letter of intent with the WHO on December 11th, 2023. Within the framework of the initiative, drugs that are essential for the care of six types of cancer that mainly occur in children, and that have undergone WHO pre-certification or that meet the quality and safety standards of countries with strict drug regulation, will be supplied free of charge until 2027.

As one of the chosen countries for the implementation of the project, a working group has been established to regulate the supply of medicines.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

Under the 2022 order "Procedures for the Prevention and Early Detection of Infectious and Non-Communicable Diseases Based on Population Age, Gender, and Health Risk" by the Minister of Health, a comprehensive health check-up for 18 and 36-month-old infants was organized from May 1 to 9, 2022. As of the first half of 2023, more than 24,400 infants were enrolled in early detection. Infants at risk of disability were sent to specialists for diagnosis. 48 ​​infants were treated in a rehabilitation clinic, 41 infants were treated for acute malnutrition under the supervision of a doctor at a family health center, and 25 infants were admitted to permanent care.

For the purposes of improving the quality of family planning, health care, and services for children at primary health care institutions in rural, local, and low-income children. WHO was developing a methodology for evaluating the quality of family planning, health care, and services for young children in primary healthcare institutions based on Western Pacific standards. A meeting was held on June 2, 2023, between the representatives of the Ministry of Health, the Mongolian National University of Medical Sciences, the World Health Organization, and the UNFPA, to discuss the WHO's work on such methodology development.  As per the evaluation method, 14 family health institutions have been evaluated, and the evaluation report has been and finalized.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

The Ministry of Labour and Social Protection held workshops on "Forward methods for nurturing children", in which a total of 21,678 citizens, 7,736 representatives of parents' councils, and 61,928 civil servants were included. The workshop was organized for the purposes of preventing children from being exposed to domestic violence and crime in family environments, providing parents with knowledge and information on nurturing and raising children positively, creating healthy and safe environments for children to live in, raising family values, and mutual understanding.

For parents and guardians, the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection has prepared step-by-step instructions for installing and using the Google Family Link, a parental control program, to monitor their children's online activities and prevent them from becoming victims of online crimes and violations.

The Internet Watch Foundation (IWF), an international reporting system, has started to inform the public about making a request in Mongolian for the deletion of online data such as pictures and videos used for sexual abuse of children on social media or online environments.

10 types of instructions with step-by-step guide for installing and using the Google Family Link application, a parental control program for Android phones and smart devices commonly used in Mongolia, have been translated into Mongolian and uploaded to www.ekids.mn and the Child Protection on Social media page.

Starting from January 2023, "Trust phone" service was introduced. As of 2023, this service has been implemented in 273 schools and 13 boarding houses (224 provincial schools and 54 schools in the capital) with funding from local administration and citizens. The service has been placed in 8 locations nationwide, including military units, hospitals, intercity transport stops, and ticket offices.

	AT IMPLEMENTATION STAGE 

On January 17, 2024, the Parliament approved the revision of the Law on Child Protection, requiring each sector to develop a policy and plan for child protection in accordance with the "Methodology and Norms of Child Protection Service Costs" regulation approved by the Government. Regulations on child protection services, quality of services, financing methods, effective expenditure of budget, and monitoring were adopted as the budget for child protection measures increased to 14 billion MNT in the 2024 Budget Law of Mongolia. 

Within the framework of the "Policies and Directions for Child Protection" approved by Resolution No. 03 of 2018 of the National Council for Children, and Article 43.3 of the Labor Law, the Minister of Labor and Social Protecion adopted the "Model Instructions for the Implementation of the Child Protection Policy" by Order No. A/110 of 2022, and "Child Protection Policy for Different Sectors" by Order No. A/111. 

The Ministry of Labor and Social Protection provided technical and methodological assistance to organizations and enterprises for them to adopt and implement a child-friendly "Child Protection Policy" based on children's rights and business principles. 120 people were trained as teachers by the Mongolian National Chamber of Commerce and Industry, the Mongolian Employers' Federation, the Confederation of Mongolian Trade Union, and NGOs. Child-friendly environment and child protection criteria are also included in the award criteria for the best enterprise of the year.

As of 2023, 9 ministries, 2,660 enterprises, and organizations have adopted child protection policies; 6,374 enterprises, and organizations have established parents' councils; 629 organizations have furnished children's rooms; 75 organizations have established their kindergartens to create a child-friendly environment.

In 2021, the Parliament approved the revision of the "Labor Law" and introduced the following changes:

- Persons participating in employment and labor relations must adhere to the basic principle of "prohibition of child labor and elimination of intolerable forms of child labor", and respect their "fundamental rights".

In order to ensure the implementation of the Labor law, the following documents are adopted: 

- The "List of workplaces where employment of minors is prohibited" was updated by the Minister of Labor and Social Protection's Order No. A/122 of 2022;
- The "Types of simple jobs which persons over the age of 13 can work, and their employment conditions" was adopted by Order No. A/123 of 2022 by the Minister of Labor and Social Protection, and the state inspectors of children's rights are working to monitor them.

State Inspectors of Children's Rights conducted 352 inspections in 2023. In 2023, the inspectors provided child protection services to 618 working children.

The conference was attended by 115 people in person, including representatives of ministries, agencies, international and non-governmental organizations, and tripartite partnerships for labor and social security. Representatives of provincial, capital, and district Family, Children, and Youth Development Departments, and the General Department of Labor, Welfare, and Services participated online.

