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6.	What are the impacts on human rights of inadequate access to information from public authorities and/or business? Are there concrete examples of, or specific challenges in, collecting and sharing information on disproportionate levels of actual and potential harm from climate change and climate change response measures (disaggregated data on Indigenous Peoples, women, children, local communities, persons with disabilities, older persons, persons living in extreme poverty, others)?

Answer: 
The impacts of inadequate access to information from public authorities and businesses on human rights can be significant and wide-ranging:

1. **Right to Health:** Inadequate access to information about climate change impacts and response measures can undermine the right to health by hindering individuals' ability to make informed decisions about their health and well-being, including accessing healthcare services and adapting to changing environmental conditions.

2. **Right to Water and Sanitation:** Limited access to information on water availability, quality, and sanitation practices can exacerbate water scarcity and sanitation-related challenges, disproportionately affecting vulnerable populations such as indigenous peoples, women, and children.

3. **Right to Food:** Inadequate access to information on climate-related agricultural practices, food security, and nutrition can impede individuals' ability to access sufficient and nutritious food, particularly in rural and marginalized communities.

4. **Right to Housing and Shelter:** Lack of information on climate-related hazards and risks can contribute to inadequate housing and shelter conditions, displacement, and homelessness, disproportionately affecting vulnerable populations such as persons living in extreme poverty and persons with disabilities.

5. **Right to Participation:** Limited access to information and decision-making processes related to climate change and response measures can undermine the right to participation, particularly for marginalized groups such as indigenous peoples, local communities, and persons with disabilities, who may be disproportionately affected by climate impacts.

Concrete examples of challenges in collecting and sharing information on disproportionate levels of harm from climate change and response measures include:

1. **Data Disaggregation:** Lack of disaggregated data on climate change impacts makes it difficult to assess the differential vulnerabilities and adaptation needs of specific groups, such as indigenous peoples, women, children, and persons with disabilities.

2. **Marginalization and Exclusion:** Marginalized groups often face barriers to accessing and participating in data collection processes, leading to underrepresentation and exclusion in climate-related decision-making and policy formulation.

3. **Cultural and Linguistic Barriers:** Indigenous peoples and local communities may face cultural and linguistic barriers that hinder their ability to access and engage with climate-related information, including traditional knowledge and practices.

4. **Power Imbalances:** Power imbalances between different stakeholders, including governments, businesses, and affected communities, can hinder the sharing of relevant information and the meaningful participation of marginalized groups in decision-making processes.

Addressing these challenges requires efforts to prioritize the collection and dissemination of disaggregated data, promote inclusive and participatory approaches to data collection and decision-making, and empower marginalized groups to access, understand, and use climate-related information to protect their human rights.
