Inputs for the report on adverse impact of climate change on full realization of the right to food for Resolution 50/9-Human Rights and Climate Change
1. Please describe through concrete examples and stories how climate change is affecting the full realization of the right to adequate food in your country.
Being a native of Arunachal Pradesh I could testify that this year local apple growers in West Kameng district of Arunachal Pradesh, India has seen low yield or productivity. Secondly, unlike other successive seasons almost in the entire district (basket place of apple production) has witnessed rotten apples due to climate change and unfavorable climatic conditions.
Knee level flooding of paddy fields and villages in plain areas villages of Lower Dibang Valley district Arunachal Pradesh has affected fish cultivation, paddy field due to untimely and incessant raining. 

2. Please share a summary of any relevant data that captures how climate change adversely affects the full realization of the right to food, taking into account discrimination, including multiple and intersecting forms of discrimination.
There is no specific study or data on nexus of climate change and discrimination from the government of India. However, a recent study conducted by Oxfam India (India Discrimination Report, Oxfam India) has concluded that Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe, Women and Muslims in general are the vulnerable communities in general and faces discrimination in labour market.

3. Please describe any specific measure, including public policies, legislation, practices or strategies that your government has undertaken, in compliance with applicable international human rights law, to promote an approach to climate change mitigation and adaption, as well as loss and damage, that ensures the full and effective enjoyment of the right to food. Please also note and identify any relevant mechanisms for ensuring accountability for these commitments including their means of implementation. 

Right to food is a constitutional right under article 21 (Right to Life) of the Constitution of India. National Food Security Act 2013. There is also Public Distribution System (PDS) in place. However, the caveat in practice is these legislation rarely trickle down to any facilities in times of need to the poor people. There is often untimely assistance inflicted by bureaucracy and nepotism at the rice distribution centre. 43,000 Metric ton wheat has been rotten by letting in stay in godown in Pundril in Kaithal district of Haryana, India (https://ndtv.in/india/42000-metric-ton-wheat-spoiled-in-haryanas-government-godown-3428429). Therefore, the measures have essentially not in place. The system of food distribution is ad hoc. 
4. Please describe any mechanisms and tools that are in place to measure and monitor the impacts of climate change on the full realization of the right to food. 

There are no measures in place as of now in India. Climate change and Right to food are separate disintegrated issues. 

5. Please identify and share examples of promising practices and challenges in the promotion, protection, and fulfillment of the full realization of the right to food in the context of adverse affects of climate change. 

The Indigenous Peoples of Mishmi Hills, Arunachal Pradesh in the northeast India in particular and Northeast in general do vouch and rely on forest based food and nutrients. This includes insects, beef, pork, pulses, bitter gourd, mushrooms, and edible ferns, lichens that are not found in poor biodiversity region. Mushrooms are collected sustainably from forest or home grown. Rice and potatoes are collected from market. However, many those in remote rural area depend on their own agricultural fields for food unlike town areas. 
6. Please include examples and promising practices and challenges that highlight international and multilateral cooperation and approaches that promote the full realization of the right to food. 

With increase in transportation, communication and bridges supply of food items have become fast and easy. Due to protectionist measures of particular country also there are shortages in food supply. In cases such as war and hoarding has led to restriction and rise in cost of food items. Covid has led to hoarding of food items and price rise. However, due to poor price rise regulation food items that are supplied at the international level do not reach at desired price to the rural area. 

7. Please provide any additional information you believe would be useful to support climate action that promotes the full realization of the right to food. 

In my opinion effective price regulation, public safety and adequate good support system in practice and theory would go a long way to help vulnerable and indigenous communities. 
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
