Inputs from the Nigeria National Human Rights Commission with regards to Human Rights Council resolution 49/12 (A/HRC/RES/49/12) on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
1. (a). Does your country have laws, policies, plans, strategies or programmes at any level of government relating to individualized support for persons with disabilities? In particular initiatives related to:
i. Communication: support to overcome barriers that limit the ability to communicate and be understood (e.g., sign language interpretation, tactile interpretation, assistive technology and software, easy-to -read and plain language, captioning, augmentative and alternative communication, among others);
ii.  Decision-making: Support to make decisions and exercise legal capacity. This includes assistance to: (a) obtain and understand information, (b) evaluate the possible alternatives and consequences of a decision, (c) express and communicate a decision, and /or (d) implement a decision (e.g.,  support agreements, peer support,  self-advocacy support, advance directives, crisis support, financial management assistance, among others);
iii. Mobility:  Support for personal mobility and access to affordable and available quality mobility assistance (e.g., mobility aids, assistive technologies and products (prostheses, orthotics, wheelchairs), animal assistance, point-to-point and paratransit  transport, among others);
iv. Assistance with daily living activities: Support to assist persons with disabilities in a one-to one human relationship to perform daily life activities like getting up, bathing, dressing, grooming, going out, cooking, cleaning, guiding shopping, or doing laundry (e.g.,  full or part time professional personal assistance, third person support allowance, informal personal assistance, household cleaner, among others);
v. Housing and accommodation: Support in relation to housing and living arrangements in the community, including home modifications (e.g., housing information and assistance, home support, supported living services, financial support for housing , among others);
vi. Family and household support : Support to families and households with members with disabilities(e.g., informal support for persons with disabilities, including care-related work leave and capacity building for formal care and support, community-based network and community mobilization programmes, peer-support groups, localized intervention programmes, circle of support, early childhood support, respite care, among others ); and 
vii. Disability-related extra costs: Financial support to pay services and goods, including personalized budgets and direct payments (e.g., cash transfers beyond income replacement, additional funds to cover support services, among others).
Response: Nigerian government has laws, policies, plans, strategies and programmes at the national level as well as the State level of government to support persons with disabilities relating to individualized support for persons with disabilities in relation to all the listed items in 1(a) i-vii. The Discrimination Against Persons with Disabilities (Prohibition) Act, 2018 as well as State Laws in some States that have Disability laws provide for the support of all the listed items in 1(a) i-vii.
1 (b). What are the government institutions, departments and ministries in charge of budgeting, financing and implementing the above? 
Response:
The government institutions, departments and ministries in charge of budgeting, financing and implementing the above include Federal Ministry of Budget and Planning; Federal Ministry of Finance; Federal Ministry of Humanitarian Affairs, Disaster Management and Social Development; National Commission for Persons with Disabilities; Ministry of Women Affairs and Social Development.
1(c) How is the social and solidarity economy (third sector, non-profit sector), particularly the disability sector involved in budgeting, financing and implementing the above (1(a))?
Response:
The disability non-profit sector are not involved in budgeting, financing and implementing the above (1(a)). The Disability non-profit sectors however,  have separate budgeting, financing and implementing the listed items in the above (1(a)). Disability non-profit sectors can make donations to government institutions for individualized support for persons with disabilities.

1(d) How are persons with disabilities and their representative organizations involved in the design and monitoring of the above (1(a))? 
Response:
Persons with disabilities and their representative organizations are involved in the design and monitoring of the above (1)(a)). This is through the various umbrella bodies of the different disability clusters, individual non-profit organizations and the joint umbrella association.

2(a)  Does your country have legislation or policies at any level of government, regulating and coordinating a care and support system that considers the areas mentioned in 1(a) above? Please provide references to the documentation.
Response:
Nigeria has legislation or policies at any level of government, regulating and coordinating a care and support system that considers the areas mentioned in 1(a) above. The Discrimination Against Persons with Disabilities (Prohibition) Act 2018, the National Policy on Albinism 2012 and other State Disability Laws are available to address the areas mentioned in 1(a) above. The National Commission for Persons with Disabilities and its parent Ministry,  Federal Ministry of Humanitarian Affairs, Disaster Management and Social Development regulate and coordinate a care and support system in the areas mentioned in 1(a) above.
2(b). If yes, please describe how the care and support system is financed and what is the percentage of the eligible population covered.
Response:
The National Commission for Persons with Disabilities and its parent Ministry,  Federal Ministry of Humanitarian Affairs, Disaster Management and Social Development finance the care and support system. The percentage of the eligible population covered is not readily available.

Does your country have a strategy to develop legislation, policies and programmes to enable the development of support systems as described in 1 (a) above which includes targets, indicators and an accountability mechanism? Please provide reference to the documentation.
Response:
Nigeria has strategy to develop legislation, policies and programmes to enable the development of support systems as described in 1 (a) above. The Discrimination Against Persons with Disabilities (Prohibition) Act 2018 provides for establishment of the National Commission for Persons with Disabilities by Nigeria which is currently in existence and has provided a platform for questions described in 1 (a). Other mechanisms include the National Assembly and the National Human Rights Commission.
4.
Please provide data on persons with disabilities and families and households accessing care and support systems as described above in 1 (a) and 2 (a).
Response:
Nigeria lacks adequate data of persons with disabilities as there is no clear estimation of number of persons with disabilities. This has been a huge challenge in addressing disability issues and partly in the implementation of laws and policies on promoting, protecting and enforcing the rights of persons with disabilities. Therefore, no available data on persons with disabilities and families and households accessing care and support systems as described above in 1 (a) and 2 (a).

Please provide data on impact of the COVID 19 pandemic on persons with disabilities and families and households with members with disabilities (death rates disaggregated by disability status, death rates in institutions compared to those living in the community, impact on income as a consequence of disruption in support or increased support and care demands, disruption in support services, among other).
Response:
As stated in response to question 4 above, consequently the disaggregated data on impact of COVID 19 pandemic on persons with disabilities and families and households with members with disabilities in Nigeria with regards to the above are not available. However, persons with disabilities were greatly affected particularly on income, disruption in support among others according to a survey ‘COVID 19 And Persons With Disabilities In Nigeria’ conducted by Inclusive Friends Association, Freky Andrew Essien Care Foundation, Advocacy for Women with Disabilities Initiative and Haly Hope Foundation. The sample survey was one hundred and seventeen persons with disabilities out of an estimated twenty nine million persons with disabilities in Nigeria. According to their Report, about 75% of the participants reported that the impact of COVID 19 on their life with regards to financial/economic hardship, inability to move freely, discrimination among others were negatively high.
