RE: HUMAN RIGHTS CHALLENGES IN REGARDS TO DRUG ABUSE – MANDERA KENYA.

Action against Drug Abuse (ADA) is a community organization based in Mandera Kenya and handling issues of prevention of drug abuse in Mandera and its environs.
The subject matter – overwhelming evidence shows that in Mandera drug abuse undermines security and evolves major threat to social stability, the rule of law, human rights and economic development.
In Mandera, a border town that is bordering Somalia and Ethiopia drug trafficking attracts insurgencies due to the porous border line where all drug routes meet. The economic consequences of drug abuse severely burden local resources.

Drug addicts who abuse drugs are often abandoned and not cared for at all. Evidence shows that parents who abuse drugs often put their need to obtain and abuse drugs before the health and welfare of their family members.
Besides that, most of the drug addicts in Mandera are always engaged violent activities, theft, robbery and prostitution. 70% of inmates in the custodies are drug addicts who are turned and termed to be jail birds.

Case Scenario.

Qulay- a mother of two children living in Mandera town is all known to abuse drugs. The single parent of duo children started miraa chewing (catha edulis) and later on transitioned to use hard drugs like cocain and other injectable drugs. She is engaged in drugs for 12 years. Qulay fall a victim of drugs due to peer pressure and is now undergoing treatment at Mandera Wellness Center.
