The resolution requests that the High Commissioner for Human Rights, in consultation with States, UN agencies, funds and programmes, in particular the WHO, the special procedures of the HRC, the treaty bodies, civil society organizations and other stakeholders, prepare a report on the human rights implications of and good practices and key challenges in affordable, timely, equitable and universal access to and distribution of quality, safe, efficacious and affordable COVID-19 vaccines and the impact on the right of everyone to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health.
In this regard, OHCHR is seeking inputs on the following areas, in particular:

(a)
the human rights implications and the impact on the right of everyone to the enjoyment of the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health of affordable, timely, equitable and universal access and distribution of COVID-19 vaccines.

good practices and key challenges in ensuring affordable, timely, equitable and universal access and distribution of COVID-19 vaccines.
Submissions should be limited to four pages and be submitted in an accessible format (Microsoft Word). They should reach the Office of the High Commissioner by 3 October 2022 and be addressed to the Registry of OHCHR, indicating in the subject matter ‘Input to HRC resolution 49/25’.
