Egyptian (NGO) inputs for the 2024 United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights report to inform the preparation of the 2024 report under Human Rights Council resolution 47/21.

i. Introduction: 

1- In February 2023, Egypt reviewed and accepted recommendations in the mid-term report[footnoteRef:1] (NO. 17 – 60).  [1:  https://www.ohchr.org/sites/default/files/lib-docs/HRBodies/UPR/Documents/Session20/EG/EgyptMidtermReport.pdf

2- The inputs are related to the Operative paragraphs 14 and 15 of Human Rights Council resolution 47/21.

ii. The Sudanese war and Egypt’s role as a crossing or asylum point for Sudanese fleeing violence.

3- In April 2023, Egypt took organisational steps as a crossing or asylum point for Sudanese fleeing violence. However, these steps often encountered the hurdles of Egyptian bureaucracy, which presented a significant added burden on Sudanese people, especially Sudanese women. 
4- In May 2023, Egyptian authorities cancelled the Visa system, which had allowed Sudanese women, children, and men over forty-five to enter Egypt without a prior visa. The Egyptian government also reduced the length of visas, requiring their renewal every three months instead of every six months before the outbreak of the Sudanese war.
5- The Egyptian government organised medical and food convoys to meet the Sudanese at the first meeting point within the Egyptian borders at the Qastal-Arqin and Wadi Halfa-Ashkit crossings. However, there was a failure to follow up beyond the meeting point and an absence of a regulatory process for movement between Egyptian governorates.
6- Sudanese women inside Egypt were exposed to multiple forms of sexual violence and Racism, and they have been unable to file official reports against the violators/aggressors because some of them did not have an official passport and because of unfamiliarity with already precarious Egyptian legal processes as well as widespread Racism.
7- Egypt has allowed Sudanese communities and consulates to be enrolled within the educational system. 
8- Since the outbreak of the war in Sudan, Egypt has served Sudanese people who crossed to Egypt with the needed medical support through the EGYPTIAN RED CRESCENT. 
9- Egypt failed to eradicate the mainstream hate speech on social media and TV channels against the Sudanese people based on their dark skin characteristics.
10- Egypt was unable to eliminate the unfolded human trafficking to Egypt after months of the Sudanese war.
11- Egypt did not take measures to train law enforcement on Racism and hate speech to prevent racial profiling, which has outstretched in 2023 in Egypt. 

iii. On Nubian Rights as Indigenous people with dark skin characteristics: 

12- Egypt has been neglecting the implementation of Article 236 of the Egyptian constitution since 2014, which allows the Nubian people to return to their original lands. 

13- Egypt failed to protect Nuibans as Black people against all forms of Racism, discrimination, and hate speech against them, which elevated after the Sudanese war and the confusion between them and Sudanese people as they have Black skin in common.

iv. Submitting organisation:

14-  A Non-Profit organisation in Egypt which has been monitoring the situation, especially after the Sudanese war since April 2023 and the fled of the Sudanese people to Egypt.
