COMMENTS OF THE ECUADORIAN INSTITUTIONS TO THE “REVISED DRAFT CONVENTION ON THE RIGHT TO DEVELOPMENT”
Article 1. Object and Purpose 
Add the term guarantee after the word “convention”. (MIES) 
Article 3. General principles 
We recommend including the following principle: 
Development planning. For the development of the text related to this principle, article 9 of the Organic Code of Planning and Public Finance of Ecuador could be taken as a reference: “Art. 9.- Development planning. - Development planning is oriented towards the fulfillment of constitutional rights, the development regime and the regime of good living, and guarantees territorial ordering. The exercise of public powers must be framed in development planning to incorporate approaches of equity, multi-nationality and interculturality”. (SNP) 
Paragraph a) 
We suggest referring to a person or human being, the term human person would not fit, since the term refers to an individual of the human species. (CONADIS) 
Paragraph j) 
We suggest that no distinction to be made between North-South cooperation and South-South cooperation, we simply suggest referring to the scope and objective of international cooperation from a general perspective. (CONADIS) 
We suggest adding: 
The States Parties must adopt mechanisms to deepen the advantages offered by the protection of the environment and the creation of alternatives with joint purposes at the international level and articulated with the Agenda for Sustainable Development 2030. (CNIPN) 
Member States must create mechanisms, methodologies, and tools that allow specifying public management processes, procedures, and channels, for collective subject to be a full and not invisible participant. (CNIPN) 
Comment: We should consider that the principle of accountability is an institutional management. (CNII) 
Article 4. Right to Development 
Numeral 1 
Adding the term inalienable after the word “indivisible”. (MIES) 
We suggest that, in order to highlight the environmental dimension of development, after the word "social" to add: and environmental. (SNP) 
Article 5. Relationship with the right of peoples to self-determination 
Numeral 3 
Adding: the basis of the principles of sovereignty, integration after the word "on". (SNP) 
We suggest that on the right of peoples to fully and freely enjoy and use their wealth and natural resources are incorporated: in a sustainable and maintainable manner. (CONADIS).
Numeral 4 
After the word "international" adding: and the current national regulations. (SNP) 
Numeral 5 
Specify what “strong measures” consist of. (CNII) 
Comment: A distinction must be made between human rights and the right to development, since there are parts in the document where the terms are mixed and do not refer to the main idea addressed. (CONADIS). 
Article 6. Relationship with other human rights 
Comment: It is necessary to specify what is understood and made up of the “right to development” in this convention. (CNII) 
Article 8. General obligations of the States Parties 
Numeral 1. 
Adding the term promote after the word “protect”, and disability after the word “religion”. (MIES) 
Numeral 2. 
Text suggestion: The States Parties shall cooperate with each other to achieve development and eliminate obstacles for development for its achievement, promoting the full observance, guarantee and realization of all human rights without discrimination. (SNP + MIES) 
Numeral 4. 
Adding the words create and establish after the term “formulate”. (MIES) 
Article 11. Obligation to protect 
Adding the term elaborate after the word “adopt”. (MIES) 
Comment: We recommend changing the name from Obligation to protect to Obligation of protection, since its range of application is wide. (MIES)
Paragraph b) a difference between human and legal person must be established, it is not considered appropriate to mix these two terms. The articles do not refer to the indicated scope (CONADIS) 
Article 12. Obligation to give effect 
Numeral 2 
Suggested new text: 
To this end, each State Party shall adopt all necessary measures at the national level and shall guarantee, among other things, rights and equal opportunities for all human beings and peoples in terms of access to resources, basic services, education, culture, science, health services, food, habitat and housing, employment and social security, as well as the fair distribution of income and territorial equity, and carry out appropriate economic and social reforms in order to eradicate all social injustices. (SNP + MIES) 
Article 13. Duty to cooperate 
Numeral 2. 
Adding the term appropriate after the word “international”. (MIES) 
Numeral 4. 
