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Article 54 – Entry of the individual administrative act into force 
1. Unless otherwise provided for by law, an individual administrative act shall enter into force upon 
making it accessible for review to a party under the procedure determined by law or on the day 
of its publication. 
2. In cases determined by law, an individual administrative act may enter into force before its 
publication or making it officially accessible for review if the delay may substantially prejudice the 
national or public interests, the crime prevention or detection, and the rights or legal interests of 
a person. 
3. The individual administrative act sent to an interested party by post shall enter into force no 
later than on the seventh day after sending it, except when the interested party has not received 
the individual administrative act. 
4. In case of a dispute over sending an individual administrative act, the burden of proof shall rest 
with the administrative body. 
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
