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Call for inputs for the preparation of the report of the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights pursuant to Human Rights Council resolution 51/23 on “Human rights and transitional justice”

Operative paragraph 13 of Human Rights Council resolution 51/23 requests the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights (OHCHR) “to prepare a report on lessons learned and good practices of transitional justice in the context of sustaining peace and of sustainable development, notably Sustainable Development Goal 16,” and to present the report at the fifty-eighth session of the Council during an enhanced interactive dialogue.

Operative paragraph 14 of the resolution also requests OHCHR, in preparing the report, “to consult with States, the Special Rapporteur on the promotion of truth, justice, reparation and guarantees of non-recurrence, other relevant entities of the United Nations Secretariat, relevant United Nations agencies, funds and programmes, intergovernmental organizations, national human rights institutions, non-governmental organizations and other relevant stakeholders, including practitioners.” 

To inform the preparation of the report, OHCHR would welcome information from States and all relevant stakeholders, concerning: 

· Specific examples and key features of good practices, especially innovative approaches, of transitional justice measures, initiatives and processes developed and/or supported by States and/or other relevant stakeholders in the context of sustaining peace and sustainable development, since January 2022.
· Specific examples of good practices of transitional justice measures, initiatives and processes developed and/or supported by States and/or other relevant stakeholders that contribute to Sustainable Development Goal 16 on peace, justice and strong institutions, including by promoting the rule of law and ensuring access to justice for all, developing accountable institutions, and ensuring participatory decision-making at all levels.
· Data collected to measure the specific results, impact and progress of the above-mentioned examples of good practices of transitional justice measures, initiatives and processes in the context of sustaining peace and sustainable development. Kindly share relevant documents and links.
· Lessons learned from transitional justice measures, initiatives, processes and experiences in order to enhance and maximize their contribution to sustaining peace and sustainable development, notably Sustainable Development Goal 16.

The report will be presented to the Human Rights Council at its fifty-eight session in 2025.