At the meeting, discussions on the topics of children's rights and child labor took place, and appropriate recommendations were made. The directions for implementing the recommendations were sent to all ministries, provinces, capitals, and district governors by letter No. 01/2105 dated August 25, 2023, of the Minister of Labor and Social Protection. 

Regarding the implementation of the recommendations, opinions were exchanged between the Ministry of Justice and Internal Affairs, Ministry of Education and Science, and Ministry of Food, Agriculture, and Light Industry, and certain measures were added to the "2024 Intersectoral Action Plan for Protection of Children's Rights".  

The revision of the Law on Child Protection includes provisions that prohibit parents and guardians from engaging in child labor.

In the revision of the Law on Child Protection approved by the Parliament on January 17, 2024, certain provisions were approved to strengthen family-centered child protection and to prevent children from any kind of violence. For example, in the context of child protection in the family, the following can be considered as putting a child in a dangerous situation:

- Abusive treatment of children, humiliation, use of physical punishment;
- Abuse of rights of parents on children, neglect of children;
- Intolerable forms of employment,
- Transmitting or posting information, audio, text, and photographs that adversely affect the rights and honor of their children;
- Consuming alcoholic beverages in the presence of a child, or entering an environment or residence where children live or study while intoxicated.

The following provisions were introduced to prevent and protect children from being exposed to crimes, violations, violence, and peer bullying in educational institutions and boarding houses: 

- to operate a system for receiving complaints and information regarding violence and peer bullying,
- immediately notify the family, parents, guardians, and custodians in case the child does not come to school for unknown reasons,
- to prohibit children from participating in activities that may harm their life, health, and safety,
- to take measures to prevent and protect children from exposure to harmful habits, alcohol, drugs, and all forms of addiction,
- assess whether children are at risk, give appropriate counseling, detect social and psychological problems of each child, and regularly study and investigate relevant issues throughout the school year. 

The law also specifies the duty of jockeys to ensure children's rights, life, health, and safety during the preparation for horse races and other situations not regulated by the Law on National Festival: 

- to not restrict the rights of the child jockeys to education, 
- to subject the racing child to a full medical examination and to make a report on the growth and development of child jockeys,
- provide protective clothing and equipment that meet the requirements of approved standards, insure them for accidents,
- immediate provision of medical care and services to child jockeys in the event of harm to the health of child jockeys, or in situations in which their life or health may be harmed, 
- prohibition of allowing the child jockeys to race more than twice in one day. This provision does not apply to the preparatory phase of the competition,
- to conclude an agreement regarding the child's health, safety, incentives, targets, and prizes in writing or in electronic form with the parents, guardians, or custodians of the child jockeys,
- supervision of local child and family development organizations, districts or local governors, children and family social workers to ensure that child jockeys are insured with accident insurance and whether they use protective clothing that meets the standards. 

The law also prohibits "persons who have been criminally liable for crimes against children or against sexual freedom and inviolability of a person" from working at organizations that protect children's rights and provide child protection services, or perform tasks and duties related to children.

The following measures were implemented under the "Protecting Children from Human Trafficking", a project within the framework of the "Child Protection Partnership Compact Agreement" between Mongolia and the United States:

- The "Home Visiting Program", a program to train family counselors, and through them, identify problems in the family, provide family members with basic social services, and improve their quality of life with their participation was implemented. As a result of the program, 220 counselors have been trained, more than 2,000 children from 1,000 families are monitored regularly every month, and they have been provided and connected to the necessary social services.
- The handbooks for "Smart Guide" and "Voice for Change Program" have been prepared, and provided to 63 general education schools and 19 vocational education institutions. In this context, 100 youth clubs have been established, 159 mentors and 155 youth mentors have been trained, and more than 1430 children and teenagers are participating in the programs. 14 youth clubs organized an influence campaign, reaching 10,000 people and reaching 18,000 people online.

Under the "2023 Impact and Promotion Plan" of the "Protecting Children from Human Trafficking" project, the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection, the CPCCO, the United States Department of State, the World Vision International Organization, the Asia Foundation, and Mongol Content LLC organized the influence campaign "INFORM AND BE INFORMED" to enlighten and increase public awareness which reached 17,000 people.

As of 2023, a total of 614 (male-403, female-211) civil servants from 21 provinces and 5 districts (Bayanzurkh, Sukhbaatar, Bagakhangai, Baganuur, Nalaikh) have received training. This includes 110 judges (male-44, female-66), 132 prosecutors (male-55, female-77), and 372 police officers (male-304, female-68). Pre- and post-training tests are taken from the training participants and the results of the training are evaluated quantitatively. The pre-training average test score of the 614 civil servants who participated in the training was 57.2%, while the average score of the post-training was 72.5%, showing a 15.3% increase in knowledge and understanding of human trafficking crimes.

Within the framework of the "Protecting Girls from Violence and Exploitation" project (2021-2024), the "Improving Child Protection in Cooperation with Schools" project (2023-2025) and the "Strengthening Child Protection in Educational Environments" project implemented by the Japan Save the Children Foundation, the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection, the Ministry of Education and Science, and the Japan Save the Children Foundation jointly organized the following activities: 

- organized capacity training workshops for administrations and human resources responsible for child protection at schools and khoroos (provincial units) of Bayangol, Bayanzurkh, Sukhbaatar, and Chingeltei districts,
- Under the regulations adopted by the Secretary of State of the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection, the "You are not alone" impact campaign to prevent violence and exploitation of girls and women was organized at the national level in October-November 2023. A total of 117,178 citizens, encompassing 26,148 employees of more than 375 organizations, 22,305 parents, and 64,300 students took part in the campaign in person. More than 323,919 people participated in the campaign online, gaining an understanding of how to recognize forms of violence and exploitation, and how to protect themselves, their friends, and their children.