Eliminating the words “among others”. (MIES) 
• Paragraph d) 
After the word "intervention" adding the words and decision-making power (SNP) 
• Literals g) and i) 
Adding the term inclusive after the word “technology”. (MIES) 
• Literal l) 
Adding the term human after the word “rights”. (MIES) 
Comment: It is necessary to take into account that the party country can cooperate, but not solve problems of an economic nature and others that the article indicates. (CNII) 
Article 15. Specific and corrective measures 
Numeral 1 
Adding the word gender after the word “sex”. (SNP) 
Numeral 2 
We suggest when referring to developing and least developed countries, it should change to the following: The States Parties recognize that developing and developing countries. (CONADIS) 
Article 16. Equality between men and women 
Adding paragraph h) Ensure access to employment and decent wages without discrimination based on race, ethnicity, age, nationality; as well as maternity, disability, sexual preferences, among others. (MIES) 
We suggest adding: 
The member states shall establish the conditions to ensure equal rights between men and women through the creation and operation of comprehensive protection systems for development. (CNIPN) 
Comments: 
• Additionally, in the field of gender equality and non-discrimination, we recommend to contextualize it in relation to equality and equity of opportunities, and in the elimination of discrimination based on gender; in order to promote the exercise of the right to development for all people in accordance with the obligations established in the Human Rights conventions. (MIES) 
• In an equality and non-discrimination approach, it is necessary to include a transversal line in the exercise of rights, with equal opportunities for all. (CNII) 
• We suggest including a paragraph that refers to the rights of the LGBTI+ population considering that these groups are vulnerable to discrimination and gender violence, which poses obstacles to the exercise of their right to development. (SNP) 
Article 17. Indigenous peoples 
We suggest incorporating an article in which persons with disabilities are specifically recognized, since the full right to development is sought, in accordance with the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. (MIES) 
Numeral 2. 
Suggested new text: 
In accordance with international law, the States Parties shall hold free and informed prior consultation and cooperate in good faith with the concerned indigenous and tribal peoples through their representative institutions before adopting and applying legislative or administrative measures that affect them and shall value their opinion according to the criteria established in national laws and international human rights instruments. in order to obtain your free, prior and informed consent. (SNP) 
Numeral 3. 
Suggested new text: 
The States Parties shall carry out free and informed prior consultation and cooperate in good faith with the concerned indigenous peoples through their own representative institutions in order to obtain their free and informed consent before approving any project that affects their lands or territories and other resources, particularly in relation to the development, use or exploitation of mineral, water or other resources. In the case of legislative or administrative measures related to the exploitation of natural resources that affect them, indigenous and tribal peoples have the right to participate in the benefits derived from their application or receive compensation for the damages caused to them. (SNP)
We suggest adding: 
The member states shall adopt specific measures in order to eliminate all forms of discrimination that affect peoples, shall recognize and support their forms of organization and shall protect indigenous peoples in isolation to guarantee their lives, their self-determination and their will to remain in isolation. (CNIPN) 
The member states shall adopt measures for the application of prior, free, and informed consultation and obtaining consent, before the implementation of plans, programs, and projects related to development. (CNIPN) 
The member states will promote the strengthening and conservation of information and ancestral knowledge of the peoples, which must be structured in a model of harmonious development. (CNIPN) 
Article 18. Prevention and suppression of corruption 
• Paragraph a) 
After the word “corruption” adding: in the public and private spheres; (SNP) 
• Paragraph b) 
Adding the words tax evasion and avoidance after the words “of assets”; (SNP) 
We suggest adding: 
The Member States shall establish mechanisms to promote and encourage citizens to be aware of the right they have to access public information and provide the tools to comply with this right. (CNIPN) 
Article 21. Collection of data and statistics 
Numeral 2. 
Adding consistent with your national plans and programs, after the word “Convention”. (SNP) 
Article 23. Sustainable development 
Paragraph a) 
After the words sustainable development, including "in favor of the human right to access and use of water" (MAATE) 
Paragraph c) 
We suggest adding at the end of the paragraph: in line with the national plans and programs. (SNP) 
Comment: For the States, the formulation of public policies and regulations are applied with criteria that respond to the sustainable development objectives (SDGs); and thus guarantee the elimination of poverty and generate the development of the States. (CNII) 
Article 25. Conference of States Parties 
suggest b) 
After the words “States parties”, adding: their national plans and programs. (SNP)