The "Prevention of Violence against Women and Assistance to Victims of Sexual Exploitation" project has been successfully implemented since 2019 in cooperation with the Mongolian Ministry of Labor and Social Protection and the People's Republic of Korea's Ministry of Gender Equality and Family. This project was implemented within the framework of the main goal of influencing relevant policies by strengthening the partnership between the state and civil society in the fight against human trafficking and sexual exploitation. The executing agency of the project was an NGO that has worked to battle human trafficking since 2000, "The Gender Equality Center". 

Within the framework of the project, the following activities took place in 2023:

-  An informative workshop on prevention of human trafficking and sexual exploitation was provided to 763 people from 5 target groups in person and 31 people from 4 target groups online. 78% of the students were women and 22% were men. Such a workshop was also organized for a total of 40 parents from the suburbs of Ulaanbaatar. In the future, it is planned to organize the workshop in person as well as provide such informative training to provincial locals through an online training platform. By developing the online training platform, communities from Ulaanbaatar City and other local communities will have the opportunity to study the courses.
-  Although the project has ended, the development and introduction of an online learning platform have provided the public with opportunities to study the course online,
- Organized a workshop meeting and training for professional groups on the implementation of the guidelines for identifying and detecting victims of human trafficking, including social workers, psychologists, and law enforcement officers of Temporary Shelters, totaling 140 people.
- A competition for works on the issue of human trafficking and sexual exploitation was announced among artists in cooperation with the Ministry of Culture, and the competition was held on September 25, 2023. Activities were organized to influence the public, target groups, and people at the decision-making level through the submitted works.

The executing agency of the project was an NGO that has worked to battle human trafficking since 2000, "The Gender Equality Center". “The Gender Equality Center” NGO has provided the victims of human trafficking and sexual exploitation with the following services: 

- 3 girls and women who were victims were subject to primary assistance and rehabilitation services, and were provided assistance and support for them to return to normal life,
- professional orientation training for 2 women who became victims, activities to help and empower 2 women victims to start small businesses,
- 14 victims of one case approached legal institutions and appointed a lawyer to protect their legal interests. 3 victims were placed in a protective shelter for 23 days for safety reasons.

By the 2023 order of the Minister of Justice and Internal Affairs, a Working Group was established to develop a methodology for determining the level of harm caused to the human psyche due to crime. The Supreme Court of Mongolia, with its resolution No.25 of 3rd of July, 2023, the "Standard method of compensation for psychological harm" was adopted.

- The following activities were organized as part of the HIV and AIDS prevention activities aimed at gay men (risk group):
· 3 sessions of HIV, AIDS, and STD prevention training for risk groups in Darkhan-Uul and Orkhon provinces with a total of 50 participants
· 2 sessions of training on reducing risk behavior for risk groups over 25 years old with a total of 54 participants
· Training on reducing risk behavior for risk groups aged 15-24 with a total of 25 participants
· 3 sessions with a total of 481 participants, holding public presentation events to assess HIV and gender-based violence and discrimination while accessing health services
· Organized a forum meeting with 100 participants to positively promote the use of condoms for risk groups
· Group meetings regarding HIV, AIDS, STD prevention, human rights discrimination, and community needs among risk groups where a total of 2160 participants took part.
· 3 sessions of the projects "Brothers" and "Sisters" for risk groups to prevent HIV infection and mediate relevant testing through peers and friends took place with 298 participants.
· 1 HIV-infected person received advocacy and legal support.
- In the framework of the organizing comprehensive HIV and STD prevention activities aimed at the transgender community:

· Implemented the "Sisters" project for the transgender community and organized 2 public meetings, involving a total of 60 people, including allies and risk groups men and women.
· 7 meetings involving 38 participants for supporting the creation of a national network of risk group people.

- As part of activities to assess the human rights situation of risk groups and influence decision-makers to eliminate human rights inequalities, create friendly access to HIV care for target groups, and eliminate possible discrimination in public services, community-based assessments are being implemented beginning in 2023. In the first quarter, activities such as the development of questionnaires and the establishment of working groups were organized. The Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs (MOJHA) has developed the revised draft of the “Law on the Establishment of Courts” and submitted it to the Parliament for review on 23 November 2023. The revised draft law and its accompanying draft laws has been discussed during the meeting of the Standing Committee on Justice on 28 November 2023 and during the session of the Parliament on 31 November 2023, respectively. Accordingly, the draft law and its accompanying draft laws has been supported and forwarded to the Standing Committee on Justice to prepare for the first discussion.

The Judicial General Council of Mongolia (JGC) has presented a proposal to amend the Law on Courts concerning its current costs, budgets and judges’ salaries to legislative bodies and relevant officials. For instance, the proposal suggests to add the following part “The court's budget shall not be less than 2 percent of the state budget” to the Article 5.6 which currently states that “the court shall have an independent budget, and the state shall ensure the conditions for the continuous functioning of the court. It is prohibited to reduce the amount of current expenses of the court budget from the previous year, except for budget savings”.

The JGC’s collaboration with the Government and the Parliament to bolster the budgets of first instance and appellate courts has resulted in notable progress. In particular, the budget allocated to the Office of the JGC, provincial, capital, soum, inter-soum, district and specialized courts rose from 94.4 billion in 2022 to 165 billion in 2024. This indicates a favorable trend of increasing the court budget.

Out of 51 rules and regulations to be approved by the General Council of Courts in accordance with the Law on the Courts of Mongolia, 44 rules and regulations have been drafted and approved, creating a legal framework for judicial reform. Following the approval of the Law on the Establishment of Courts an additional 7 regulations will be developed and approved.

In 2023, in compliance with Article 45 of the Law on the Courts of Mongolia and the "Procedures for Receiving and Handling Influence Reports," the JGC received 17 influence reports from judges and referred them to the appropriate authorities for review and resolution. Of these reports, 2 cases of influence reporting were dismissed, 3 reports resulted in fines under the Violations Law, 1 report was closed, 1 received a disciplinary warning, and 3 reports were deemed non-jurisdictional and returned. Cases related to the remaining 7 cases are under consideration. Furthermore, in 2023, 1 "notation" as specified in Article 45.8 of the Law on the Courts was received, sealed, and handled in accordance with applicable laws and regulations.
Under Article 49 of the Law on the Courts of Mongolia and the "Procedures for Implementing Protective Measures in Response to Threats to the Life and Health of Judges or Their Family Members" regarding the judge's official duties, authorities have been contacted regarding 2 instances involving the dissemination of news and information on social media and other platforms that may jeopardize the safety of judges or their family members, or incite violence. Requests have been made to investigate these incidents and, in accordance with legal procedures, to delete such content to mitigate potential risks and hazards. In one instance, the competent authority deleted the relevant information, while in another case, a decision was made not to initiate an investigation.
On December 6, 2023, a discussion was convened to explore the legal framework and practices related to impact statements, focusing on enhancing decision-making processes and fostering a unified understanding to improve their effectiveness in the future. The discussion included participation from representatives such as judges from the Administrative Court of Appeals, chief judges and judges from district courts of first instance, chief judges and judges from first instance and appeals courts in the central province, the Secretariat of the Mongolian Judges' Association, Prosecutor Generals Office, Police Department, as well as the 40 other judges participated virtually.

Under the Law on the Courts of Mongolia and the evaluation and selection procedure for judges, the judge selection test comprises assessments of legal knowledge, skills, qualifications, ethics, and behavior. 

Additionally, the "Regulation on Rotation of Judges" were adopted by resolution № 68 in 2021. According to the regulation, factors such as court order, the judge's application and request, the workload of both the court and the judge, the judge's work status, experience, prior rotation history, and qualifications are taken into account and the relevant information is periodically uploaded to the JGC website to ensure transparency.

The Law on Personal Data Protection was adopted by the Parliament on 17 December 2021 and entered into force on 1 May 2022. "In implementing this law, the Ministry of Digital Development and Communications has completed the following tasks:

- in the framework of publicizing the law, E-Mongolia academy along with the National Data Center has developed a curriculum project;
- presentations and training sessions were conducted for local and metropolitan government officials and citizens to raise awareness about the law. A total of 1058 service workers participated in these sessions, with 258 attending training sessions aimed at enhancing the e-skills of civil servants in the capital, and 2389 were included in sessions focusing on e-policy recommendations. In total, 3705 citizens took part in these initiatives.

The Minister of Health adopted an “Action plan on mother, child and reproductive health 2021-2024” by order №A/760 of 2021. The action plan includes 72 measures aimed at achieving 5 objectives, with an implementation progress of 56.5 percent as of the first 11 months of 2023.

As of 28 November 2023, there were 58,018 births nationwide, marking a 0.2 percent increase compared to the same period last year. Throughout the country, 15 mothers deceased, and the maternal mortality rate decreased by 8.7 points compared to the same period last year. 712 children under the age of one deceased, with a mortality rate of 12.2, reflecting a 0.3-point increase from the same period last year. Additionally, 465 infants deceased, resulting in a mortality rate of 8.0, which saw a 0.1-point increase from the previous year. Nevertheless, 862 children under the age of five deceased, with a mortality rate of 14.8, showing a decrease of 0.9 points compared to the same period last year.

As per the directive issued by the Minister of Health on 13 March 2023, the "Guidelines for the diagnosis and treatment of neonatal jaundice" are currently being implemented.

On 15 March 2023, 80 women and girls who are in open and closed prisons №407 received training on "Reproductive health and stress management" organized by employees, doctors, and medical specialists from department 401 of the General Executive Agency of Court Decisions.

The training on “Enhancing neonatal care quality, skills in neonatal life support, emergency care, and resuscitation” was conducted from May 10-24, 2023, spanning 5 provinces. The training involved 11 neonatal and pediatric nurses alongside 5 midwives.

“The Regulations for ensuring the stability of contraceptive and medical device supplies”, "Regulations on measures to enhance healthcare and services for adolescents", "Midwife Job Description" which was adopted by the order of the Minister of Health in 2017 and 2019 are currently undergoing revision.

As part of the project "Achieving Sustainable Development Goals and Reducing Maternal, Infant, and Child Mortality by Improving Medical Care and Services," supported by WHO, 25 types of essential equipment for maternal, infant, and child care and services worth 677.5 million MNT were distributed to the hospital of Zamiin-Uud soum of Bulgan Province, Bayan-Ulgii, Khuvsgul and Dornogovi Provinces, as well as to the the Regional Diagnostic and Treatment Center in Dornod Province, and the Amgalan Maternity Hospital on 13 September 2023.

The 34th academic conference on "Mother and Child Health-Scientific Studies" took place on 14-15 September 2023. Over 10 scientists and researchers from the Ministry of Health, UN Population Fund, Republic of Korea and Taiwan, along with more than 100 doctors and specialists attended the event.


As part of the United Nations Population Fund research, a delegation of 11 individuals from Mauritania visited Mongolia from 16-23 September 2023, to study the use of remote diagnosis technology in maternal and newborn care services.

The Ministry of Health is conducting a study titled "Mother and Child Morbidity, Mortality, and Epidemiological Composition of Congenital Developmental Disorders in Mongolia - IX."

As part of the preparation of maternal and fetal medicine specialists, a 1-year specialized course titled "Maternal and Fetal Studies" has been launched. In the spring of 2023, six doctors from the National Center for Maternal and Child Health and six others from National Center for Maternal and Neonatal Gynecology, Regional Diagnostic and Treatment Center of Uvurkhangai Province, Urguu Maternity Hospital, Orkhon Hospital, UB Itgelmed Hospital, and the doctors from Chingeltei, Bayangol, Bayanzurkh, and Songinokhairkhan districts were trained as specialists in maternal and fetal medicine.

As part of Save the Children's project "Protecting Girls from Violence and Exploitation," a set of 11 modules was developed to introduce trauma-informed, victim/survivor-centered methodologies to doctors and medical professionals working in the health sector. On 26-27 October 2023, trainers trained under the project conducted a training session for 70 doctors and specialists providing care and services in obstetrics, women's health, adolescent health, and mental health in the capital.

The training session on "Eliminating Preventable Maternal Deaths" was held at the National Center for Maternal and Child Health from 04-08 December and it involved over 80 obstetricians, gynecologists, and specialists from both the capital and local areas.

The trainer training course for the electronic module "Contraceptive Surveillance System" was organized on 16-17 December and a total of 74 individuals, obstetricians, gynecologists, midwives, and statisticians from the National Center for Maternal and Child Health, National Center for Maternal and Neonatal Gynecology II, maternity hospitals, districts and 21 provincial hospitals, regional diagnostic and treatment center, family health centers attended the training.

The Ministry of Health submitted to the Ministry of Education and Science its proposal to include the subject of infectious and non-infectious diseases and mental health in the pre-school and general education curriculum of students in its curriculum to be implemented by the Ministry of Education and Science in the next 10 years. In the realm of infectious diseases, the plan includes incorporating education on HIV and STD prevention, abortion, and sexual and reproductive health.

In the field of undertaking research on “Factors contributing to child mortality”:

The Ministry of Health and the National Center for Maternal and Child Health with the support of the UN Children’s Fund conducted a study to investigate the causes and contributing factors behind the deaths of children under 5 years old from 2020 to 2021. This research employed both quantitative and qualitative methodologies to develop recommendations addressing the question "Factors contributing to child mortality?" Initial findings from the research were deliberated upon, leading to the finalization of recommendations.

According to the study, the factors contributing to the deaths of children under 5 years old included primary delays such as late recognition of the severity of the child's illness, delayed hospital access, refusal of medical care, self-administered home treatments, inadequate family care, and unforeseen accidents without access to assistance. Secondary factors contributing to these deaths include situations where the child is not registered in the locality, lacks access to nearby healthcare facilities, faces transportation challenges delaying hospital arrival, encounters healthcare providers who underestimate the child's condition leading to inadequate measures.

Based on the study's findings, local health institutions were directed to implement the following measures, with particular focus on mothers and children from remote and vulnerable groups:

- arranging financial and transportation aid for transferring patients to higher-level hospitals;
- regularly conducting training sessions to enhance emergency care skills, resuscitation techniques, and management of childbirth emergencies involving anesthetists, obstetricians, neonatologists, and pediatricians;
- scaling up efforts to educate and inform parents and caregivers to improve their knowledge and understanding.

In the field of evaluating the implementation of early neonatal essential care in selected health facilities:

In 2022, an evaluation was conducted on 26 health facilities that implemented early neonatal essential care. The evaluation included interviewing mothers before they left the maternity ward, recording birth histories, checking the availability of necessary drugs and medical equipment, assessing supply levels, examining the delivery process, analyzing conditions in the neonatal ward and delivery rooms, and collecting and analyzing health data. Additionally, progress and areas needing improvement were identified through comparisons with the implementation evaluations from 2015-2018 and 2021.

The evaluation indicated significant progress in early newborn care across National Center for Maternal and Child Health, maternity hospitals, hospitals of all provinces following the implementation of early newborn care initiatives. In particular, the full integration of certain clinical practices has become a standard part of daily care, resulting in 92% to 95% of newborns are now included in early neonatal care. However, there remains a deficiency in double gloving during deliveries, as well as incomplete implementation of early neonatal essential care for low-birth-weight infants and cesarean deliveries.

The evaluation results were shared with each health facility which participated in the evaluation, highlighting future considerations and providing instructions to ensure effective implementation.

As part of the "Expanding remote diagnosis for maternal and newborn care" project, jointly implemented by the Ministry of Health and the UN Population Fund, construction of emergency obstetric care rooms is currently underway in health facilities in 2 selected soums of Zavkhan, Bayan-Ulgii, Umnugovi, Uvurkhangai, Dornod, Khuvsgul, Bulgan, Hovd, Bayankhongor, and Darkhan provinces .

In the field of developing algorithms and organizing training for "prioritized classification and emergency care of children":

Utilizing newly developed manuals, guides, and clinical instructions from the WHO, the National Center for Maternal and Child Health and the Professional Committee Council on Pediatric Studies collaboratively created the following 10 algorithms focused on "Emergency care for children in critical conditions.”:

-  Measures to be taken in case of hypoglycemia;
-  Emergency management of respiratory disorders;
-  Differential Diagnosis of Chest Pain Syndrome in Children; Inter-Hospital Patient Transportation;
-  Basic resuscitation during child's cardiac arrest;
-  Management of status epilepticus;
-  Management in choking;
-  Anaphylaxis shock;
-  Placing a tube in the trachea;
-  Management in laryngitis.

The training session to introduce the algorithm was conducted in collaboration with the National Center for Maternal and Child Health on 15-16 May 2023. A total of 15 pediatricians and specialists from Bulgan, Bayan-Ulgii, Khuvsgul, Dornod, and Dornogovi provinces, as well as pediatricians from six district general hospitals of the capitl city attended the training.

In the field of strengthening school doctors and primary healthcare professionals to deliver youth-friendly care and services:

"7 days of youth health" took place from 3-7 April 2023. The following events were scheduled as part of the initiative:

- Puberty and reproductive health;
- Nutrition and oral health;
- Preventive care and mental health;
- Violence;
- Substance use;
- Adolescent Health-Public Health Issues

Furthermore, training sessions aimed at enhancing the capacity of primary healthcare and district medical specialists to deliver youth-friendly care and services were conducted in May 2023. The training involved 84 doctors from youth clinics, family health centers, and district health facilities.

The Center for Health development in collaboration with the UN Children Fund organized an a 5-day, 3 session training on "Adolescent-friendly care and services" in June 2023 for school doctors in general education and over 200 school doctors participated in the training. Pre- and post-training questionnaires were administered and evaluated in each training session. Based on the questionnaire results, the knowledge of the doctors who participated in the training has improved. The findings also highlight a significant need for additional training to enhance the knowledge and information available to school doctors.

These sessions aimed to provide health education to students and young people, promote healthy behavior, and prevent infectious and non-infectious diseases. The topics covered included “The importance of family planning”; "Contraceptive drug promotion"; “Healthy nutrition”; “Harmful effects of all types of tobacco products"; “First aid in the event of an accident" and involved 500 students.

The evaluation concluded that it is essential to promote and widely implement contraceptive and family planning methods for women who received care at abortion clinics. Additionally, it was determined that contraceptive and family planning clinics should be gradually established and operated in units providing obstetric and women's care services across the capital.

The study of at-risk children is being conducted in collaboration with the Police Department and the Department of Family, Child, and Youth Development. Since January 1, 2010, the "One-stop Service" at the National Trauma and Orthopaedic Research Center has been providing 24-hour support to adults and children who have experienced domestic or sexual violence, regardless of nationality. The team, which includes trauma doctors, social workers, and police officers, offers comprehensive services and operates a center with a 4-bed temporary shelter to ensure immediate safety.
The "One-stop Service Center" at Sukhbaatar District Medical Center operates 8 hours a day, providing care and support.

A total of 7993 clients have received health, psychological, legal, welfare, and rehabilitation services at the National Trauma and Orthopaedic Research Center and Sukhbaatar District Medical Center.

Supported by the United Nations Trust Fund, the project "Protecting Girls from Violence and Exploitation" is underway in the capital from 2021 to 2024. The budget of the National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) was approved at 1,431.8 million MNT in 2021, 2,597.9 million MNT in 2022, 5,040.9 million MNT in 2023, and 5.1 billion MNT in 2024. This represents an increase of 1.8 times compared to 2021 in 2022, and an increase of 3.5 times from 2021 to 2023-2024.

Following amendments to the Law on the NHRC, the Law on the Legal Status of Human Rights Defenders, and the Law on the Personal Data Protection, changes were made to the structure of the NHRC by Order № A/13 of the Chairman of the NHRC on 2 May 2022. These changes included adjustments to the office's structure, staffing, and functions, resulting in approval with 7 departments, 1 division, and a staff of 93.

The establishment of Departments such as Human Rights Defenders, Personal Data Protection, Torture Prevention, and Research, Analysis, and Inspection has created new mechanisms to uphold, safeguard, and prevent violations of human rights, fulfilling the mandated responsibilities under the law. Following the restructuring, the Administration Department has expanded its workforce by 1.5 times, operating with a total of 82 positions as per the approved budget for 2023-2024.

Within the Administrations Department, 24 out of 82 employees were promoted to managerial and executive positions through a merit-based promotion system. This initiative supports the policy of fostering a professional and stable civil service.

26 employees underwent civil service qualification package training, 21 received specialized human rights training abroad, and 9 participated in targeted workplace training. Additionally, 238 employees took part in internal training sessions aimed at enhancing civil service standards, improving human rights and legal knowledge, supporting organizational culture, and fostering personal development. Orientation training was provided to 32 new employees.

After the law was adopted, Parliament passed Resolution No. 28, appointing members to the NHRC. In an extraordinary session of the NHRC on June 3, 2022, Mr. S. Dondov was appointed Commissioner for Human Rights Defenders. Additionally, under Order No. 13 issued by the NHRC Chair, changes were made to the structure and personnel of the Administration Departments, including the approval of staff for the Human Rights Defender Department.

In accordance with Article 11.2.5 of the Law on the Legal Status of Human Rights Defenders, a working group has been formed to select members for the Human Rights Defender Committee. This group comprises representatives from the NHRC, MOJHA, the Civil Service Council, the National Gender Committee, and the Civil Society Council. The formation of this group was authorized by Order A/24 issued by the Chair of the NHRC on 29 June 2022.

The working group held public hearings for selection of committee members 3 times between 29 July 2022 and 28 February 2023. In 2023, interest subsidies totaling 965,283,897.58 were provided to 28 citizens through the State Bank green loan, 332,376,021.11 to 156 citizens through the Khas Bank green loan, 128 citizens through the Khaan Bank green loan, and 409,026,455.47 to 2 enterprises. Currently, 12 projects are underway to provide technical infrastructure for 5012 households in the Ger district of the capital city to use 4 kV electric heaters. The total amount allocated was 14,131,898,275.0 MNT.

The Ministry of Environment and Tourism (MET is undertaking efforts to establish air quality monitoring stations in 21 provinces.

As part of the national program to reduce air and environmental pollution, the MET collaborated with district police departments, national emergency management agency, Tavan Tolgoi Fuel LLC, to address gas-related risks in Bayangol, Bayanzurkh, Songinokhairkhan, Sukhbaatar, Khan-Uul, and Nalaikh districts. They organized initiatives like “Risk-Free Ulaanbaatar, Safe Household, Let's Prevent Together, Risk-Free Bayanzurkh, No risk if Checked, and Clean Environment with Our Participation."

In partnership with the UN Development Program, the National Environmental Pollution Reduction Committee of the MET, the Ministry of Health, and the National Center for Public Health, jointly hosted a special event titled "Let's Reduce Environmental Pollution." A total of 62 videos and posters were distributed via digital media platforms, collectively garnering 6.8 million views.

The following part “To ensure the safety of railway transport the railway transport organization shall work without negative impact on the environment” was added to the revised Law on Railway Transport /Article 42.6.5/

The action plan for the implementation of the national program to reduce air and environmental pollution includes 17 measures to be implemented in the road transport sector. 

The plan included 10 measures to be implemented by 2021, encompassing legal frameworks, relevant standard regulations, new approvals, research activities, training to enhance engineering and technical capabilities, with all four monitoring measures fully implemented.  

In 2023, the MET took the following measures:

It established a legal framework for addressing social issues within the project area during the implementation of the environmental management plan.

In 2023, the MET conducted environmental inspections on 113,825 citizens and 5,295 enterprises and organizations. During the inspections, 7,866 violations and deficiencies were identified. Of these, 6,018 (76.5%) have been resolved. Additionally, 984 formal requirements were issued, consisting of 4,154 clauses, of which 928 formal requirements with 3,335 clauses (80.3%) have been met. Furthermore, out of 330 recommendations with 955 clauses, 313 recommendations with 896 clauses have been fulfilled. These efforts aim to ensure compliance with laws and regulations.

Out of the 765 objects planned for inspection, 162 (21.18%) were classified as high risk, 318 (41.57%) as medium risk, and 248 (32.42%) as low risk. Compared to 2021, the overall risk level decreased by 5.8%. Additionally, 7 projects were approved to protect natural resources and reduce environmental pollution. The preventive inspection included 110,755 citizens and 3,194 enterprises, contributing to a 5.8% reduction in risk level

The work performance report was reviewed and approved during the third session of the Water Resources Council on 12 December 2023. The revised “Law on Labor” was adopted by the Parliament on 02 July 2021. Article 6 of the law stipulates “Prohibition of discrimination in employment and labor relations” and Article 7 stipulates “Prohibition of pressure, violence and sexual harassment in employment and labor relations”

According to the law, a person, employee or employee's representative, who considers being discriminated in employment and labor relations, may file a complaint to executives or higher-level leader of the business entity or organization, relevant NGO, trade union, labor dispute settlement body, law enforcement body, labor inspection body, National Human Rights Commission of Mongolia, and court, respectively. Also, the person who perpetrated pressure, violence, sexual harassment in the employment and labor relations shall be subject to liabilities specified in the Law on Offense and Criminal Code and such liabilities shall not be a justification to release him/her from disciplinary action.

A checklist for assessing compliance with the Law on Labor was adopted by the Minister of Labor and Social Protection’s order №A/54 dated 27 April 2023. This checklist evaluates whether an organization's internal labor standards discriminate against individuals, limit their rights, or provide advantages. In addition, the National Human Rights Commission jointly with the Confederation of Mongolian Trade Unions and Mongolian Employer’s Federation has adopted the “Explanatory Guidelines” to include the following in Internal Labor Regulations of the public and private enterprises:

- responsibilities of the parties involved in the workplace regarding sexual harassment;
- preventive training;
- organizing advocacy work;
- creating a workplace environment free of sexual harassment;
- handling complaints and information

The "Gender-sensitive workplace policy” was adopted by the National Tripartite Committee for Labor and Social Partnership by resolution №38 of 2022 to resolve the following issues:

- addressing the varying challenges encountered by women and men, along with the resulting differences in gender-related needs;
- enhancing national-level knowledge, understanding, and expertise to address and implement gender perspectives on issues affecting men and women.

The Ministry of Justice and Home Affairs prepared the draft to revise the Law on Infringement as well as the amendment to the Criminal Code and submitted it to the Parliament on 12 April 2022 for consideration. In the draft on the amendment to the Criminal code the “sexual harassment” is criminalized, and it was excluded from the Law on Infringement.

The Ministry of Labour and Social Protection is currently implementing the "Participation" initiative aimed at youth employment readiness, the "Skills in Demand" program, and the project "Enhancing support systems for the independent living of target group citizens through employment support." Since 2021, the "Participation" project has been implemented with the goal of teaching essential soft skills for employment to young people aged 18-34 who have been unemployed or not employed in the last 3 months. Additionally, it targets individuals aged up to 34 from households receiving food vouchers and who have reached working age. In 2021, 2,328 young individuals were involved, followed by 1,233 in 2022, and 1,500 in 2023, through cooperation with the "Student Soldier" program as part of the project. In 2023, 2.0 billion MNT was allocated for teaching essential training content, including personal development, leadership, soft skills required for employment, labor preparation courses, and Mongolia's long-term development policy content "Vision 2050.

In addition, MLSP also implementing programs and measures to support herder employment, facilitating urban-to-rural migration, job creation, livestock provision for those with limited or no livestock, opportunities for contract herding, and increasing household income through animal husbandry. 

The revised Law on Labor also stipulates the regulation on distinctions of employment contract with herders. Article 112.1 of the Law stipulates that “Where an assistant herder accepts, at a maximum 30 percent of his/her remuneration may be paid in a non-monetary form”. However, non-monetary compensation may include quality goods, livestock, and other property, provided that their value does not exceed the market average.

In 2023, 1,928 individuals from 974 families took part in initiatives providing financial assistance to herding families. These efforts created 1,874 jobs, with expenditures totaling 4.8 billion MNT.

The Parliament  adopted the revised Law on Development Policy and Planning and its Management on 7 May 2020. The Law clearly defined the types and durations of long-term, medium-term, and short-term development policies and planning documents, creating a legal framework for the unified and coordinated implementation of development policies. Objective 4 of Mongolia's long-term development policy "Vision-2050" covers a focus on reducing unemployment and poverty. This goal is included in the medium-term development planning documents, such as the "Five-Year Main Directions for the Development of Mongolia (2020-2025)," the "Action Program of the Government of Mongolia (2020-2024)," and the annual "National Development Plan," and is being actively implemented.

The Parliament adopted the Law package on Social Insurance on 7 July 2023. The law regulates the following:

- transition from the pension distribution to the accumulation system;
- monetization of fictitious entries nominal account of pension insurance;
- inherit a portion of the monetized income to legal heirs;
- the insured's monetized income deposited in the pension reserve fund may be invested for health, education, and housing mortgage financing bas on his/her proposal;
- social insurance funds can be invested in a variety of financial instruments;
- in case of the death of a pensioner receiving old-age pension, the amount of an old-age pension increase of his or her spouse shall be equal to 20 percent of the pension received by the deceased pensioner;
- a fair pension system based on the payment of premiums;
- the required number of consecutive years for retirement has been decreased from 7 to 5 years;
- the amount of the pensioner's pension shall be increased each year in accordance with the annual average level of inflation of the previous year;
- the coefficient will be adjusted annually.

Aligned with changes in the population's cost of living, the Government of Mongolia has raised all types of pensions from the social insurance fund between 2018 and 2023. During this period, the average pension amount has increased by 2.2 times, from 310.7 thousand MNT in 2016 to 687.0 thousand MNT. In particular, starting July 1, 2023, all types of pensions provided by the social insurance fund were increased by 10 percent. Looking ahead to 2024, depending on budgetary and financial resources, pensions will be raised by 100,000 MNT as per Mongolia's budget law effective from 01 April 2024.

As part of the "From Welfare to Work" policy reform, the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection is implementing the "Graduation Methodology" model program. This long-term initiative, successfully tested in other countries, provides comprehensive services. It includes life skills and job readiness training to change the behavior and attitudes of welfare recipient families and citizens, promote independent living skills, and lift them out of poverty.

Since June 2022, the program has been operational in three districts for a duration of 18.5 months. The program is supported by the Asian Development Bank's "Social Protection Project for Pandemic Response-2," and implemented by the Ministry of Labor and Social Protection and the Office of the Governor. In this pilot program, 1,520 households receiving food support in Songinokhairkhan, Chingeltei, and Bayanzurkh districts of the capital are selected to participate. The program focuses on five key areas: social security, livelihood support, financial inclusion, and social empowerment

In addition, to identify potential business directions for the selected households, assessments were conducted of their readiness for employment (business profiling), enhance their social engagement, propose suitable business opportunities, and provide them with necessary support

Following business profiling, 1,281 out of 1,520 participating households in the program opted for income-generating activities such as hairdressing, tailoring, vegetable gardening, and carpentry. A proposal has been submitted to the Asian Development Bank to utilize this model in Mongolia's poverty alleviation efforts and to collaborate on the development and implementation of poverty reduction policies.

The Minister of Labor and Social Protection adopted the revised “Regulation on Issuing food vouchers” by order A/103 dated 25 June 2021.

Under this regulation, citizens are no longer restricted to using only contracted stores. Instead, they can utilize approximately 235,000 grocery stores, markets, and wholesale centers that issue VAT receipts and have digitized their operations. As part of this initiative, public and private organizations collaborated on various tasks, including registering citizens for food voucher services, implementing barcodes on food products, and developing POS machines and services. As of 2023, a total of 100,600 individuals from 19,000 households have participated in the food voucher program.

In January 2023, a new methodology for assessing household living standards was adopted through a joint order of the Minister of Labor and Social Protection and the head of the National Statistics Committee. In May 2023, a survey was conducted to select target households based on this methodology. Therefore, in 2024, efforts are underway to revise the threshold for selecting households eligible for food vouchers.
